Study Says Abortion Rate at Lowest Level Since 1973 

Remember this controversial 
billboard from a few years ago? 
The group behind it, ThatsAbor-
tion.com, was making an at-
tempt to inform the public that 
more African American children 
die as a result of abortion than 
for any other reason. 

Well, it appears that those dev-
astating statistics are going 
down. According to a new data 
analysis, the abortion rate in the 
USA has dropped to its lowest 
level since the procedure be-
came legal in 1973. To be exact, 
there has been a 13% decline in 
both the abortion rate and the 
number of abortions from the 
years 2008 to 2011. 

Guttmacher Institute in New 
York City, the organization who 
conducted the research, found 
that major declines were seen in 
all but six states - Alaska, Mary-
land, Montana, New Hampshire, 
West Virginia and Wyoming - 
which all saw either no change 
or an increase in abortion rates.

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If the Tongue Could 

Only Be Tamed 

If someone does not stumble 
in what he says, he is a perfect 
individual, able to control the 
entire body as well. 3 And if we 
put bits into the mouths of 
horses to get them to obey us, 
then we guide their entire bod-
ies. 4 Look at ships too: though 
they are so large and driven by 
harsh winds, they are steered by  

a tiny rudder wherever the 
pilot's impulse directs.31 

James has instructed "wanna-
be teachers" that they should be 
hesitant to teach, because the 
judgment of teachers will be 
more severe. He has also indi-
cated that all of us stumble in 
many ways (2a). James will now 
focus on a particular form of 
stumbling. He turns to the topic 
of stumbling in one's speech, a 
timely topic for teachers. If a  

man does not stumble in what he 
says, then that man is perfect. If 
a man can perfectly control his 
tongue, then he would also be 
able to control every other part 
of his body as well. What a glo-
rious thought! I fear that some 
would-be teachers might actu-
ally believe that they have mas-
tered their tongues because they 
are able to master others with 
their tongue. 

James has said that if a man 
can control his tongue, he can  

control his entire body. He now 
sets out to illustrate this 
tongue/totality principle, first 
with a horse, and then with a 
ship. In 1:26, James has already 
used the term "bridle," and now 
he takes up the same term.32 
Once the bit is in the horse's 
mouth, the rider can control the 
entire body of the horse. One 
controls the entire horse by con-
trolling its mouth. Next, James 
turns to the illustration of a ship. 
A ship is very large, and strong  

winds propel it; but when the 
captain has control of its very 
small rudder (comparatively 
speaking), he has control of the 
entire ship. Wouldn't it be won-
derful if the tongue could be 
controlled? If a man could bring 
his tongue under control, then he 
could bring his whole body 
under control. But this will 
never happen, as James is about 
to show. 

The Tongue Is Powerful, But  

Deadly, and Out of Control 
James 3:5-8 So too the tongue 

is a small part of the body, yet it 
has great pretensions.33 Think 
how small a flame sets a huge 
forest ablaze. 6 And the tongue 
is a fire! The tongue represents 
the world of wrongdoing among 
the parts of our bodies, that pol-
lutes the entire body and sets fire 
to the course of human existence 
and is set on fire by hell.

Nev-
ertheless, for almost another 
hundred years, African-Ameri-
cans were subjected to Jim Crow 
laws, which perpetuated the 
ideal of separate but equal facil-
ities. Finally, with the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964 and the Vot-
ing Rights Act of 1965, African-
Americans, in writing at least, 
were given the freedoms we de-
served. 

Now we are in a new millen-
nium, celebrating Black History 
Month for the 38th year in this 
country. And while we have so 
much to be thankful for - our 
first African-American presi-
dent, improved race relations 
and improved career opportuni-
ties, the question arises - "Are 
we really taking advantage of 
the American dream?" Are we 
really honoring the sacrifices of 
our forefathers who suffered on 
slave ships, cotton fields and in 
the streets of America, being 
sprayed with fire hoses and at-
tacked by police, dogs? Are we 
really taking advantage of our 
ability to pursue life, liberty and 
the pursuit of happiness? 

I would like to think that we 
still have a long way to go in that 
arena. Yes we have an African-
American president, and yes, we 
have advanced in our racial rela-
tions since the civil rights move-
ment, but are we as individual 
Americans - black, white, yel-
low and red - truly taking advan-
tage of the freedom and liberty 
that is bestowed upon us in this 
great nation in which we live? I 
think we are not. I believe that 
the path to true freedom for most 
Americans is the path of entre-
preneurship, and for that reason, 
I would like to propose, in this 
all-inclusive message, that you 
pull up your entrepreneurial 
bootstraps. 

Yes, pull up your entrepre-
neurial bootstraps. I believe that 
during our short time on planet 
earth, we owe it to our Creator 
and ourselves to uncover the 
gifts, talents and skills that may 
lie dormant within, and to use  

Success Secrets of Black Mil-
lionaires by Dennis Kimbro, The 
Unstoppables: Tapping Your En-
trepreneurial Power by Bill Sch-
ley, and Startup Nation - The 
Story of Israel's Economic Mir-
acle by Dan Senor and Saul 
Singer. 

These books further strength-
ened my entrepreneurial spirit 
with words that should cause 
any human being to be inspired 
and motivated to become an en-
trepreneur. While I certainly do 
not intend to provide full sum-
maries of these books, I do have 
three take-aways, and they are as 
follows: 1) You must be a risk-
taker who is confident in your-
self, and confident in your 
business ideas. 2) You must de-
velop and utilize sales skills. 3) 
You must work hard. 

Being a risk-taker is a neces-
sary part of becoming an entre-
preneur. In The Anatomy of an 
Entrepreneur, a report published 
by the Kauffman Foundation in 
2009, researchers discovered 
that the most commonly-named 
hindrance to entrepreneurial suc-
cess was a lack of ability or will-
ingness to take risks. In addition, 
Bill Schley, in The Unstop-
pables, writes that "risk doesn't 
go with the territory - it is the 
territory, if we plan to build, cre-
ate, innovate, experience, 
achieve or win at anything."
