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“The Patriot Act” 2

There has been a notable
amount of increased criminal ac-
tivity committed by young black
males and females since my last
article.

This behavior is disturbing
and is not good for the commu-
nity. These criminal acts come
with a price that will affect the
life of those who have engaged
in negative behavior toward the
total society for the rest of their
life.

Believe it or not, the wages

of negative and criminal activity
in today’s America really con-
firm the biblical statement: “The
wages of sin is death.” For fool-
ish young black Americans who
think their anatomy weigh one
thousand pounds—Ilet me warm
you that the Patriot Act is like a
crude cheap laxative, it flushes
you and take away your man-
hood and sisterhood. It is worst
than cheap castor oil.
Again [ want to remind you that
the Patriot Act increases the gov-
emment’s surveillance power in
four areas as defined by the
ACLU:

1. Records searches. It ex-
pands the government’s ability

to look at records on an individ-
ual’s activity being held by third
parties. (Section 215)

2. Secret searches. It expands
the government’s ability to
search private property without
notice to the owner. (Section
213)

3. Intelligence searches. It ex-
pands a narrow exception to the
Fourth Amendment that had
been created for the collection of
foreign intelligence information
(Section 218).

4. “Trap and trace” searches.
It expands another Fourth
Amendment exception for spy-
ing that collects “addressing” in-
formation about the origin and
destination of communication,
as opposed to the content (Sec-
tion 214).

1. Expanded access to per-
sonal records held by third par-
ties

One of the most significant
provisions of the Patriot Act
makes it far easier for the au-
thorities to gain access to
records of citizens’ activities
being held by a third party. Ata
time when computerization is
leading to the creation of more

and more such records, Section
215 of the Patriot Act allows the
FBI to force anyone at all-in-
cluding doctors, libraries, book-
stores, universities, and Internet
services providers-to turn over
records on their clients or cus-
tomers.

Unchecked power

The result is unchecked gov-
ermnment power to rifle through
individuals’ financial records,
medical histories, Internet usage,
bookstore purchases, library
usage, travel patterns, or any
other activity that leaves a
record. Making matters worse:

* The government no
longer has to show evidence that
the subjects of search orders are
an “agent of a foreign power,” a
requirement that previously pro-
tected Americans against abuse
of this authority.

*  The FBI does not even
have to show a reasonable sus-
picion that the records are re-
lated to criminal activity, much
less the requirement for “proba-
ble cause” that it listed in the
Fourth Amendment to the Con-
stitution. All the government

Jefferson Thomas Dies
He Was One of the Nine In Little Rock

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. -
Jefferson Thomas was fast and
athletic and often played pickup
basketball with white students
while growing up in Little Rock
in the 1950s.

But when Thomas became
one of nine black students to in-
tegrate Arkansas' largest high
school, many of his basketball
buddies weren't happy to see
him in their classes.

"One of them said, 'Well I
don't mind playing basketball or
football with you or anything.
You guys are good at sports.
Everybody knows that, but
you're just not smart enough to
sit next to me in the classroom,"
Thomas recalled years later.

The pioneer in school deseg-
regation died Sunday at an ex-
tended-care living facility in
Columbus, Ohio, of pancreatic
cancer at age 67, according to
Carlotta Walls LaNier, who also
enrolled at Central High School
in 1957 and is president of the
Little Rock Nine Foundation.

Each of the Little Rock Nine
received Congressional Gold
Medals shortly after the 40th an-
niversary of their enrollment.
President Bill Clinton presented
the medals in 1999 to Thomas,
LaNier, Melba Patillo Beals,
Minnijean Brown Trickey, Eliz-
abeth Eckford, Ernest Green,
Gloria Ray Karlmark, Terrence
Roberts and Thelma Mothershed
Wair.

Clinton issued a statement
Monday, calling Thomas "a true
hero, a fine public servant, and
profoundly good man."

"Jefferson and I had a long
visit when he came to my Presi-
dential Center for the 50th an-
niversary in 2007, and I was
struck again by his quiet dignity
and kindness. America is a
stronger, more diverse, and more
tolerant nation because of the
life he lived and the sacrifices he
made," Clinton said.

In 2008, then President-elect
Barack Obama sent Thomas and
other members of the Little
Rock Nine special invitations to
his inauguration as the nation's
first black president. During his
campaign, he had said the Little
Rock Nine's courage in desegre-
gating Central High helped
make the opportunities in his life
possible.

"Even at such a young age, he
had the courage to risk his own
safety, to defy a governor and a
mob, and to walk proudly into
that school even though it would
have been far easier to give up
and tumn back," Obama said in a
statement Monday. "Our nation
owes Mr. Thomas a debt of grat-
itude for the stand he took half a
century ago, and the leadership
he showed in the decades since."

Thomas played a number of
sports and was on the track team
in junior high school. Beals said
he was nicknamed "Roadrunner,
because he was so fast. You
could sometimes avoid danger
by running fast."

She said by phone from her
home in California that Thomas
always seemed to bring a light
moment to the crisis.

"He was funny, he had a most
extraordinary sense of humor.
He did sustain an enormous
amount of damage and pain dur-
ing the Little Rock crisis, but no

matter what, he always had
something refreshing and funny
to say," she said. "It could be the
most horrible day and he would
say 'Yes, but how are you
dressed and are you smiling?"

Thomas also brought a bit of
levity to the 2007 commemora-
tion marking the 50th anniver-
sary of the integration fight —
letting the audience know how
angry LaNier was with him
when he stood up and cheered at
a Central High Tigers pep rally.

Thomas thought the white
students were carrying the
school flag and yelling the
school cheer. He said LaNier
glared at him and later set him
straight: It was the Confederate
flag, and the students were
singing "Dixie."

The youngest of seven chil-
dren, Thomas served in the U.S.
Army in Vietnam after gradua-
tion. He later earned a bachelor's
degree in business administra-
tion from Los Angeles State
College and worked as an ac-
counting clerk with the U.S. De-
partment of Defense, retiring in
2004.

Following the 2008 election,
Thomas said in an interview that
he supported Hillary Rodham
Clinton in the Ohio primary and
he also liked former Arkansas
Gov. Mike Huckabee, who made
a bid for the Republican nomi-
nation.

"It would have been a hard
decision for me to make if Huck-
abee was running against
Obama," Thomas added.

Still, he said, he was over-
joyed with Obama's victory.

"This was really the nonvio-
lent revolution," Thomas said.
"We went and cast our ballots
and the ballots were counted this
time."

anything can tell you that cut the Medicare cost

It is now ‘back to school’
time, and the media seems to be
on a blitz about holding teachers
accountable for the education of
students in the various classes.
This has been an ongoing thing
for the past forty years. One

could get the impression that no-

body learned anything before
teachers became accountable.
One individual whom I
heard speaking about making
teachers accountable, used as his
basis for his statements, is the
fact that teachers are trained to
teach and that parents’ only re-
sponsibility is to see to the stu-
dents doing their homework.
There are flaws in this state-
ment as he seems to overlook the
fact that students first and fore-
most go to school with what
their parents send them with in
terms of ability and readiness to
learn and the necessary attitude.
Some idealistic educators seem
to miss the boat when they fail
to realize that some children are
just not teachable in some cir-
cumstances. The promoters of
the alternative schools realize
this, and even then, some stu-
dents are just still not teachable.
On the other hand, some parents
are more qualified to teach their
own children than some teach-
ers. This may be the reason for
home schooling. Some home
schooling falls short of a proper
education, but some parents pre-
fer this route to conventional
schooling. Home schooled stu-
dents still must pass the required
state tests to proceed to higher
education or enroll in a proper
grade in a public school system
Teachers should be held ac-
countable to teach. The final out-
~ come really does not rest with
the teacher. If the teacher
teaches, students will learn, but
the degree of learning depends

on each individual child. When
groups are homogenous, there
will still be a difference in what
is finally achieved. Some will
definitely do better than others,
even if the greater number suc-
ceeds in retaining what was
taught. No one person or group
of persons has the formula for
successful teaching, as with
teachers and students, there are
‘different strokes for different
folks.” There may need to be
several applications before a
winning solution is found for
some students.

In regard to this theory, we
should not wonder why very few
college students are choosing the
teaching profession as a lifetime
career. It is one of the most de-
manding professions, which is
not treated like a profession, nor
paid like a profession, and more
is expected with no certainty
about the raw materials with
which one works. It is time to
get ‘in cinque’ and treat teachers
like professionals and pay them
as well. A man who chooses to

After looking at the South-
west Digest in Lubbock, its
newspaper history takes us back
to the first recorded Black or
African American owned news-
paper in America and it simil-
1arty to the Lubbock Digest. We
discover that the first African
American newspaper was born
March 16, 1827.

It was a four (4) page, four
column st andard sized newspa-
per. On the front page was
printed: “We wish to plead our
own case as too long others
have spoken for us.”

The Freedom Journal was
published in New York City
from 1827 to 1829 by Samuel
Cornish and John B. Russworm.

In those days, Cornish was

overlooked as Rushworm
received all the praise as this is
a familiar situation. Corish pub-
lished the Rights of all Free
Journal from 1829 until 1830.

. Through it all, the Southwest
Digest has remained a strong
voice in the community with the
total difference in personalities
in the co-publishers. The South-
west Digest has st ood through
it all. The Southwest Digest’s
main focus has been on bing a
strong voice for the good of the
total community without fear or
favor.

Eighty-five percent of the
information you read in the
Southwest Digest you will not
get it in any general media pub-
lication. Most of the stories, peo-
ple, organizations, community

activities are not seen in general
media and most of the stories,
people, organizations, commu-
nity activities.

The Southwest Digest is a
newspaper for people, but pri-
mary oriented to and basically
reflective of the Black Commu-
nity.

Why We Are

The past two years have
been marked by major progress
despite massive challenges, and
a worrying resurgence of far-
right activity, urging massive re-
sistance to our momentum. We
must keep pushing forward. We
have come too far to let our-
selves be tuned back now.

Together with our allies in
the civil and human rights com-
munity, the NAACP and our al-
lies have advanced an agenda
that has successfully increased
rights for women at work, ex-
panded healthcare coverage to
tens of millions of Americans,
cut the sentencing disparity be-
tween crack and powder by
more than 80 percent, saved
more that 150,000 teacher's jobs,
and created more than 3 million
more jobs throughout the econ-
omy.

At the same time, we know 8
million American jobs have
been lost and not replaced, more
than 2.5 million Americans have
lost their homes and 5 million
are at high risk of losing their
homes, schools are closing at
unprecedented rates, and Amer-
icans continue to be imprisoned
at an alarming rate. In each
case, people of color are gener-
ally worse off, and black Amer-
icans are bearing an especially
high portion of the burden.

Despite having such evidence
of what we can accomplish to-
gether, we have seen voter par-
ticipation rates plummet--from
Shelby County, Tennessee to
Alameda County, California.
This has been especially true
amongst Black Americans.

Simultaneously, far-right ex-
tremists have found their way
back into the nation's political
discourse and helped reenergize
a retrograde agenda that includes
attacks on every pillar of our

Marching on October 2nd

civil rights protections from the
Voting Rights Act to the Civil
Rights Act to the 14th Amend-
ment itself.

Now is the time to get every-
one off the sidelines and back on
to the battlefield.

We must be bold and aggres-
sive in turning this situation
around and we cannot remain
quiet in the face of such clear
and imminent danger. Our faith
tradition teaches us to run and
not get weary, walk and not
faint.  We have made great
progress and many strides, but
we must press forward because
our work 1s not simply for us-but
for the future of our children and
their children.

The history of the NAACP
and our allies has always called
on us, in the face of disparity, in-
justice, and rising hate to build
big diverse coalitions that dream
bold dreams and win big victo-
ries. Mobilization is our core
value. Building big coalitions
to fundamentally push America
forward has always been our
guiding principle.

We did it when we fought the
rampart lynching of the south,
when we desegregated the mili-
tary, when we dismantled Jim
Crow, passed the Voting Rights
Act, and when we made health
care reform a reality for 32 mil-
lion Americans. All of these vic-
tories were won because we
worked to build large and di-
verse coalitions, and dared to
dream big victories. Today is no
different.

This is why we are building
a broad coalition of ONE NA-
TION Working Together. A
coalition that will work to bring
America together and put Amer-
ica back to work-for its most
precious resource- it's people.

Alaska will be there. Ala-

bama will be there. New York
will be there. North Carolina
will be there. Texas will be there.
California will be there. And we
need you and your members
there in unprecedented numbers
too.

This effort is unifying the civil
and human rights community,
student activists, faith communi-
ties, immigration activists, small
business leaders, and labor ac-
tivists behind a common agenda
for increasing opportunity in
America, by:

--Increasing job creation
--Defending and enforcing civil
rights protections, including
ending racial profiling
--Increasing support for public
education from pre-K to post-
college

--Increasing access to credit for
small businesses and bankruptcy
protection for homeowners
--Ensuring every worker has a
voice on the job

--And fixing our nation's broken
immigration system.

Fighting for educational
equality, equal protection under
the law, good jobs, economic
empowerment and labor rights
all are central core values of our
work in the past, present, and
will continue to be the corner-
stone surely in the future.

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Biack Caucus Foundation Orders
Scholarship Audit

WASHINGTON — An in-
ternal audit of the scholarship
program of the Congressional
Black Caucus Foundation was
under way Tuesday, sparked by
the admission by Rep. Eddie
Bernice Johnson that she had
steered scholarships to her rela-
tives and the children of a staff
member.

The foundation's chairman,
Rep. Donald Payne, D-N.J., said
that neither the foundation nor
the Congressional Black Caucus
"will allow unethical behavior in
the awarding of scholarships or
any programs that are designed
to benefit the community."

The foundation is a tax-ex-
empt organization that is run by
its own staff, but with strong ties
to the caucus of African-Ameri-
can lawmakers.

The Dallas Morning News
first reported that 23 scholar-
ships Johnson, D-Texas, handed
out since 2005 violated eligibil-
ity rules. -

Johnson said Monday that
her actions were unintentional,
but foundation attorney Amy
Goldson pointed out that the stu-
dents, the lawmaker awarding
the foundation scholarships or
the lawmaker's designee must
certify that the recipients are not
related to the lawmaker.

Payne said that despite a sys-
tem of checks and balances in
philanthropic  organizations,
"there are weaknesses and there
are people who find a way
around the system." He said the

next scholarship programs will
be delayed for four months to
ensure that new measures are in
place to prevent any self-dealing
or nepotism.

Goldson, the organization's
longtime lawyer who 1s not a
staff member, said, "I never
dreamed such a thing would
have occurred."

"Rest assured they are not just
sitting idly by," Goldson said of
the foundation's staff. "They are
looking at this very seriously.
They are going to do everything
they can to see if this has oc-
curred in the past and put in
place additional guidelines to
make sure it doesn't occur
again."

The Morning News reported
that Johnson had arranged schol-
arships between 2005 and 2008
for two grandsons and two
grandnephews and the son and

daughter of a Dallas-based aide.

The foundation said it awarded
$716,000 in scholarships to 556
students in 2009.

[n addition to violating the
ban on awards to relatives of
lawmakers, the scholarships
from Johnson apparently vio-
lated a foundation rule that re-
cipients live or study in the
member's congressional district.

The foundation aims to de-
velop future African-American
leaders, research issues impor-
tant to African-Americans and
promote good health. It has nu-
merous corporate sponsors. Of
its 32 officers and board mem-
bers, 11 are House members.

The foundation has an annual
golf and tennis event, a prayer
breakfast and a legislative con-
ference.

Goldson said the foundation
was formed in 1976 when there
were few African-American
members of Congress and con-
gressional staff members. There
was an occasional secretary and
others had jobs such as elevator
operators.

The foundation was formed to
allow African-Americans to
learn about Congress and de-
velop leadership skills.

"In all these years the CBC
Foundation has really done a lot
of good and it is very sad that an
infraction by a member can
undo all the good work the foun-
dation has done," Goldson said.

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Fantasia Barrino: "' Am Not A
Homewrecker"

NEW YORK — Fantasia
said she was so upset about alle-
gations that she broke up a mar-
riage she was ready to die. "I felt
like if that would have hap-
pened, I would have been fine
with that — I would have been
OK with that," she said in an in-
terview with the Associated
Press on Monday afternoon,
nearly two weeks after she at-
tempted suicide.

The former American Idol
champ took a mixture of aspirin
and sleeping pills after she was
named in divorce papers as the
cause of a couple's breakup. The
26-year-old said she was so dev-
astated and upset about lies
being spread about her that she
couldn't function anymore.

"I had never experienced
that — I was very numb," she
said.

As for the accusations that
