Clarence Hooker
“Charged With Murder”

Police Charge Suspect In 2004
Murder of “Candy Lady”
Mary Davis

Lubbock police have charged
Clarence Hooker with the 2004
murder of 78-year-old Mary
Elizabeth Davis.

Davis, known around Lub-
bock as the Candy Lady, was

found stabbed to death inside her

home on Globe Street in January
2004.

Her passing rocked the east
Lubbock community including
neighbor and former city coun-
cilman T. J. Patterson, who said
Davis was well known and
thought of.

"She wasn't the mayor of Lub-
bock, she was just Ms. Davis,
the candy lady that cared about
human beings," Patterson said.

Patterson and other neighbors
who knew Davis said they were
relieved to hear police have filed
a charge after so many years.

"It's going to bring the neigh-
borhood closer together because
the local authorities do care. The
system can work," Patterson
said.

Neighbors say Davis left be-
hind at least one daughter and
other family members.

Hooker is behind bars in a
Texas prison on an unrelated
charge. Police say DNA evi-
dence led them to Hooker, but
haven't told us if they believe the
two knew each other.

Lubbock police released the
following statement on Monday,
September 26, 2011:

“Charges have been filed in a

previously unsolved murder
case from 2004.

On January 7, 2004, LPD of-
ficers responded to the home of
Mary Elizabeth Davis, 78, at
2622 Globe Ave. to conduct a
welfare check. Family and
neighbors were concerned be-
cause she had not been seen for
several days. Ms. Davis was
found deceased inside the resi-
dence, having sustained multiple
stab wounds.

There were no immediate
leads in the case that resulted in
any arrests. Detectives working
the case submitted evidence for
DNA processing at the time but
it did not generate any useful
leads.

In recent months, detectives
resubmitted evidence that was
recovered at the original scene in
hopes that advances in DNA
technology would possibly open
a new lead in the case. DNA re-
sults received in January 2011
indicated a match with a previ-
ously unknown  suspect,
Clarence Lee Hooker, 46.

Detectives continued the in-
vestigation using this new infor-
mation and eventually were able
to submit a murder charge to the
Lubbock County District Attor-
ney's Office who issued a war-
rant for the arrest of Hooker.

Hooker is currently incarcer-
ated on unrelated charges.

More information will be
forthcoming.

anything can tell you that cut the Medicare cost

We talk about how bad
our economy is and all of the
things that we need to do to
‘fix it." In the final analysis,
mostly what we do is talk.
We also talk about how im-
portant it is for our children to
get a ‘'good’ education. With
the economy the way it is, a
‘good’ education entails at
least a college degree.

When we speak of the
value of a college degree we
should think in terms of a
‘good’ high school diploma.
The job market which calls for
a college degree today is the
same market which called for
a high school diploma a few
years ago. One needs to be
some kind of specialist to
make it today in whatever
area of employment one
seeks a job.

The real problem with get-
ting a college education
today is centered around fi-
nance. My generation
thought we had it hard when
a year of college tuition and
room and board came to
about $621.00. It went up
$100.00 each year. Of
course minimum wages was
$.75 per hour and gasoline
was $.15 per gallon and stu-
dents working their way
‘through college on the col-
lege campus earned $.50 per
hour which was a great im-
provement over the $.15 per
hour earned on the Junior
college campus.

Jobs for college students
on a college campus are at
an all time low. One has to
have some athletic ability to
secure any funds for college
expenses which can make a
real dent in expenses where
the average college ex-
penses for one year range
from $12,500 to $45,000.

the job market, in debt, espe-
cially those students who
enter college from a one par-
ent home, most of which con-
sists of a mother who may or
may not receive child support
from the other parent.

A mother who receives
child support from a child’s fa-
ther, still does not have
enough support to send that
child to college. Many fathers
feel that they have done what
is required of them when they
pay child support up through
age 18. Somehow they have
the feeling that only the
mother is responsible for her
children after a certain age.
The law needs to be changed
where a stop date is not in-
cluded in the child support
law. A child needs support
until he can support himself!
Parents are responsible for
their children. Itis an obliga-
tion which those not need a
short fall. Life is tough, but
the load can be lightened, es-
pecially when fathers do their
share to help their children
trying to make it through col-
lege.

When children become suc-
cessful adults and Daddies
wonder why Mothers gets all
the attention and praise, they
need to think back over their
contributions to their chil-
dren’s becoming adults. Par-
ents need to get 'in cinque’ to
make sure that their children

Black Women Murdered by Men are
Most Often Killed with a Gun

WASHINGTON, DC--
Black females murdered by men
are most often killed with a gun,
almost always by someone they
know, according to the new Vi-
olence Policy Center (VPC) re-
port "When Men Murder
Women: An Analysis of 2009
Homicide Data"
(http://www.vpc.org/studies/wm
mw2011.pdf). The annual VPC
report details national and state-
by-state information on female
homicides involving one female
murder victim and one male of-
fender. The study uses the most
recent data available from the
Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion’s unpublished Supplemen-
tary Homicide Report and 1s
released each year to coincide
with Domestic Violence Aware-
ness Month in October. Accord-
ing to the study:

o In 2009, 497 black females
were murdered by males in sin-
gle victim/single offender homi-
cides. Black females were
murdered at a rate nearly two
and a half times higher than
white females: 2.62 per 100,000
versus 1.06 per 100,000. Ten
percent of black female victims
were less than 18 years old.

o Firearms--especially hand-
guns--were the most common
weapon used by males to murder
black females in 2009. For the
451 homicides where the murder
weapon could be identified, 59
percent of black female victims
(264 victims) were shot and
killed with guns. Of these, 76
percent (201 of 264) were killed
with a handgun.

o0 Where the relationship could
be determined, 92 percent of
black females killed by males in
single victim/single offender in-
cidents knew their killers (406 of
442). Eleven times as many
black females were murdered by
a male they knew (406 victims)
than were killed by male
strangers (36 victims) in single
victim/single offender incidents
in 2009.

0 The number of black fe-
males shot -and killed by their
husband or intimate acquain-
tance (140 victims) was nearly
four times as high as the total

number murdered by male
strangers using all weapons
combined (36 victims) in single
victim/single offender incidents
in 2009.

0 The overwhelming majority
of homicides of black females
by male offenders in single vic-
tim/single offender incidents in
2009 were not related to any
other felony crime. Most often,
black females were killed by
males in the course of an argu-
ment--most commonly with a
firearm. In 2009, for the 392
homicides in which the circum-
stances between the black fe-
male victim and the male killer
could be identified, 90 percent
(353 out of 392) were not related
to the commission of any other
felony.

VPC Legislative Director
Kristen Rand states, “Violence
against women too often esca-
lates to homicide. Prevention of
such violence deserves serious
and sustained attention from law
enforcement officials and poli-

cymakers alike."

The study also ranks each
state by its rate of total female
homicide for females of all races
involving one female murder
victim and one male offender.
Nevada, with a rate of 2.70 per
100,000, ranked first in the na-
tion in the rate of women killed
by men. Ranked behind Nevada
were: Alabama at 2 with a rate
of 2.64 per 100,000; Louisiana
at 3 with a rate of 1.99 per
100,000; Arizona at 4 with a rate
of 1.92 per 100,000; Tennessee
at 5 with a rate of 1.83 per
100,000; Georgia at 6 with a rate
of 1.80 per 100,000; South Car-
olina at 7 with a rate of 1.79 per
100,000; South Dakota at 8 (tie)
with a rate of 1.72 per 100,000;
Hawaii at 8 (tie) with a rate of
1.72 per 100,000; and, Missouri
at 10 with a rate of 1.70 per
100,000. Nationally, the rate of
women killed by men in single
victim/single offender instances
was 1.25 per 100,000.
