211 is an information 
and referral service (they are not 
a direct provider) which means 
they will let the caller know who 
to call about their needs. For ex-
ample, if you dial 211 and you 
select option 1 then you can ask 
about the following: 1) help 

finding food or food bank 
vouchers; 2) medical and pre-
scription assistance; 3) help pay-
ing a utility bill; 4) locations to 
find clothing; 5) affordable 
counseling services; 6) help with 
housing; 7) assistance with child 
care; 8) military resources; and 
9) resources for the elderly. 

For Thanksgiving and 
Christmas dial 211 for: 1) 
THANKSGIVING BASKETS 
- 211 staff locates agencies and 
site information where Thanks-
giving baskets will be distrib-
uted to those who qualify; and 2) 
CHRISTMAS ASSISTANCE -
211 staff locates agencies and 
site information where Christ-
mas assistance is available. As-
sistance ranges from coat drives, 
holiday vouchers and toy drives. 

These are just two examples 
of what 211 can help you with in 
terms of referring you to direct 
service agencies who can help.

In a called meeting of the 
Lubbock ISD Board of Trustees, 
ballots from the November 2 
bond election were canvassed 
with a final election outcome of 
16,537 voting for the proposal 
and 15, 828 voting against, a dif-
ference of 709 votes. The board 
approved orders authorizing the 
issuance of bonds up to $45 mil-
lion. Within certain parameters, 
the board gave administration 
the authority to issue Building 
America Bonds or tax-exempt 
bonds or a combination, as is 
most advantageous to the dis-
trict. The Building America 
Bonds are part of a federal pro-
gram, effective through late De-
cember, which can provide some 
refund of interest to the district, 
under certain conditions. 

The former Martin and Bal-
lenger Early Childhood Centers 
were sold, with Ballenger going 
to the South Plains Community 
Action Association for $250,111 

and the Martin property going to 
Lubbock Regional MHMR. Cen-
ter for $128,359. No bids were 
received for Stubbs Early Child-
hood Center and the bids for 
Mahon Early Childhood Center 
were rejected. The high bid of 
$34,200 for Mahon was below 
the fair market price for the 
property. In the spring, the Head 
Start programs were moved 
from the four early childhood 
centers to sixteen elementary 
campuses.

November is National Dia-
betes Month, a good reminder to 
raise awareness about diabetes 
and the threat it poses to our next 
generation. 

According to the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC), type 2 diabetes (for-
merly known as adult-onset dia-
betes) has increased among 
children and adolescents in the 
last two decades. Today, more 
than 180,000 persons under the 
age of 20 in the United States 
have type 2 or type 1 diabetes. 

There are serious implications 
to this dangerous trend. The 
CDC reports that diabetes is the 
seventh-leading cause of death 
in the country. It can lead to se-
rious complications such as 
blindness, heart and blood vessel 
disease, foot and leg amputa-
tions, and kidney damage which 
may require dialysis. 

What is Diabetes? 
Diabetes affects the body's 

ability to use blood sugar for en-
ergy. There are two primary 
forms that affect children: type 1 
and type 2. 

Type 1 diabetes develops when 
the body's immune system de-
stroys pancreatic beta cells, 
which make the hormone insulin 
that regulates blood sugar. Type 
2 diabetes usually begins as a 
disorder in which the cells do 
not use insulin properly. As the 
body's need for insulin rises, the 
pancreas gradually loses its abil-
ity to produce it. 

Risk Factors 
The first step in controlling di-

abetes is early diagnosis and 
knowing the risk factors. Chil-
dren who develop type 2 dia-
betes are typically overweight or 
obese, and have a family history 
of the disease, according to the

"I think that he should resign.

Black Colleges Struggle To Keep Students Due To 
Aging Campuses and Facilities 

RICHMOND, Va. — When 
Jessica Page visited Hampton 
University in March, she consid-
ered the trip a formality. She had 
already made up her mind to at-
tend the school, considered by 
many a jewel among the nation's 
historically black institutions. 
Then she saw the campus. 

The dorms weren't as sleek as 
she had pictured. Buildings 
seemed antiquated.

Rep. Charlie Rangel (D-N.Y.) 
has been found guilty on 11 
ethics charges, ending a two-
year investigation into his per-
sonal finances. 

A special eight-member panel 
of the House ethics committee, 
after deliberating for roughly six 
hours, found that there was 
"clear and convincing evidence" 
that Rangel had violated House 
ethics on 11 of the 13 charges he 
faced heading into a rare public 
ethics trial. 

The panel deadlocked on one 
charge, and then folded another 
charge into a different count. 

Rep. Zoe Lofgren (D-Calif.), 
the chairwoman of the full ethics 
committee, oversaw the trial. 
She indicated that the votes were 
unanimous, meaning all four 
Democrats on the bipartisan 
panel ruled against Rangel. 

Rangel, who has been defiant 
through the entire two year in-
vestigation, is still refusing to 
accept the outcome of the ethics 
trial. 

"How can anyone have confi-
dence in the decision of the 
Ethics Subcommittee when I 
was deprived of due process 
rights, right to counsel and was 
not even in the room?" Rangel 
said in a statement. "I can only 
hope that the full committee will 
treat me more fairly, and take 
into account my entire 40 years

Meachum said he wanted the 
jurors to be interviewed about 
whether they had perjured them-
selves by stating during jury se-
lection that they didn't have 
preconceived opinions about the 
case.U.S. District Judge William 
Terrell Hodges didn't say when 
he would rule. But the judge 
questioned whether interviewing 
jurors two years after the trial 
would violate the "black box" of 
privacy in which jury delibera-
tions occur.
