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Lubbock Redistricting Hearings
Set For May, 2011

It is very important that
if we want to make sure the
Black community has represen-
tation on the Lubbock City
Couneil, it 1s important to partic-
ipate in the upcoming Redistrict-
ing meetings which got
underway Sunday, May 1, 2011.

Lubbock i1s a home rule city
governed by Article XI, section
5 of the Texas Constitution.
Since Lubbock elects six of its
council members from single
member districts, the 14th
Amendment to the United States
Constitution requires under the
principle of “one-person one-
vote” that all the districts have

essentially the same number of

people. Also, Texas and its polit-
ical subdivisions are jurisdic-
tions covered by the Voting
Rights Act of 1965 and as sub-
sequently amended. Under Sec-
tion 5 of the Act, the Attorney

General of the United States
pre-clear all voting
changes before they may be im-
plemented. The Attorney Gen-
eral must determine that all
voting changes made by the city
do not have a discriminatory
purpose or effect upon the rights
of minorities to vote.

The Attorney General's regu-
lations strongly encourage come
munity input into the process.
Therefore, a public hearing will
be held for the purpose of secur-
Ing community comment upon
the proposed redistricting plan:

The following was written
by George Mitrovich of the
San Diego civic leader on
April 28, 2011

On Wednesday the presi-
dent of the United States was
subjected to a humiliating
moment that no president of
~ the United States should ever
be forced to experience, to
prove he's an American citi-
zen and therefore qualified to
be president.

Yes, other presidents have

had their moments of public
humiliation, not least Richard
Nixon and Bill Clinton, but in
Mr. Nixon's case and Mr.
Clinton's their humiliation re-
sulted from illegal and im-
moral conduct. Neither is
true of Mr. Obama.
Barack Obama's humiliation
was brought on by circum-
stances over which he had
no control—the color of his
skin.

against charges of racism.
But their defense won't stand,
because what's happened is

racist at its core—and the
party of Lincoln stands in
ruin.

Amply opportunity has been
given Republican leaders to
denounce the birther move-
ment, but almost always they
answer in the language of
evasion

Except, of course, for Don-
ald Trump.

Mr. Trump has used the
birther movement to gain the
lead among potential Repub-
lican candidates for president
in 2012, potential candidates
that otherwise might have
been expected to claim that
lead—Mitt Rowney, Tim Paw-
lenty, Mike Huckabee, Sarah
Palin—now trail Trump.

There can be no other rea-
son for Mr. Trump's ascen-
dancy than his endorsement
of the birther movement, as
he alone claimed to have
“agents” in Hawaii searching
for proof of Mr. Obama's
birth. (In this he was given a
free media press pass since
no one demanded the identity
of his “agents.

School in Lubbock. From 1970
to 1973, he was athletic director
and head coach at Ector High
School in Odessa.

From Odessa, he went back
to Lubbock as a football coach,
track coach and instructor at
Coronado High School. In 1974,
Prenis was recruited by Darrell
Royal to become an assistant
coach at the University of Texas.
He was the first full-time
African American football coach
at the University of Texas. The
team won the 1974 Southwest
Conference (Gator Bowl) and
was runner-up for the 1975
Southwest Conference (Blue-
bonnet Bowl).

During Prenis' coaching ca-
reer, his teams won numerous
district championships and sev-
eral state championships. Over
the years, he received many
awards and recognitions for his
outstanding coaching abilities.
Included are his election to the
Athletic Hall of Fame at Prairie
View A&M University in 1993,
the Hall of Fame Prairie View
Interscholastic League Coaches
Association in 1995, and the
Hall of Fame Afro-American
Museum in Dallas in 2002.

In 1998, Prenis moved to
Amarillo, where he and Linda
Burrell were later married. The
couple quickly became involved
in church and community af-
fairs.

Prenis was elected president
of the Amarillo United Citizens
Forum Inc., and later accepted

the position of executive director
as well. He was able to bring a
citywide focus to this organiza-
tion and its historical signifi-
cance. Because of  his
dedication, commitment and de-
sire to see the forum thrive
within the city-wide community,
Prenis voluntarily accepted no
salary for his performance of
these duties during his seven-
year tenure.

As a former coach and educa-
tor, Prenis had a vested interest
in youth. This was exemplified
by his participation with the Par
for the Courses/Academy for
Children (PFC/AFC). Other
services to youth included teach-
ing a Sunday school class and
serving as a youth counselor at
Greater Mount Olive Baptist
Church. He also participated in
the tutoring program, America's
Promise at Carver Early Child-
hood Academy.

He was preceded in death by
his parents and a baby sister.

anything can tell you that cut the Medicare cost

Do you know people with
whom you often communicate
and just about every six months
they have a different telephone
number? Yes, we all know
someone like that. We wonder
why there is a regular change
taking place, but never really
bother to ask why.

If we should ask why, there
are several answers that we
might receive. One answer is
that they are being harassed by
someone; either someone they
do not know or someone they
wish they did not know. An-
other answer is that they were

-late paying their bill and the
service was cut off temporarily.
One might notice that each new
number has a different name on
the account and caller ID. An-
other reason for the change of
numbers is to avoid calls from
creditors.

All of this may seem insignif-
icant to those of us who pay our
bills regularly and are not dodg-
ing creditors, or have not lived
in such a way to have people ha-
rass us. But if you have ever
worked in a job which demands
that you get into the personal life
of the people with whom you
have some business dealings,
you do become interested in
what makes some people tick,
especially with identity theft ris-
ing higher every day, sometimes
in places unimaginable such as
our money management sites
and our job personnel sites
which has access to our vital sta-
tistics.

Identity theft is not just being
practiced by strangers who tar-
get us, but the worse case sce-

" nario is taking place in families.

Parents are the main culprits in

homes where the credit rating is
low. Instead of building up their
credit, they are using their chil-

dren’s name to secure credit for
various items. I personally met
a ‘lady’ who had six children
and she had an account in each
child’s name somewhere. Each
time the telephone was discon-
nected, she had it turned back on
in a different child’s name.
Some people go so far as to use
the name of a pet animal to get
credit.

The problem with this kind
of action is the fact that when the
child is old enough to try to get
credit in his own name, it will al-
ready be so bad until it will be
‘mission impossible.” Children
hardest hit are those children in
foster care that have been moved
from foster home to foster home
and their personal information
has been used and abused. This
is an opportunity for schools to
get ‘in cinque’ and become in-
volved and help students to
know how to establish credit and
how to repair credit and make
students aware of the need to
have good credit.

the cause of his birther sym-
pathies.

Texas Rep. Stefani Carter says Beaumont schools
chief is highest-paid in state

Discussing the state budget
with three fellow freshman
Texas House members and
Texas Tribune editor Evan
Smith, . Republican Stefani
Carter of Dallas said she sees
room for cuts in the "administra-
tive side" of the state’s public
schools. As an example, she
highlighted the Beaumont
school district, where, she said,
“the superintendent is making
$356,000 a year."

That prompted Smith, who in-
terviewed the freshmen Feb. 16,
to interject: "In fact, among the
highest-paid if not the highest-
paid school superintendent in the
state." Carter agreed: "The high-
est-paid. And it’s a very tiny
school district. So, things are out
of whack. ... Superintendents
should not be paid a salary in-
crease unless the voters say so."

We wondered if the Beaumont
school chief’s pay is tops in the
state.

Carter’s chief of staff, Taurie
Randermann, pointed us to the
Tribune’s superintendent salary
database, which indicates that
Beaumont ISD leader Carrol
Thomas’ base pay has been the
highest in the state for the past
three school years. This school
year, Thomas’ salary is
$347,834, according to the data-
base, which was built with infor-
mation from the Texas
Education Agency.

The Tribune’s database also
calculates each superintendent’s
pay per student. This school
year, the Beaumont district has
about 20,000 students, which
means Thomas’ base pay is
about $17 per student. Terry
Grier — head of the state’s
largest school district, Houston
ISD, which has about 200,000
students — earns about $1.50 in
salary per pupil. Overall, Grier’s
$300,000 salary is the sixth-
highest in the state, according to
the Tribune database.

The $283,412 annual salary of
Austin  district chief Meria
Carstarphen ranks No. 10 on the
list. That makes her per-pupil
pay about $3 a year.

We confirmed the Tribune’s

salary information with TEA's
own rankings, current as of Oc-
tober 2010. Agency spokes-
woman Debbie Ratcliffe told us
that the average annual salary
for Texas superintendents is
$119,080.

But that’s the average in a
state with more than 1,000 dis-
tricts, about 80 percent of which
have less than 3,000 students.
Mary Barrett, assistant director
of compensation services at the
Texas Association of School
Boards, told us that the group’s
annual survey of superintendent
salaries and benefits found that
half of reported salaries are less
than $105,000 and 75 percent
are less than $138,000. (The as-
sociation’s report is based on
surveys sent to Texas school dis-
tricts. This year, 79 percent re-
sponded. Beaumont was not
among them.)

How does Thomas’ salary
compare with superintendents in
similar-sized school districts?

According to the association,
the average superintendent
salary in districts with between
10,000 and 24,999 students this
year is $191,316.

So, why is the Beaumont su-
perintendent’s salary higher? In
a Dec. 17, 2009, news article,
the Tribune wrote that Thomas'
"high salary may reflect his un-
common longevity: He's been
leading Beaumont since 1996 —
a tenure tantamount to eternity
in the hyper-politicized, high-
turnover world of urban educa-
tion.

As of this year, Texas superin-

tendents had held their posts an
average of five years, Barrett
said.

A Nov. 17 article in the Beau-
mont Enterprise said that when
Thomas was hired in December
1995, "the district was em-
broiled in a bitter battle among
(school) board members who
were split along racial lines, with
student performance that was
well below the state average."
TEA monitors had taken control
of the board, according to the ar-
ticle.

The article says that Thomas’
initial annual salary was
$152,800. That compared with a
1996 average superintendent
salary of $103,407 in school dis-
tricts with 10,000 to 25,000 stu-
dents, according to Barrett.

Ratcliffe told us that the Beau-
mont district was willing to pay
Thomas a high salary because
the district was grappling with
serious problems when he was
hired. "And he’s turned a lot of
those schools around, so they’ve
given him good raises along the
way," she said.

His contract, which the dis-
trict sent to us, provides fora 3.9
percent annual raise dependent
on a positive review from the
school board. The average su-
perintendent pay raise for this
year was 3.3 percent, Barrett
said.

In a March 25 article, the
Tribune reported that "student
achievement in Beaumont has
climbed steadily for the past 15

years even as the state has
moved to the more rigorous
Texas Assessment of Knowl-
edge and Skills tests and re-
quired more students to be
included in the testing."

However, according to the ar-
ticle, Thomas’ salary and the
school district’s spending have
become issues in Beaumont
where residents in May will vote
on an initiative to change elec-
tion procedures for the school
board.

But there’s more to superin-
tendent compensation than
salary: The district leaders also
receive perks — which vary
considerably among districts —
such as bonuses and car al-
lowances. We wondered how
those compare among Texas su-
perintendents with the highest
base salaries.

That information proved
tougher to get. Ratcliffe told us
that the education agency
doesn’t keep data on superin-
tendents’ total compensation
packages.

The school board association
tracks the most common extras,
including allowances for cell
phone or home Internet service,
bonus payments, professional
organization membership dues
and car allowances, Barrett told
us — but the data is only for use
by association members. How-
ever, she did say that the top 10
compensation packages ranged
from $338,000 to $443,000.
Thomas’ salary alone puts him
in that group.

We attempted to conduct our
own total compensation analy-
sis, starting with Thomas. Be-
yond his $347,834 salary,

Thomas’ contract shows that he
receives a monthly "supplemen-
tal allowance" of $1,000. And
Jessie Haynes, a spokeswoman
for the district, told us that
Thomas’ annual health and den-
tal insurance benefits are about
$6,800. The district also pays
about $10,500 a year in premi-
ums for his life and professional
legal liability insurance and
about $1,500 a year in member-
ship dues to professional and
civic organizations.

That brings Thomas’ total
package to about $379,000.
How does that compare to his
counterparts?
