A Human Need

Frustration and fear of reject on are tormeming feel
ings. Most people who “eek counseling are in search
of a person who is understanding; who is a good
lis. .ner; and, 'most important, who will listen to ores’
prablems vithout crifiiem.

This last'point is perhaps the most important point
of all. Everyone has & constant fear that someone else
will openly, or . .cretly, be amused at ‘their very per-
sonal emotinal needs and the bebavior \hat results.
There 1s a fear that the personal em ational needs that
one has are so unusual or sa abnormal th - 1o one

lse experiences them. Therefore, it Is felt that anyone
hearing about them will consider the victim to be
“"erazy” and not a good prospect for a friend.

Few peopie talk abou! their emotional problems and
therefore have no idea that other “normal™ people 2x-
perience the same feelings, This is basically the reason
that many people live ir constant fear that their
perceived “abnormality” will be discovered.

The fact is that much of the behavior which we at-
tempt 1o hide, pecz ‘ise we think no one else has such
behavior, is experienced by practically everyone else
When we ascribe the behavior entirely to ourselves,
we think thal we are abnormal and tend to - ecome the
very abnormal persan we think we are. Peoule who
think that they are abnormal tend to adopt the abnor
rnal benawm that they think s consistent wub their

“uausual” personalities

Most of us are simply crying out {for compassion. We
spend our lives tying to find someone who
understands us; tryingge find someone who will sym-
pathize with us; seeking some one who will be compas-
sionate and loving; searching for someone who will
put away their emotitnal needs just for a' setond and
give full understanding to our nwn emotional néeds,

This search can become endless. The constant fear
of rejection can become such a controlling force in our
lives that it consumes most of our time making it dif-
ficult to sleep, 1o think normally and difficult for us to
carry out our normal activities. The search lor so-
meone to understand our probleins and to fove us in
spite of our problems can actually drive an individual
into a very incompatible relationship.

This jpoint is easy to prove. While you are
downtown shopping. or in class at school or just work
ing ai your daily job, go up to a stranger and introduce
yourself, You can predict the response, Initially. the
other person might appear tu be shocked, noxt will
come either a subdued response or a fallure ’o
acknowledge you. The latter behavior is caused by the
other person’s fear of revealing his/her need to be ac-
cepted. In other words, 'the mdividual will B¢ highly

_ pleased that you spoke but will 'aor wart vou,io know

it.

Make no mistake ~bout it, everyone Wlllll to b
accepted and loved. Everyore meeds it but, some
peoaple have had so little love in theilr hves that they do
not know how to respond to it
