Sen. Perry Files Bill
to Adjust Playoff
System

Senator Charles Perry

Thursday, December 11, 2014,
Senator Charles Perry filed SB
237 to limit the number of teams
advancing to the playoffs from
each University Interscholastic
League (UIL) district to two
teams.

“Current UIL rules allow 50%-
74% of football teams to make
the playoffs,” said Senator
Charles Perry.

“We have truly watered down
competition to the point that 0-
10 and 1-9 teams are able to
make the playoffs in some dis-
tricts.”

Earlier this year, a school in
Houston made Texas history by
becoming the first winless team
to advance to the playoffs.

“This not only devalues the
hard work of the first and second
place teams in a district, but it
costs our school districts thou-
sands of dollars that could be
spent in the classroom,” contin-
ued Perry. “The cost is espe-
cially high in rural areas. Some
schools in my district are spend-
ing an upwards of $8,000 per

Viewing the wide-ranging need
for additional advocates for
abused and neglected foster chil-
dren in the Lubbock community,
the Lubbock Area Foundation
has provided CASA with an op-
portunity to positively influence
the lives of children through a
CASA volunteer. The grant will
aid in training three additional
CASA volunteers to advocate
for abused or neglected foster
children in the Lubbock area.

About CASA of the South
Plains
CASA recruits, trains, and sup-
ports volunteers to assist abused
and neglected children navigate
the foster care system. In order
to be a volunteer, thirty-four
hours of combined class time,
home study, and hands-on train-
ing must be completed. Once
volunteers have been sworn in,
they are appointed to their first
case or sibling group of children
in foster care.

When home is no longer safe
for a child, and the child must
enter the foster care system, a
judge may appoint a committed
volunteer called a CASA or
Court Appointed Special Advo-
cate®. The volunteer assists in
navigating the way for abused
and neglected children—out of
the complex, overburdened child
welfare system and into safe,
permanent homes.

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Top 10 Scholarships For Black
and Minority Students For 2015

Nationwide — 2015 1s ex-
pected to be a great year for stu-
dents because a record-number
of foundations and organizations
are planning to give away bil-
lions of dollars in legit scholar-

ships. These scholarships
usually have different criteria to
qualify, but once obtained can be
used to pay for college tuition,
books, and room and board.

Here are the top 2015 schol-
arship programs, for African
American and minority students
with upcoming deadlines in De-
cember or January:

#1 — Tom Joyner Foundation
“Full Ride” Scholarship: Awards
a full scholarship to one student
to attend a Historically Black
College and University
(HBCU). The scholarship 1s
open to graduating high school
seniors with high academic
records.

#2 — The Gates Millennium
Scholars Program (The Bill

#3 — Burger King Scholars

than $1.4 million in scholarships
to more than 1,000 students. Ap-
plicants must be residents of the
United States or Canada, and
must be graduating high school
seniors. The deadline to apply is

#4 — Go Red Multicultural
Scholarship Fund For Women:

#5 — Foot Locker Scholar Ath-
letes Program: Gives high
school students who are active it
sports and in their communities,
as well as outstanding students,
an opportunity to win a $20,000
college scholarship. Students
must be planning to attend a
four-year college. The deadline
to apply is in December 2014.

#6 — Ron Brown Scholar Pro-
gram: Provides scholarship
awards to African-American
high school seniors who are ex-
celling in their academics, ex-
hibiting exceptional leadership
potential, and actively serving in

community service activities,
The deadline to apply is in Jan-
uary 2015.

#7 — Dell Scholars Program:
Recognizes students who have
overcome significant obstacles
to pursue their educations, and
are now serving as positive role
models in their communities.
Awards hundreds of scholar-
ships each year annually, and
since 2004, has given away
more than $31 million in college
funding. The deadline to apply is
in January 2015.

#8 — Generation Google
Scholarship For Minorities,
Women and Disabled Students:
Helps minority students who
plan to attend college and study
computer science and technol-
ogy. Eligible students must be
African American, Hispanic,
American Indian, female, or one
who has a disability. The dead-
line to apply is in January 2015.

#9 — United Negro College
Fund (UNCF) Scholarships:
Provides extraordinary amounts

of scholarship opportunities for
minority students with financial
need. Scholarships include edu-
cational assistance for students
attending participating Histori-
cally Black Colleges or Univer-

sities (HBCU) and other
colleges as well. The deadlines
to apply vary.

#10 — Ronald McDonald
House Charities Scholarships
For Minority Students: Gives fi-
nancial aid awards to Black,
Hispanic and Asian eligible high
school students with high aca-
demic performance and commu-
nity service as well as financial
need. The deadline to apply is in
January 2015.

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39 People Have Been Fatally Shot By Police
Officers in St. Louis, MO — But ONLY ONE
Cop Was Indicted!

St. Louis, MO — Data from
city and county prosecutors in
the city of St. Louis confirm that
a total of 39 people were fatally
shot by police officers between

2003 and 2012; and according to
the St. Louis Circuit Attorney’s
office, only one police officer
was indicted. It was a case back
in the year 2000, and that same
officer was acquitted.

Sadly, many of those fatalities
were not subject to grand jury
investigations because they were
deemed justified by police inter-
nal affairs or the local prosecu-
tor’s office. In fact, since 2000,
only four such cases in all of St.
Louis County have been investi-

gated by a grand jury.

Even worse, during St. Louis
County Prosecuting Attorney
Robert McCulloch’s 23-year
tenure, his office handled at least
five grand jury investigations
into fatal on-duty police encoun-
ters, and you guessed it... none
of the grand juries returned in-
dictments. Since the recent
Michael Brown case, the media
has brought to light that McCul-
lough and any other state prose-
cutor can determine HOW the
case is presented to the grand
jury, and that this can influence
their decision.

So how is this legal?

Roger Goldman, a legal and

4

criminal procedure expert, says
that a long-standing Missouri
statute gives police officers a
very wide latitude to shoot to
kill. According to Goldman, the
law states they are justified in
doing so if they “reasonably be-
lieve” their target “has commit-
ted or attempted to commit a
felony” and deadly force 1s “im-
mediately necessary to effect the
arrest.”

Goldman says this is one major
reason why “it’s particularly dif-
ficult to get grand juries to indict
or prosecutors to even take the
case to the grand jury in the first
place.”

African Ameri-
tans, Hispanics, and even
women of all ethnic back-
grounds make up a very small
percentage of those working for
the top technology companies.
For example, only 2 percent of

Daniel Pantaleo’s chokehold
helped kill Eric Garner. Stop and
Frisk, though supposedly no
longer in practice, helped kill
Eric Gamer.

Racism actually killed Eric
Garner.

The confrontation that led to
Gamner’s death was a part of
Broken Windows, the policing
policy adopted by the NYPD
after a federal judge ruled that
the city’s Stop and Frisk pro-
gram was unconstitutional. Bro-
ken Windows is built around the
aggressive enforcement of low-
level, seemingly insignificant
offenses, such as littering or
drinking on your stoop.

And just like Stop and Frisk,
Broken Windows disproportion-
ately targets Blacks and Latinos.

The policy targeting low-level
offenders makes sense for a po-
lice department that spent nearly
a half-billion dollars targeting
Blacks and Latinos for mari-
juana arrests, even though
whites are more likely to smoke
It

Eric Garner’s offense? Sell-
ing loose, untaxed cigarettes.

In the video taken of his con-
frontation with police officers,
Garner—an unarmed Black
man—gets upset over what he
calls the harassment of the local
plainclothes NYPD officers, in-
cluding Pantaleo.

“Every time you see me, you
want to mess with me,” Garner
said to one of the other officers.
“I’'m tired of it. It stops today.”

That’s when officers moved
to subdue Gamer, with Pantaleo
applying what clearly appears to
be a chokehold. As Gamer goes
to the ground, he repeats over

and over that he can’t breathe.

Pantaleo and his partner left
the 43-year-old laying lifeless on
the sidewalk for nearly seven
minutes before EMS personnel
placed him on a stretcher and
wheeled him away. Officers are
heard telling bystanders that
Garner was fine. At no time dur-
ing any of this did Garner re-
ceive any medical attention,

Pantaleo—who claimed that
he used an approved takedown
method, not the banned choke-
hold move seen on the video—
was cleared of any criminal
charges by a grand jury late last
week, sparking new protests na-
tionwide.

A new USA Today/Pew Re-
search Center poll found that
nearly 60 percent of Americans
believe Pantaleo should have
been charged; only 22 percent
agreed with the decision not to
indict, a nearly 3-1 margin.

The same poll found that half
of Americans support the grand
jury that cleared Ferguson Police
Officer Darren Wilson in the
shooting death of Michael
Brown. The sample group
agreed with the no bill by a 50
percent to 37 percent margin.

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Lebron James and Other NBA Players Speak Out on
Police Brutality: “I Can’t Breathe”

New York, NY — NBA star
Lebron James is no longer keep-
ing his mouth closed about so-
cial issues. This past Monday,
while in New York City, James
was seen wearing a t-shirt that
said ‘I Can’t Breathe”, which he
says pays respect to NYC native
Eric Gamer, who died after a
NYPD officer applied a choke-
hold when attempting to arrest
him. The entire encounter was
on camera, and Garner can be
repeatedly heard saying said, “I
can’t breathe”.

Regarding wearing the shirt,
James comments, “It was a mes-
sage to the family that I'm sorry
for their loss, sorry to his wife
and that’s what it’s about. I think
everybody gets caught up in
everything else besides who'’s
really feeling it, and that’s the
family.”

NBA stars Derrick Rose of
the Chicago Bulls and Kyrie Irv-
ing of the Brooklyn Nets also
wore the exact same shirt re-
cently before an NBA game,
which Lebron says prompted
him to get one too.

When reporters asked him if
there was a larger message,
James replied, “How larger can
it be than to pay respects to the

family? It doesn’t get any larger
than that. Obviously our society
needs to do better. Like I said be-
fore, violence isn’t the answer
and retaliation isn’t the solution.
As a society, we know we have
to get better. It’s not going to be
done in one day... We all have
to do better.”

But James is not just all talk.
His foundation, The Lebron
James Family Foundation based
in Akron, Ohio, also puts out
positive messages and partners
with local organizations (such as
the Boys and Girls Club) and
businesses to empower the com-
munity.

“If 1t feels important to me,

then I respond. If it doesn’t, I
don’t,” James says. “There’s a
lot of issues that [ haven’t talked
about. For me, it’s about knowl-
edge. It’s a gut feeling. If it hits
home for you, if you feel it, then
go about it. If not, then don’t
worry about it.”

Fans and civil rights activist
say they admire James for hav-
ing a social conscience and not
worrying about backlash from
corporate sponsors. One fan was
quoted as saying, “Just because
you are paid well by big spon-
sors, it doesn’t mean you can’t
have your own voice!”
