Marsha Sharp Will Be Guest 
Speaker For MLK Banquet 

The guest speaker for the 
Martin Luther King, Jr. Com­
memorative Black Tie Banquet 
will be Marsha Sharp, former 
coach of the Lady Red Raiders 
of Texas Tech Univetrsity. The 
banquet will be held Saturday 
evening. January 16, 2010, at the 
Mcinturff Center at the Univer­
sity Medical Center, 602 Indi­
ana Avenue, beginning at 6:30 p. 
m. 

A National Championship, 
eight conference championships, 
two National Coach of the Year 
honors, a National Player of the 
Year and several All-Americans 
- these are just a few accom­
plishments Hall of Fame coach 
Marsha Sharp has achieved in 
her 23 years at the helm of the 
Lady Raider basketball program. 

For 23 years as head coach at 
Texas Tech, Sharp has been the 
reckoning force behind all the 
success the women's basketball 
program has had. With a career 
record of 557-175, Sharp has 
seen the Lady Raider program 
climb to new heights and con­
tinue the successfu l reputation it 
has. 

Being the longest tenure 
coach at Texas Tech, Sharp has 
accomplished what no other 
team at Tech bas done - win a 
national championship. Sharp 
guided the Lady Raiders to the 
1993 national championship, 
while Sheryl Swoopes was 
named the National Player of the 
Year. Sharp bas taken her pro­
gram to the next level and it con­
tinues to rank among the top 
teams in the country year in and 
year out. 

Inducted into the Women's 
Basketball Hall of Fame in 

2003, Sharp not only bas had 
success on the court but also in 
the classroom. Academics are a 
priority to Sharp and her staff 
and the results are there to prove 
it. Her program bas a 97 percent 
graduation rate for student-ath­
letes who have exhausted their 
four-year eligibility at Texas 
Tech. Sharp's players have gone 
on to become doctors, lawyers, 
physical therapists, teachers, 
coaches and professional ath­
letes, just to name a few. Thanks 
to Ler envis1on, persistence, and 
her $100,000 gift, fue Marsha 
Sharp Center for Student-Ath­
letes opened in January 2004. 
The center provides student-ath­
letes with the most up-to-date 
academic services facilities m 
the nation. Sharp is always put­
ting her student-athletes ftrst and 
strives for nothing but the best 
for them on and off the court. 

In 2005, Sharp and the Lady 
Raiders earned thetr 18th ap­
pearance in the NCAA Champi­
onsh.ip - their 16th straight, and 
advanced to their lith NCAA 
Sweet 16. Sharp was once agam 
a finalist for Naismith Coach of 
the Year as she has been several 
times in the past. 

The 2003-04 season saw, the 
Lady Raiders get their ftrst-ever 
regular season No. I ranking in 
the country after starting off 15-
0, the best start in school history. 
Tech also upset No. l Texas in 
front of a sold-out crowd at the 
United Spirit Arena on a nation­
ally televised game on ESPN2. 
lt marked the ftrst time the Lady 
Raiders had beaten a team 
ranked No. I in the country dur­
ing the regular season.

Elton Conger: From Lubbock To Legend 

After searching the record 
books of Texas High School 
Sports, a familiar hometown na­
tive was found - Coach Elton 
Conger. Once fired from the 
Lubbock Independent School 
District, Conger bas done well in 
Houston. 

In his humble beginnings, he 
was All Conference for Prairie 
View A&M College Track and 
Field Team in 1967, 68, 69 and 
70. As a middle distance runner, 
he participated on five National 
Championship Teams. During 
this era, he was selected to the 
National Association of Intra­
collegiate Athletics (NAIA) All­
American Track Team. 

Conger is now teaching and 
coaching in Houston Independ­
ent School District and isa mong 
the coaching circles as "The 
Legend." He is one of the win­
ningest coaches in the Greater 
Houston Area. 

Coach Elton Conger 

In 1997, while at Waltrip High 
School, Conger assisted the 
boy's basketball team to the 
Texas 5-A Championship. 

Some off his highlights at 
Waltrip were to coach Keenan 

McCardell of the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers, Van Malone of the 
Detroit Lions, Charles Biggers 
ofTexas Tech University and the 
Dallas Cowboys, and Mark Cal­
loway "the Undertaker" of the

Regardless of what happens 
during the replacing the coach 
of the Texas Tech Red Raiders, 
we are proud of what he has 
done. He is a gentleman who has 
done some very outstanding 
things while serving in the ca­
pacity as Assistant Coach at 
Texas Tech University for ten 
years. 

McNeill, who was born Oc­
tober 9, 1958, is the current m­
terim head coach for the Texas 
Tech Red Raiders football team 
Before being promoted to defen­
sive coordinator, McNeill served 
the Red Raiders as an assistant 
head coach, special teams coor­
dmator and linebackers coach. 
On December 28, 2009, he was 
named mtenm bead coach of the 
Red Raiders, followtog the sus­
pension and later firing of head 
coach Mike Leach. 

McNeill was a defensive 
back for the East Carolina Pi­
rates for four years, three of 
which be was a starter and two 
be served as team captain. In his 
first year wtth the Pirates, Mc­
Neill helped East Carolina to the 
1976 Southern Conference 
Championship and a berth to the 
Independence Bowl two years 
later. 

McNeill graduated from East 
Carolina University m 1980. He 
later went on to Clemson where 
he earned a master's degree in 
counseling. 

In addition to coaching at the

1t is noted that for the past 20 

years, under Coach Conger's 
leadership, his girl's basketball 
teams have won more games 
than any other coach in the 
Houston area_ He has been se­
lected the Houston lSD Coach 
of the Year 7 times while at Wal­
trip and Jack Yates High 
Schools. 

He is now at Jesse H. Jones 
High School where he is the 
Head Girls Basketball Coach m 
Football, and Assistant Boys 
Track Coach. His run and shoot 
offense in football has compiled 
over 6,000 passing yards and 
three consecutive district cham~ 
p10nships at Jones. In District 
22-4A, quarterback Aaron Tay­
lor has thrown for 2,000 plus 
yards each season since Coach 
Conger has taken over.

high school level and spendmg a 
summer as an intern with the 
Miami Dolphins under Jimmy 
Johnson, McNeill has coached 
23 seasons at the college level. 
He has been on the coaching 
staffs at Clemson, Austm Peay 
State, East Carolina. North Ala­
bama, Appalachian State, 
UNLV, Fresno State, and Texas 
Tech. 

McNeill began his tenure at 
Texas Tech in 2000 as a line­
backers coach. In 2003, he ac­
cepted the role of assistant head 
coach as well as taking duties of 
linebackers coach. ln 2007. 
then-defensive coordinator Lyle 
Setencicb stepped down due to 
"personal reasons" after a 49-45 
loss to Oklahoma State in which 
the Texas Tech defense allowed 
over 600 yards of total offense 
and three 100 yard rushers.[5] 
Head coach Mil<e Leach named 
McNeill interim defensive coor­
dinator shortly after with eight 
games remaining in the season. 

On December 28, 2009, 
Leach was suspended, and fired 
two days later, by Texas Tech 
University over the alleged inap­
propriate treatment of an InJured 
player. McNeill was named in­
terim bead coach, and led the 
team to a 41-31 victory over the 
Michigan State Spartans in the 
201 0 Alamo Bowl. 

The Soutbwest Digest rec­
ommends the Board of Regents, 
Chancellor Kent Hance, Dr. Guy 
Bailey, PreSident of Texas Tech 
University, and Gerald Meyers, 
Athlete Dtrector take the appro­
priate steps to hire Coach Ruffm 
McNeill as the new head coach 
of the Texas Tech Red Raiders.

For years now, I have been a 
frequent shopper at Wal-mart 
and Sam's Warehouse which is 
the Wal-mart which sells items 
in bulk. When my spouse had a 
business, we shopped at Sam's 
on a regular basis.

The Negto Leagues Baseball 
stamps pay tribute to the all­
black professional baseball 
leagues that operated from I 920 
to about I 960. The two 44-cent 
stamps comprise one scene 
painted by Kadir Nelson. 

In 1920, Andrew "Rube" Fos­
ter (1879-1930)-who began 
his baseball career as a pitcher­
established the Negro National 
League, the first successful 
league of African-American 
teams. Nicknamed "Rube" after 
defeating major-league pitcher 
George Edward "Rube" Waddell 
tn l902, Foster is considered the 
"father" of Negro leagues base­
ball. He is featured on the stamp. 

The first African American hero 
of World War II , Doris Miller 
(1919-1943) became an inspira­
tion to generations of Americans 
for his actions at Pearl Harbor on 
December 7, I 941. 

Although he was only the fJist 
of a number of African Ameri­
cans to be recognized for their 
heroism in World War ll , Miller 
is singularly remembered for 
providing inspiration to a cam­
paign for equal recognition and 
opportumty for Blacks m the 
military, a campaign that bore 
fruit in I 948 when President 
Truman ordered "that there shall 
be equality and opportunity for 
all persons in the armed forces." 

The Doris Miller stamp fea­
tures a detail from a photogtaph 
of Miller (I 942). Beside the 
photogtaph JS a depiction of the 
crest of the destroyer escort USS 
Miller (DE-1091), which was 
commissioned in 1973. 
The Postal Service receives no 

In 1977, Elton Conger was 
mducted into the Prairie View 
Track and Field Hall of fame. It 
was November I 3, 2009. Con­
ger was re-mducted to the 
Pra1rie View Track and Field 
Hall of Fame, where the entire 
l968 Nauonal Champtonship 
Team was inducted in by the
