All names submitted 
by all of the races were 
carefully screened by the 
Commissioners in order 
to appoint only those who 
are better qualified for 
such a position. There 
was never a certain nu-
mber given as to how ma-
ny individuals will make 
up the Inter-Racial Com-
mittee, and by the same 
token was the number not 
given as to how many will 
represent each particular 
race, perhaps 1 to 5.
