Orange Stuffing

Yes, they're stuffed with a delectable combination of orange

pulp and ralsins! It's a neat trick but easy-to-do if you know how.

Everyone likes surprises, espe-
cially when they're flavor treats.

The best candidate for this of-
fice is a pork chop stuffed with
a spicy, fruit-filled bread crumb
mixture. When neatly done,
you'd never suspect these pork
chops had such an extra, added
attraction. How's it done?

Select pork rib chops for stuf-
fing, advises meat expert, Reba
Staggs, and be certain they are
1-inch thick. With a small sharp
knife, cut a slit along the rib
bone, parallel to cut surface of
chop. Do not cut all the way
to the outer fat edge.

Orange-Ralsin Stuffed
Pork Chops
6 pork rib chops, cut 1l-inch
thick

2 cups dry bread crumbs
14 teaspoon nutmeg
% cup raisins
1 cup diced orange pulp
2 tablespoons lard or
drippings
1% teaspoons salt
4 teaspoon pepper
cup orange juice
cup water

Make a pocket in each pork
chop by cutting into chop along
the bone. Combine bread crumbs,
nutmeg, raisins and orange pulp
and stuff each chop with the
mixture. Brown chops in lard or
drippings. Pour off drippings.
Season chops with salt and pep-
per.

Cover tightly and cook slowly

To Pot-Roast

When the family brings home
the appetites of lumberjacks,
the menu should feature a
hearty cut of meat where sec-
onds and even thirds can be
called for.

With beef supplies plentiful,
the heel of round or a rolled
rump pot-roast fits this bill of
fare perfectly, states Reba
Staggs, widely known meat au-
thority.

Both cuts come from the hind-
quarter, the section known as
the round or rump. Both cuts
are easy to carve. A beef heel
of round is a wedge-shaped cut
from the lower part of the
round. It has little fat and is
considered less tender and
should be braised as a pot-roast.

Rump roasts of high quality
can also be roasted; otherwise,
they're considered less tender
and should be braised as in this

pot-roast recipe which features
whole cranberries with cloves
and cinnamon for spicing.

Cranberry Pot-Roast

3 to 4-pound beef heel of
round or rolled rump
pot-roast
cup flour
teaspoon salt
teaspoon pepper
tablespoons lard or
drippings

1 cups cranberries
1% cups water

8 whole cloves

2 sticks cinnamon

3 tablespoons sugar

Flour for gravy, if desired

Mix flour, salt and pepper.
Dredge meat in seasoned flour.
Brown in lard or drippings. Boil
together cranberries with 1 cup
water until skins pop. Pour over
meat and add remaining % cup
water with cloves and cinnamon
sticks. Cover tightly and cook
slowly 3% to 4 hours or until
tender. Remove meat and strain
liquid. Add sugar and thicken
cooking liquid with flour for
gravy, if desired. 6 to 8 servings.

Spicy Apples Spark Pork Roast

Cook on Rack in Open Pan
It's the season for entertain-
ing! That means your best
china, linen, flowers or fresh
fruit for a centerpiece—or, in
other words, “the works.”

Entertaining usually means a
roast because meat in a single
large piece is easiest to prepare
and makes a show-piece.

One of the most attractive
roasts to serve is a pork loin,
especially one that's dressed up
with a rosy apple topping. It will
take 3 to 4 hours to roast the
pork, points out Reba Staggs,
meat cookery expert, but the
topping is spread on the meat
only during the last 20 to 30
minutes.

Pork Loin Roast -
Spicy Apple Topping
4 to 6-pound pork loin roast
Salt and pepper
Spicy Apple Topping
Have backbone removed from
loin. Season. Place fat side up
on rack in open roasting pan.
Insert meat thermometer so
bulb reaches center of thickest
part. Do not add water, Do not
cover. Roast in a moderate oven
(325° F. to 50° F.) 3 to 4 hours
or unti. roast meat thermometer
registers 185° F. Allow about 35
to 40 minutes per pound of roast-
ing time. Spread * cup Spicy
Apple Topping evenly over meat
and return to oven to finish
roasting and set glaze. Serve
remaining topping as meat ac-
companiment.
Spicy Apple Topping
1 can (1 pound, 4 ounces)
sliced apples
cup apple juice
cup cinnamon candies
teaspoon ginger
tablespoon lemon juice
Drain apples. Measure apple
juice. If necessary, add water to
apple juice to make % cup.
Chop apple slices finely. Com-
bine apples, juice, cinnamon
candies, ginger and lemon juice.
Cook slowly, stirring occasional-
ly until thickened, 25 to 30 min-
utes. Yield: 1% cups.

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Carving the Pork Loin

The man who heads the table
probably won’t object to carving
if the lady in the kitchen has
prepared him for it. She can
provide him with a just-sharp-
ened carving knife. In addition,
she should have the retailer
loosen the backbone from the
ribs. The backbone separated
from the ribs during roasting,
shown by this first illustration.

Before the roast is placed on
the serving platter, the lady of
the house can cut between the
backbone and the rib ends, as
shown by this picture below.

Place the roast on the platter
with rib side facing the carver.
This makes following the rib
bones easy. Insert the fork firm-
ly in the top of the roast. Cut

close against both sides of each
rib. One serving will include a
rib bone while the next serving
will be boneless.

MEAT COQRERY

Q. What is the name of this cut
of meat?

A. Pork Rib Chops.

Q. Where do they come from?
How are they identified?

A. They come from the loin sec-
tion of pork. They have one
muscle and may or may not
have a rib bone, depending
upon how thick they're cut.
The chops with no bone are
called boneless rib chops.

Q. How are they cooked?

A. Usually by braising or baking

but they are also popular for

grilling or broiling. Braising
is a moist heat method that
calls for browning the meat
in its own fat or drippings
before a small amount of
moisture is added. After
browning, the chops are sea-
soned, the cooking liquid is
added and the pan is covered
tightly. The cooking may be
done on a surface unit or in
the oven, but it must be done
slowly for best results in
flavor and appearance. Chops
cut % to 1l-inch thick require

45 minutes to an hour for

cooking time. Chops may be

baked in a 325° F.-350° F.

oven. Grill or bake at a mod-

erate temperature so that the
chops are well done by the

time they are browned. °

For what is pork noted?

Pork, in addition to being

good to eat, is the best nat-

ural source of thiamine, one
of the B-complex vitamins.

Beef Roasting Time

Most rib roasts wear the short
compact look these days because
the retailer has removed the
short ribs. As a result, the com-
pact rib roast has approximately
the same diameter as well as the
same roasting time as a boned,
rolled rib roast.

If the beef rib roast has been
left with the ribs long, that is,
7 to 9 inches, it will require less
roasting time than that roast
which is compact and measures
5 to 7 inches.

Lunch Box Idea

Looking for a new sandwich
spread for lunch boxes? Com-
bine 1 pound of liver sausage
with 1 teaspoon onion juice and
1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce.
Add % cup chopped cucumber
with peel and % cup salad
dressing. This makes 2% cups of
spread.

Give a youngster a protein
boost for breakfast by serving
him sliced frankfurters in
scrambled eggs. Those thinly
sliced hot dogs added to the egg-
milk mixture when it's poured
into the frying-pan for scram-
bling may be just the thing to
catch and hold his interest long
enough to get him to eat this
important first meal of the day.

Breakfast Pep-Up

On a blustery cold morning,
the man-of-the-house may re-
quire special breakfast tactics to
get him moving. Why not open
a can of corned beef hash at
both ends and push out the
molded meat-potato mixture?

Cut this into 1-inch slices, pan-
fry in drippings long enough to
heat through and serve topped
with poached or fried eggs. It'll
be a happy good morning to you,
too!
