And not once 
did I hear a single word 
about sin, and sin was what
I wanted to hear about be-
cause I was, and still am, 
full of it right up to my 
eyes. 

He looked at me with pain 
in his eyes. "I'm in hell," 
he said. `Mary and I have 
broken up.

The entire Alliance agreed with one phase of 
the "Times" article, that it would be wonderful 
for a representative of each organization in the 
area to meet with the Alliance for discussing pro-
blems which may be brough up in our community.
