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Weeds Still Problem In
East Lubbock

Although the summer
rains came at a good time
for area farmers, they
(the weeds) came at
exactly the wrong time in
Lubbock's fight against
weeds. City officials in
charge of the weed
control program admit
they are fighting anuphill
battle.

“*We need all the help
we can get. We have one
inspector working full
time 1o write upo the
vacant lots that weeds are
growing up on, but the
weeds are growing u,.
faster than we can mow
them.,” said Jcorrel
Northeutt, administrator

of zeningand  environ-
mental control.
Northzutt  says the

weads are being mowed
as quickly as possible.

Even so. the public is
beginning to complan.
“*We have been

receiving complaints
mostly from people who
live next deor to a lot that
has weeds growing up on
it

However, complaining
will not necessarily
produce immediate
results, Northcutt
explains,

are trying t get the whole
town written up."

Despite a lack of time
and manpower, the city
has started mowing alleys
and property that are in
the worst  c<ondition,
Notices are also being
sent 1o property owners
giving them 10 days o
giving them 10 days 1o
mow their lots. After the
10 days. the city will
reinspect the property, if
the weeds have not been
mowed by that time,
weed mower contractors
will be given seven days
to do the job.

However, if the city is
forced 10 mow the weeds
a lic will be placed on
the property plus a 520
administrative fee. If that
does not wark ... the city
can always take the
property owner to courl.
Even though it is onlv a
misdemeanor for the
failure to unkeep
property. a fine of up to
$200 a day can be levied
for cach day of the
violation,

As far as when the job
will be completed.
Northcutt says he would
like to have the weeds in
the city mowed by the end

“As you may have learned President Reagin has
instructed his Attorey General to make a thorough
study of the Voting Rights Act and to report by
October so he can decide whether 1o support extension
of the law, slated to expire next year. But why the need
for a study? And why wait until October?

“It is important that you urge your readers,
including black churches. social, civie, and charity
clubs and other individuals to contact the President,
their congressman both in the Senate and U.S. House,
and urge support of this most important piece of
legislation since 1954,

"The Justice department can give the President the
information he needs in @ matter of hours-—its all there
in its files and they are blulging with ample evidence of
attempts 1o restrict black and Hispanic voting rights.
Since the passage of the Act, literally hundreds of
proposed changes have been filed. Fortunately the
Justice department now has the power to veto such
changes, something it would be powerless to do if the
law is allowed to expire or if the pre-clearance
provision is dropped.

"Right now, even with the law in force, there is a

- wave of voter roll purges taking place in many

localities...Keeping voter rols up-to-date i standard
procedure. but when such pruges occur in places that
historically discriminated against blacks. it must come
under a clod of suspicion.

The Voting Rights Act igvirtully the only protection
Black and Hispanic haveto ensure their right to vote is
not hamnpered. Take it away and watch the returnto s
systen of overt and convert measures depriving blacks
and Hispanics of many @f their voting rights and
represenation.

FAIRNESS IN BLOCK GRANTS
MUST NOT BE LEFT TO STATES

President Reagan made a
campaign promise not to tum
back the clock on civil rights.

The Congressional Black
Caucus says for (h- President
to turn block gra.  programs
over to the states without any
guidelines 1s a sethack to civil
rights gains for which Blacks
have fought hard and long.

The Civil Rights Coramis-
sion has recently cited cases
that show disparity in the
dispersing of funds between
blacks and whites by some
states. There are, a. present,
cases before the courts because
some states are giving less
money to comparable black
state colleges than whites,

Concerning  discrimination
in block grant disbursements,
Mr. Reagan stated that he felt
the state leaders were
honorable men and that they
will do the right thing.

Just recently, he had a com-
parable example of the way the
state leaders expressed their
honorableness, Senator John

Wamer of Virginia had the du-

ty of presenting names for
federal positions in Virginia.
For the three Fedeéral
Judgeship positions; he
presented 13 names—all white
males, for the two federal at-
torney positions, 10 white
males and for the two federal
marshalls, he named 6 white
males and two black males,

Mr. Warner stated that he
traveled over 3000 miles
around the stare talking with
blacks, asking them to Lst
names of eligible blacks for the
positions,

On March 6, the Senator
seat a letter to Gammiel
Poindexter, President of the
Nid Dominion Bar Association
(black bar association), asking

The action of these Virginiz
Senators is 4 very good reason
why President Reagan can't re-
Iy on the honoiable action of
many state officials, The ac-
tions of Senators Wurner and
Byrd in the federal judge selec-
tions, in faimess to blacks, cer-
tainly appear to be
dishonorable.
