s {whites),”" Ms, Ferguson
sad.

According 1o Patricia
Elzie, Equal Employment
Opportunity (EEQ) supervi-
sor, Ms. Ferguson ‘‘was
never wominaled by an inter-
viewing commitiee to the
Superintendent of Schoals
who ultimately makes the
appointment decisions. "

However, Ms. Ferguson
mairtaing that Superinten-
dent of Schools, L. Linton
Deck, was fully aware of hes
experiences and accomplisk-
ments and gssured her he
would consider her for any
VACANCIes.

In a letter 1o Ms. Fergu-
son, dated May 19, 1975, Mr.,
Deck sald *'You may be sure
that your excellent prepara-
tion and experience wiill be
taken into account as we con-

Children Can Get SSI
If Blind or Disabled

Blind or disabled chiidren can
qualify fer supplemental
security income (551} payments
no matter how young they are,
a socla! security represeniative
sald recently.

$S1 is a Federal program tha!
makes monthly cash payments
1o aged, disshled, or blind peo-
ple who do not own much in the
way of property or other assels
and who do not have much in-
come.

Although an adult’s own in-
come and assets are considered
when deciding eligibility, the in-
come and assets of a parent are
considered when deciding the
eligibility of a child under 18 or
under 21 if in school.

To be considered disabled for
SSI, a person must have a
physical or mental impairment
which has lasted, or is expected
to last 12 months or moré or
which will result in death. For a
person 18 or over, the condition
must prevent him or her from
engaging in substantial gainful
work. For a child under 18, the
impairment must be compara-

ble in severity to one that would
prevent an adult from engaging
in substantial gainful work.

Blindness is defined as
central visual acuity of 20/200
or less in the better eye with the
use of a corrective lens or
reduction of the visuzl field to
20 degrees or less.

Anyone who knows of a dis-
abled or blind child who may
qualify for SS1 checks suggest
that the person responsible for
the child get in touch with any
social security office. The peo-
ple there will explain the 3Si
program and help complete an
application.

The address and telephone
ni:mber of the nearest social
security office can be found in
the telephone directory.

Q. I've heard that 1'll have a
redetermination of my SSI
payments, What does that
mean?

A. The SS! law requires that
each person's case be
periodically reviewed to make
certain that he or she is slill
eligible for SSI and that his or
her payment amount 1§ correct.
This review is called a redeter-
mination, In some inslances,
the redetermination can be
conducted by telephone. But, In
most cases, the recipient has o
visit the social security office
for an interview. The local
social security office will notify
you when it is time for your
redetermination.

Q. I heard that social
security benefits were In-
creased recently. Can you tell
me how much they went up
and when I'll get the ralse in
my moathly check?

A. Social security benefits
were increased by 9.9 percent
effective June 1979. This
veflects the rise in the cost-of-
living over the past year, The in-
crease will be included in the
social security checks for June,
which  should be delivered
aboult July 3rd.

Q. I've taken a job as a
waitress in a neighborhood
restpurant until I go back to
school in the fall. Anether
vaitress told me I'll have 1o
pay social security taxes on my
tips. 1s that true?

A. Cash tins that add up to
$20 or more in a8 month in your
work for oue employer count
for social security. You are re-
quired 'o give your employer a
written report of your lips if
they add up to $20 or more in a
month. For more information,
ask for a copy of Social Security
and cash tips at any social
security office,

Un-
employment, welfare and
crime are portrayed as black
diseases, but no inherently
casual and mutually reeriforc-
ing relationships are noted.
One report stated: *'Citizen
concern which ranges from
‘apprehension’ to ‘fear’ has
been the underlying effect of
a rising crime rate..., ex-
tending from inner cities to
svburbia and well into placid

rural areas,

“Everywhere. .., crimes
against persons, their privacy
and their belongings are ‘re-
ported’ rising at an alarming
propoertion, leaving a
growing public outrage—
then fear,"* Some bluck lead-
ers associate this news trend
in the white press with the
growing tide of racism, as
exemplified by the resurgence
of the Ku Klux Klan through-
out white suburbia as well as
ir2 the smull towns of the
South.

Liberia—With the procls-
mation by President William
Tolbert of an unconditional
amnesty for those arrested in
the recent food riots, obser-
vers here feel that much of
the unrest in the capital #ity is
being defused.

The cost of:rice—a cause
of the disturbances-—which
was anticipated to rise by 60
percent was reduced sharply.
Much of the credit for the
amnesty and the prevailing
attitude of reconciliation has
been attributed to the World
Baptist Alliance, of which
Tolbert—a Beptist clergyman
—i5 a former president. The
churches throughout Liberia
have been strong in their
opposition to the emergency
arrests of dissidents during
the food rebellion this past
spring.

Some student unrest con-
tinues; and economic dispar-
ity and political harassment
are reported to be still
