Zimbabwe, and it is
or should be evident from a
variety of signs. None is more
emphatic than the fact that
the Black-face- d and white-le-d

government' has met with the
unanimous disapproval of
every nation on the continent
of Africa, including
apartheidSouth Africa.

Add to this the fact that
Prime Minister Abel Muzo-rcw-a

has lost his parliamen-
tary,njajority, and that the
British government is press-
ing for his chief atly Ian
Smith to depart from politi-
cal life, andwehaveasclear a
pictureas could beof a situa-
tion of instability, incredibil-
ity and impending chaos.

Still, thereare those in the
United States who argue
vehemently for the U.S. to
give its fullest endorsement
and-- support to the present
Rhodesia-Zimbabw- e gover-
nmentinwhich aminority of
whites retain a highly dispro-
portionate and constitution-
ally Guaranteed degree of
power over most of public
life.

This situation,as far as the
United States is concerned,
appearsto follow a histori-
cally developed and still
unfoldingpatternof "putting
good moneyafter bad."
