PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES

By a variety of signs, there
may be a presidential contest
next year between President
Carter—regardless of ithe
media and polls-—and former
California Governor Ronald
Reagan. Black Americans
particularly—~along with

. many who e traditionally
liberals and moderates—need
to be alert 1o the significance

7 of this possibility,

Black Americans have
much at stake in both candi-
dacies, If President Carter is
nominated again, black
Americans must watch out
for a posture of being taken
for granted, Even more im-
portant for blacks is a need to
urge upon the President that
he make some adjustments
right now to demonstrate his
good faith and concern for
the interests of black Ameri-
cans. Nothing perhaps could
go farther to symbolize a
spirit of openness toward and
inclusion of blacks in the ¢én-
ter of his administration's
concern than for the Presi-
dent to appoint an able black
as a close presidential advisor
in what is called the White
House inner circle. Decisions
are made daily at the White
House which affect the well-
being and progress of black
Americans, and the responsi-
bility for recommending
those decisinns rests entirely
within white hands.

The President could doubt-
less do no siagle act to en-
courage a greater confidence
in his administration on the
part of black Americans than

to appoint his presently
closest top black aide—a
White House public relations
officer—Louls Martin, to a
higher place than that of
image-making and into the
closest possible policy advis-
ing position to the Presidant
himself, :

Just as long as white coun-

sellors to the President con-
tinue to make the basic polic)
recommendations affecting
the interests of black people,
just so long can the charges of
paternalism, indifference or
both be leveled against our
presently beleaguered Presi-
dent.

But Mr, Carter can do
much more. Because of the
persistently critical needs of
bisck Americans in maintain-
ing an almost decade-long
Depression Era level of unem-
ployment and because of the
acute housing, educational
and welfare needs of black
people, the President ought
to have had a blue ribbon
panel on the self-sufficiency
needs of black Americans,
No one in America would ob-
ject to the goal of having
black Americans become self-
sufficient. But nd” one has
made a concerted effort
initinte any federal action in
this regard.

Most of the white cirticism
of programs simed at black
Americans has focused upon
their relief-orienced and
“giveaway"" aspects. A White
House panel designed to
ascertain the best ways to get

their own would require the
input of all segments of our
society, thus putting many
diverse interests on at least a
part of the “*Carter leam.”' It
would also go far in serving
notice to black Americans
themselves that the “‘day of
the dole'’ cannot last forever.

A similar panel on citizen
suggestions for energy-saving
would work to the practical
benefit of the poor and all ur-
ban minorities. Further, it
would go far 1o having all of
our citizens become involved
in a Cartersled enterprise
which sees every citifén and
his or her immediately press-
ing necds as having a place of

priority on the Carter White

For Mr. Reagan’s part,
black voters must be seen as
essential for his victory. In-
deed, this is just as crucial for
black Americans themselves,
A Reagan victory without
substantial black support,
while unlikely, could prove a

Mr. Reagan should have,
from the very start, able and
substantial black leadership
in his inner circle of advisors,
He must speak effectively,
creatively and forthrightly to
black nesds which are
