His s<hool was closed
and ne was offered the
assistant principalship at
ano‘her school. He
protested this demotion
and was dismissed as a
result. A suit was filed in
the United States
Scuthern District Couirt
in 1970 by Attorney
Solomon S. Seay, Jr.,
who represented Wil
liams and the NEA.
The United States
Southern District Court
originally rwed against
the teacher, and the case
was appealed to the
United States Fifth
Circuit Court of Appeals.
The Fifth Circuit Court
reversed and remanded
the case to the Southern
District Court. There-
t.ter, the Sonthern
District Court again ruled
against Wilhlams' claim

for reinstatem-nt' and
back pay, and the case
was appealed again to the
Fifth Circuit Court,
which reversed and
remanded the case a
second time.
Subsequent to the
second remand, the
Southern District Court
ordered Williams rein-
stated as an assistant
principal, but upon a
motion for re-hearing, the
court awarded payment
of back pay, along with
reinstaternent to the first
available principalship
that came open in
Monroe County.
