Not only this elderly lady who has been
responsible fo. selling whiskey, but there are other
joints who are responsible for doing thz same. It's a
serious thing for things like this to happen, This
newspaper would hke to advise all “joints” who are
irvolved in selling whiskey or drugs to lay off the
kids here. These kids need help, and they don'’t
need drugs or whiskey *o solve their problems.

Let it be known that cur young people comes
first. We don't need pzople who will destory our
young people.
