LOIC, according to an
‘audit dated Oct. 12by the
Texas Employment
Commission, had coun-
selors changing time
sheets after *he atten-
dance was certified by
training facility personne!

sSences.

Judge Rod Shaw, who

According to the audit,
one participant working

“If absences exceed 5
days during duration of
classroom training, an
evaluation between
counselor and trainee will
occur to determine if this
trainee should continue
in the classroom training
prmram-!!

The audit shows direct
opposition to the
directive.

The audit of LOIC by

TEC in March showed
85% to 90% improvement
over the previous audit,
according to the same
auditor.
This was before a
procedural change calling
for the dismissal by
SPAG of the Payroll
Specialist.

The problem of world
hunger, almost all will agree,
is not a simple one. But it can
be simplified considerably,
from our own point of view,
if we zero in on the problem
in terms of our own involve-
ment, perhaps foremost in its
creation,

Instead of talking about
how many babies others
should have, if we simply
contemplated the fact that
the American consumer uses
four to five times his or her
share of the world's food and
fuel, we would have enough
with which (o concern our-
selves for a lifetime.

We could become sclf-
righteous and say te others
{and perhaps also to our-
selver) that it is absolutely
immoral, thoughtless, and
outright disgusting for most
of us Americans to be so
greedy. Bu: this would prob-

ably get us precisely now.iere.

A more realistic and pos-
sibly rewarding approacl
would be 1o explore some of
the reasons why we eat far
beyond our requirements for
nourishment and good
heali...

Among poor peopls, in
cluding the vast majority of
black, tan, and Original
Americans, eating is a form
of compensatior. for the
sense and fact of deprivation.
People deprived of a sense of

dignity and opportunity can
overeal and leave the mean
and ugly or oppressive world
outside. Overeating creates
its own inper world of
euphoria where pain and
even & meager payday are
remporarily at least, left out-
side,

Hence, middle and upper
class advocates of programs
for feeding the hungry na-
tiong of the world must
reckon with unmet psychic,
social and economic needs, if
that vast segmert known as
the lower classes is to redice
its wiistline «nd contribute 1o
the breadbz - kets of the needy
ations af the world.

Among the middle and
upper clussas, overeadng is

OVEREATING HANGUP

an inherited (rait associated
with having power or money
to command more than what
one needs and with the ado-
lescent American tendency
toward what is known as
“‘conspicuocus consumption'
or “keeping up with the
Jonses."”

When thought about for
only a moment, this is a
rather vulgar trait stemming,
in part also, from a sense of
immaturity and from a fail-
ure to have a strongly devel
oped positive sense of our-
selves which needs no *‘outer
procl.” It is also true that
once over-indulgence ‘n eat-
ing hecomes a national habit,
regardless of its many diver-
gent original ieasons, it tends
10 bc continued simply be-
caus» “it is the American
thing to do,"

Sull all Americans are
brought up in our socil insy-
tutions to recognize (he an-
cient biblical truth hat *‘we
are our brothers' keepers.'
We have known from fron-
tier day: that all of life is
imterdependent and that we
must either “‘hang together
or be hanged separaiely.”

Once we understand that
human dignity for all our
people; rich and pnor alike,
i essential to cocperatioh
with the problem of bread
for rhe hungry nations, what
then can we do? There are
several rather easy things
with which we might begin,

—We can eat less meat and
more grain. Five 1o six cups
of rice a .y would make a
gourmet's diet, and perhaps
create some feeling of wa9-
ton overconsumgtion, In
wlany areas of the world. Do
we really need all of the fancy
meat feods to which we are
acenstomed?

Think of this. It takes
seven pound. of grain (o pro-
duce one puund of edibls
beef, according to the United
Siates Department of Agri
cultwre. Do we need 1o take
most of ou- grain rutrimeat
in this highly wastefi| way?

Three quarters of a pound of
meat a week is more than
ample, Even this represents
seven times its weight in
grain. Soy products are less
wasteful than meat and can
afford ample food values
attractively ‘'and at far less
cOSst .

—We can give to organiza-
tions dealing with world hun-
ger. Among Protestants and
Catholics, one such highly
responsible group is The
National Council of Chur-
ches, 475 Riverside Drive,
New Yook City, 10027, Thev
will send you free sample diet
suggestions and they work to
change our own government
policy to keep saved grain
from being sold, for exam-
ple, 1o feed any other na-
tion's livestock. Such organi-
zations alsn work to change
infernationgl policies and to
explore new ways o making
the less produciive nations
rore productive.

Still, back to our original
assumptioi, is there any logi-

*cal reason for the American
consumer to use four or five
tmes more than he or she
needs or than what is our fair
share? If the answer is the
protable "“No," then we
must begin In earnest right
now 1o set our froo con-
sumption habits straight,
