FEDERAL ENERGY POSTURING

Many of us nisy have seen
newspaper . or leleyision
accounts of one young auo-
mobile engine inventor who
claimed that his auto would
get up o 100 miles on a
gallon of gas. When the time
for his EPA fests came, he
reportedly **flunked out™. ..
at. 40 miles per gallon! Dis-
illusioned, ‘the young
inventor was debating what
next to da,

Here is a classic picture of
federal indifference, bungling
and lack of commitment in
coming to grips with the na-
tion's serious fuel needs.
Long before this young man
had his engine put to the test,
the federal government ought
to have afforded him every
possible assistance and en-
couragement. it oughf to be
doing just that right now. -

If mast of the automobiles
were getting between 40 and
30 miles 1o the gallon of gaso-

“line, we would be making a

major headway toward meel-
ing our nation's pressing fuel
needs, With federal slogans
saying, ‘‘save a gallon of gas
a week,” here 1s a way to
have saved many gallons,
every week, forever!

The federal government

ought to be creating incen- -
tives Tor every creative pro-

ject which shows promise of
making some substantial dem
in the tackling of our nation's
fuel needs,

When Chrysler Company
began to be in financial dis-
tress, there was a strategic
opportunity for the govern-

~ ment to help bail it om by

having it seek 10 perfect and
marker—with federal subsi-
dies—some of the new high
miles-per-gallon gas and gas/
#lectric cars which struggling

inventars hivve not had (he re-

sources (o perfect and mar-
ket

If a relatively poor inven-
tor, working alone in his own

garage, can come up with a

gaspline-saving car which
Culs our gas consumption in
half, then the whole aation

might well be. up in arms
about a federal indifference
toward its manufscture and
marketing for widespread
availability.

The White House and the
Congress need 10 get the mes-
sage that there are many
ready opportunities for us 1o
tackle our fuel crisis. The

failure 1o do the obvious is
whal perpetuates our crisis of
confidence and worsens our
fuel needs.

What about fucl savings—

or production—from solid .

wastes? One governor recent-
ly remarked that his state

could produce up to 10 per-

cent of its state office heating -

needs by using solid wastes
for fuel

If this kind of saving could
be effected, whete is the Teds
eral programi——or even aerie
ous mention as a priority—

of the use of our-abundant

solid wastes? In most come
munities, solid waste s

simply buried. Is this done {0
create an energy deposit for
some time in the far distant
future?

Perhaps the most . im-
portant aspect about the

possible encouragement of
the devélopment of fuel sav-
ing cars and the use of solid
wastes for fuel Is that these
projects are highly visible and
close o home. The general
public can visualize and iden-
tify with them,

On the solid wasié issue,

which could save as much as
or mdre than gasohol, the
genetil public’s  patriotism
and civic pride could be gal-
vanized in & inajor effon 10
collect litter and to clean up
the growing aumber of un-
sightly areas. which .are
marred by all kinds of dis-
carded objects.,

The environmentalists—if
they stopped being quite as
belligerent and took on an
aggressively cooperative ‘pos-
ture—could win much public
favor by pressing solid waste
experimentation for fuel and
by pushing..for a national
clean-up campelgn gs a pari
of our present fuel and infla-
tion crisis.

Try this exertise or experi-
ment one day, As you drive
along your nearby highway
or freeway, simply count the

major litered areas which
you find. You will doubtless
be. amuzed to see how
extravagani we are in wasting
things.

Among the materials in the
highway litter will be jlems
which could be recycled and
others which could be used
for fuel. The '‘law and
order'' people—if they are

serious—could be advocating
$500 Tines for littering,
instead of the many presently
laughable $50 fines,

What we are suggesting
here s that there are many
obvious ways to bring about
major fuel savings which the
federal govermment and
others in authority are simply
overlooking. In addition, a
deepened sense of civic pride
and national purpose is need-
ed, and™our energy needs
must be identified as fully as
possible with national pa-
triotism and civic purpose.

clothes regularly, clean the
house frequently, keep ani-
mals in their corrals; throw
rubbish in covered cotain-
ers, protect food against
flies, and so on.

Lee Hamiiton (D-Ind) and in the United States Senate by Sesalor Richard Stone (D-Fla). It was
promptly adopted by the Senate body with concurvence of the House of Representatives. The passage of
this resolution is indicative of the growing recognition and reapect for the religion of Al-lalam among the
American people, and it s one that is warmly welcomed by the World Community of Al-lslam in the
West and other lslamic commuzities throughout America and the world. The concurrent resolution (8.
Con. Res. 45) hoooring the 14th Centennial of lslam, was considered and agreed fo. The concurrent
