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Instead of a planned effort to save the cities fo'the
people who now iive within ther border, there is a
national movement of urban revitalization going on
that will -- if it is not checked - wind t:p driving
people from their homes and neighborhoods and
worsen American’s social problems.

Inner city neighborhoods are being spruced up
with rehabilitated housing and other amenities.
Lending institutions are putting up money for
housirg rehabilitation in neighborhoods they once
redlined.

It's all part of a process designed to attract the
middle class back into the cities they had deserted
for the surbubs. And one result of that process,
whether intended or not, is displace the poor and
the elderely now living in those neighborhoods.

A National Urban Coalition study of 65
neighborhods in 44 cities documents this.

Inner city houses are being bought up,
rehabiliated and sold to affluent people. Ideally, this
should help the racial and economic integration of
urban neighborhoods.

But such integration as takes place appears to be
only a way station on he ronad to resegregation of
black neighborhoods into pr.dominantly white,
middle class ones.

Poor people and must black urban-dwellers can’t
afford the prices and rent bening asked for the
newly rehabilitated propeties. And as the sale prices
for those houses escalate, moderate income people
find themselves paying properly taxes they can't
afford on their old homess. They then have to sell
out, and the neighborhood becomes depopulated
of its old residents who must leave before the influx
of more affluent newcomers.

renewal with negative consequences for the poer”.

Where do they go? In some cities, it is to trailer
carmps on the outskirts. In others, it is to
substandard housing deeper with in the urban
ghetios, which become more crowded.

In the neighborhoods surveyed by the Urban
Coalition, about half had fewer minority members
living there than before the renovation process.
Typically, those neighborhoods now had fewer
blue-collar workers, fewer families with children
and far fewer elder people,

Scme have managed to keep stable minority
population levels, indicating that some black middle
class people are taking part in the renovation
process.

But the poor can't participate, They can't afford
to. And in the rush to proclaim that this
revitalizatior process is good, few care about what
happens to the dispossessed poor.

In some ways, wha is happening is an inplanned,
speculative version of urban renewal, with negative
consequences for the poor.

Speculators are making fortunes out of this
process while local officials welcome it as a way of
reducing he city services poor people need and
gaining the tax money middle income people bring.

But this nc way to save cities. The process merelu

trades revival in one neighborhood for acelerated
deterioration in another. Unless policies are divised
to sheild t'e poor from displacement and to allow
them to particiapte in true urban revival, then the
process mayignite the social dynamite barely below
the surfice in most cities.

The Department of Housina and Urban

Development needs more power to deal with the
displacement problem. It will be submitting a major
report to Congress or the extemt of displaement, a
report that shold result in Congressiunal action.
Meanwhile, federal bank regulatory agencies are
putting new mortgage monei nto urban housing
markets that will accelerate displacement.

The Voice story reads:

Sickle Cell Anemia has
claimed the life of the son of
a Decatur couple and is
threatening the life of an-
other.

Janet and James Cole, 440
North Pine Street, lost a son
in 1973 1o the disease, which
is said (o be prevalent only in
blacks and some Mediter-
raneans. Now the disease is
responsible for severe pain
and repeated treatment plus
hospitalization of their three-
year-old son Marlon.

The Cole family moved to
Decatur three years ago from
Danville, Illinois.

Mrs. Cole said, “My son
that died in Danville was
treated for a number of ail-
ments until about two weeks
before he disd, when it was
discovered that he was the
victim of Sickle Cell Ane-
mia."’

Mrs. Cole said that she has
experiencéd practically the
same thing in Decatur with
son Maron. She said her son
has been in both Decatur

Memorial Hospital and St
mary's hospital several times
and has been treated for
rheumatism, asthma and
other diseases.

Mrs. Cole said, ““On one
occasion Marlon was experi-
encing severe pain and my
fusband and I yushed him to
iSt. Mary’s hospital, He was
screaming and crying. The
doctor in charge stuffed a
kleenex in his mouth and told
him 1o shut up because there
was nothing wrong with him
anyway, and that he was just
spoiled.”” Mrs. Cole said that
she snatched her son and left.
