Kenya —~ Word comes
from this *‘news capital’™ in
black Africa regarding the
growing troubles of the re-
pime led by Bishop Abel T.
Musorewa, the Prime Minis-
ter of Rhodesia-Zimbabwe.
The liberationist forces re-
portedly remain more deter-
mined than ever in their
opposition to the current
“transition plan,’’ especially
in the wake of comments by
former prime minister lan
Smith that the {ransition had
come *“too  quicly,” The
implication was that "“‘blacks
in Rhodesia-Zimbabwe are
still net ready to rule; even
under the severely limited
mandale which they have at
present.

Because the army, police,
vivil service and judiciary are
still controlled by the whites
who were formerly in control
and are outside of the politi-
cal process, black participa-
tion in these areas of Rhode-
siagn-Zimbabwean life will be
praciically impossible for
devades.,

It is this awareness which
keeps the hiberattomst efforts
alive, and which has encour-
nged Mozambigue to remain
firm in its support to the
liberationist forces,

Liberia — Afier the most
serious internal surmoil in
more than half a century, the
capital city of Monrovia
settled down to some sem-
blance of normalcy. This
American-dominated enclave
in Western Africa had long
been seen as a stronghold for
peace and a model of African
democracy (as tatlored in
much of the American spirit)
al work.

Q. My husband has
Medicare coverage becsuse he
has permanent kidney fallure.
He's been getting dialysis
treatments on an outpatient
basis from & dinlysis facility. 1t
would be mueh more conve-
nient If he could dialyze at
home. Does Medlcare cover
home dialysis?

A. Medicare medical in-
surance can help pay for home
dialysis equipment and all sup-
plies needed 10 perform home
dialysis, such as alcohol wipes,
sterile drapes, rubber gloves,
forceps, scissors, and topical
anesthetics, Medical insurance
also covers periodic support
services, furnished by an ap-
proved hospital or Facility,

which may be necessary 1o help
you réemain on home dialysis
For more information, read
Medicare caverage of kidney
dialysls and Kidnev transplant
services—A supplement to Your
Medicare Handbiook. [ you
don’t have a copy. you can get
one at any social security office,

Q. Can any hospital or
health facility participate in
Medicare? Or, are there
special requirements that have
to be met?

A. All persons or organiza-
tions providing services lo
Medicare benefliciaries must
meet all licensing requirements
of State or local health
authorities. The following also
mus{ meet addiiional I"I-t.qitarc

requirements: hospitals, skilled
nursing facilities, home health
agencies, independent diag-
nostic labs and organmizations
providing x<ray sérvices,
organizations providing outpa-
tient physical therspy and
speech pathology services, am-
bulance firms, chiropractors,
independent physical
therapists, and facilities provid-
ing kidney dialysis or transplant
services.

Q. My next-door neighboy
told me that SSI payments are
going up this year. What will
the new payment ‘amounts be?

A. Effective with iy 1979,

the basiv Federal S5 payments
are $208.20 for an eligible in-
dividugl and $312.30 for an
eligible couple, up from
$189.40 and $284.10, raspec-
tively. The basic Federal pay-
ments increase whenever there
IS 2n automatic cost-of-living
raise in social security cash ben-
efits. 881 payments go up by the
same percentage as the increase
in social securily benefits

Q. My wife died just a lutle
over 4 month age. A friend told
me that my children and | can
get social security survivors
paymenis, Is he right? My
wife only werked 4 years.

A. Survivors benefits can be
made to a decensed worker's
children and their mother or
father even if the worker had as
little as 1Y years of work under
social security in the 3 years
before death. Benefitls can be
paid 1o unmarried children who
are under 18 (under 22 if full-
time students) or who beécame
disabled befare 22 and remain
disabled. You may be eligible
for checks, (oo, but the amount
of your check could be affected
by your earnings. You can apply
al any social security office,

Q. My daughter told me that
the premium for my Medicare
medical insurance may o up
this month. Has it?

A. Yes, The basic medical in-
surance premium  increased
from S8.20 16 S8.70 a month for
the 12-month period starting
July 1, 1979, The increase is
necessary because medical in-
surance costs have risen as &
result of higher charges for
medical services. By law,
however, the premium increase
canno!l be more than the per-
ceniage increase in social
security cash benefitls during
the previous year.

Q. | didn't work long ¢enough
under social security to be en-
titled to Medlcare hospital in-
surance, so I'm thinking of
buying it. How much Is the
monthly hospital insursnce
premium now?

A. The basic hosphal in-
surance premium s S69 a
month (up from 563) for the
12¢month period starting July
1. 1979. This premium repre-
sents the current cost of
Medicare hospital insurance
protection. Under the law, the
hospital inSurance premium
cannol be changed more often
than once a year.

Q. I get monthly SS5I checks
because I'm disabled, A friend
has offered me u part-time job
doing paperwork for him. It
won't pay much. Do | kave to

rreport it to social securjty?

A. You must notify social
security immediately il you
begin working while you are
receiving disability benefits
under either social security or
SSI

Socimy security disability
Insurance protects workers
under 65 and their families.
