It was all
good turkey. The turkey had

been smoked which is a form of

‘curing’ meat such as turkey,
ham, bacon etc. If a store label
says it has an expiration date,
they will not eat it after that date;
a waste!

BARTOW, Fla. — James
Bain used a cell phone for the
first time Thursday, calling his
elderly mother to tell her he had
been freed after 35 years behind
bars for a crime he did not com-
mit

Mobile devices didn't exist in
1974, the year he was sentenced
to life in prison for kidnapping a
9-year-old boy and raping him in
a nearby field

Neither did the sophisticated
DNA testing that officials more
recently used to determine he
could not have been the rapist

"Nothing can replace the years
Jamie has lost," said Seth Miller,
a lawyer for the Florida Inno-
cence Project, which helped
Bain win freedom. "Today is a
day of renewal."

James Bain

Bain spent more time in prison
than any of the 246 inmates pre-
viously exonerated by DNA ev-
idence nationwide, according to
the project. The longest-serving
before him was James Lee
Woodard of Dallas, who was re-
leased last year after spending
more than 27 years in prison for
a murder he did not commit

As Bain walked out of the

Polk County courthouse Thurs-
day, wearing a black T-shirt that
said "not guilty," he spoke of his
deep faith and said he does not
harbor any anger.

"No, I'm not angry," he said.
"Because I've got God."

The 54-year-old said he looks
forward to eating fried turkey
and drinking Dr Pepper. He said
he also hopes to go back to
school

Friends and family surrounded
him as he left the courthouse
after Judge James Yancey or-
dered him freed. His 77-year-old
mother, who is in poor health,
preferred to wait for him at
home. With a broad smile, he
said he looks forward to spend-
ing time with her and the rest of
his family.

CELEBRATING KWAN-
ZAA As it is always better to
get an early start, I suggest that
you begin the first week in De-
cember by making a check list
for the following items: A Ki-
nara (candle holder); Mkeka
(placemat preferably made of
straw); Mazao (crops, i1.e., fruits
and vegetables);
Vibunzi/Muhindi (ears of corn to
reflect the number of children in
the household); Kikombe cha
umoja (communal unity cup);
Mishumaa saba (seven candles,
one black, three red, and three
green); and Zawadi (gifts that
are enriching)

It is important that the Kinara
not be confused with the meno-
rah.* The Kinara holds seven
candles to reflect the seven prin-
ciples which are the foundation
of Kwanzaa. If you don't have a
Kinara and don't know where to
get one, it is suggested that you
use "kuumba" (creativity) and
make one. A 2x4 or a piece of
driftwood will do just fine, and
screw-in candle holders can be
purchased in most hardware
stores. The Mkeka (place mat)
shouldn't present a problem.
While straw is suggested be-
cause it is traditional, cloth
makes an adequate substitute. If
cloth is used, one with an
African print is preferred. The
other symbols are easy to come
by and warrant no further dis-
cussion other than to caution
against placing the Mazao
(crops)in a cornucopia which is
Western. A plain straw basket or
a bowl will do just fine. One last
note, even households without
any children should place an ear
of corn on the place mat to sym-
bolize the African concept of so-
cial parenthood. All
symbols are creatively placed on
top of the place mat, i.e., the
symbols should be attractively
arranged as they form the Kwan-
zaa centerpiece.

DECORATING THE
HOME The Kinara along with
the other symbols of Kwanzaa
should dominate the
which should be given an
African motif.

injuries Wednesday night as
"life-threatening." He was taken
to the Carolinas Medical Center
in Charlotte

The 26-year-old receiver
played for the Bengals for five
seasons but was on the injured
reserve list after suffering a dis-
located forearm during a No-
vember 8 game against the
Baltimore Ravens. The 6-foot-4,
200-pound Henry caught 12
passes for 236 yards and two
touchdowns in eight games be-
fore being hurt.

An article on the Bengals

Web site called Henry "one of

the best comeback stories in the
NFL" before being injured, say-
ing he had rebuilt "his life and
career in a three-year climb from
a series of off-field problems."
T'he problems, the article said,
included four arrests, three NFL
suspensions and a release from
the Bengals in April 2008. But
Henry had since "put his life
back together," according to the
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article
"He's a big part of what we
re." left tackle Andrew Whit-
worth said in the article. "I really
admire how he carries himself,
how he's changed his life, and
how he's made his career his
passion. That's what this team
has done. He's one of the guys
that has helped give this team
that attitude."

Mike Brown, the club's presi-
dent, told reporters Thursday he
didn't regret giving Henry a sec-
ond chance.

Watch team management re-
flect on Henry's life

Henry had "finally seemingly
reached the point where every-
thing was going to blossom, and
he was going to have the future
that we all wanted for him and
he wanted for himself. And then
this tragedy cut him down,"
Brown said. "It's a terrible
tragedy that just at the time he
was running to daylight, if you
will, his life was snuffed out."

Funeral details were pending
and will be released later, Brown
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Lewis said when he talked
with Henry in August about
coming back, "there was a dif-
ferent man that was sitting
across from me and a different
person. From that point on,
we've seen pretty much a contin-
ual growth."

Tonga "had been a very steady-
ing force in Chris' life," Lewis
said.

Brown, Lewis and others
spoke of Henry's gentle and soft-
spoken nature, his big heart and
his love for his children

"Our football team, what
they're feeling yesterday and this
morning ... they watched a guy
mature as a young man and
work through adversity," Lewis
said, adding that Henry became
"a beacon of hope."

Lewis recalled seeing Henry
at rookie camp, catching the first
ball thrown to him and sticking
up his finger in celebration.

"I told the receivers coach at that
time, '"You better get him,' " he
said.
