Emancipation Day in Texas, often called “June
teenth”, is celebrated on the 19th of June. [L was on this’
day in 1865 that General Gordon Granger, Commander of
the 13th Army Carps in Galveston, issued General Orders,
No. 3 freeing all slaves. It became vn official state holiday
with the enpactment of House Bill No. 1018, sponsured by
