To the mothersand
fathers, how would you handle this situation?Unreal,
maybe their telling you, but It la very real that they may
enter the crime world for their life's career.80 real, that
many parentshouldconsiderJust what they could say
once they find out that their John or Jane Is now a
professionalcriminal. A professionalcriminal la anyone
that la paid for an Illegal act.

In this situation,we cannotusetheobvious reasonsof
crime being morally, spiritually and legally wrong aathe
kidsshouldalreadyknow this. With crime being prevalent
In all segmentsof our society, from the White House
down to theout house,from thevery rich to thevery poor,
using that logic would appearhopeless.From day oneof
being able to understand,we Instill in our children that
money, big money, laabasicrequirementfor survivaland
happinessandcrime doespay big fast money aalong aa
you remain free. Spending time in Jail, good point,
however,evenour 10yearoldscandefendthemselveson
the prosandconsof going to fall asa deterrentto crime.
When you get down to It, a large majority of parents
would bevery hardpressedtrying to talk their child outof
a careerin crime.

Justhow this grim situationemergedIn nota onefault
item, nor canIt beattributedtotally a social, economicor
ethnic reason.It happenedas a result of progress,lite
styles, ambitionsandmany otherpositive advancements
of our times. In many instances,positive advancement
createanegativesfor some.In the late 50'swhen Blacks
began their "freedom movement," every group that felt
oppressedsought slmlllar headlines.There were "love
Ins, hippies, yippiea, drug festivals, nudity in public
places,gay rights, bra burningsandeven thehousewife
felt oppressed. T. V. began It freedom movement,
allowing nude love sconces,profanity, blood andguts,
andother huah hushsubjectsto beshown for all to see.
When the house wife was no longer a proud and
meaningful word to use, America gearedit's self up to
accomodatethe new "careerwoman." Instanteverything
madeit's appearanceon thescene,andSundaybecame
anotherwork day asmany found this aatheir only day to
shop,cleanor relax. Men werebeingtold to helparound
the house,theyalaofelt threatenby thewife's incomeand
new found independence.To balancethis threat,men

' beganto seeklargerincomeseven illegalmoanswereuse
and with mora women in the work place, "chipping"
becamea normal occurence.As a result, therewas little
time for raising children andbeing a family, creating
morals, providing a spiritual background and
establishinga sound logic of right and wrong.

What we areexperiencingtoday Is the results ofsome
20 years of "out of control" adultswhoaeattitudeswere
baaed on anything goea, I want to do my thing, money
and material things above all else. Now that divorce,
single parenta, large prison population, low moral,
employment problems, educationalproblema, crime,
drugs and many other things threaten our future
existenceas a civilize society, little effort Is given to
dealing with the "root" of the situation, "thehomeandit'
immediateenvironment." Our pastmakesuslosersIn too
many discussionsand situationsInvolving our children
with their today's problema. What do you aay to kida
aboutdrugswhan you uaa themyourself? What do you
say about crime, when you steal from your employer,
drive drunk, shootpeopleyourself? How do youestablish
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morale when you are "chipping", bad mouthing your
neighbors,doing anythingundertheaun in plain view of
our children?When religion ia not within the homeand
heart, then the childrenarewithout spiritual guldiance.
Aa long aa the adult majority continues to perform
immoral acta,nonespiritual behavior and Illegal deedain

plain sightof ouryouth, ourproblemswill grow threefold.

Look at the facts and
notehow thingsaredifferent
from the way they should be.

III. Find out what is
preventing improvement.

IV. Figure out what is to be
done to bring about an
improvement.

Theseare the basic items
that will make a self
evaluation helpful. You can
use them to evaluate
anything.

Try it. See if it works for
you. If it does, passit on to
someoneelse.

But If he thrust him of hatred, or
hurl at him by laying of wait, that he die; Or In enmity smite him with his hand, that
he die: he tha--f smote him shall surely be put to death; for he z a murderer: the
revengerof blood shall slay the murderer, when ho meeteth him." In this same chapter
verses 29-3- 1 says "So these things shall be for a statuteof Judgment unto you through-
out your generations In all your dwellings. Whoso kflletl any person, the mjrdjrer
shall be put to death by the mouth of witnesses: but one witness shall not testify
againstany person to cause him to die.
