I better explain what I do 
here, well, I am a Navy Hos- 
pitalCorpsmanattached to the 
Marines.

Attend “Operation Teenager” Today
"Operation Teenager is sche­

duled for 11:30 a. m. Thursday 
in the Spnuglake-Earth School 
Auditorium, Everyone in the 
area is invited to attend this 
program co-tpnaored by tin- 
Lions Clubs of Spnnglake and 
Earth along with the local P, 
T .  A.

The idea of "operation teen­
ager" was bom in January of 
!9i’2. when a young inmate whe 
worked in the education depart­
ment of the Texas Department 
of Corrections read an article 
about three inmates of the Ha­
waiian Penal System being per­
mitted to make talks to aud­
iences of young people outside 
the prison.

After some thought, he dis­
cussed the matter with three 
other inmates, and the four be­
gan thinking of the possibility 
ofstartiuga similar program in 
the Texas Department of C o r 
rections. For weeks, they dis­
cussed different ideas during 
then leisure time about the type 
of program that could possibly 
prevent teenagers from making 
mistakes that would eventually 
lead to prison. Each man was 
deeply concerned about the ris­
ing tide of juvenile crime and 
the increasing number of young 
men and women entering the 
gates of the penitentiary.

It is very unusual for men in 
prison to admit the mistakes 
they have made, A great dis­
advantage of the early discuss­
ions was that one could live for 
many years with another man, 
and yet, not really know him. 
After a few sessions of break­
ing the ice, eacli man started 
to reveal the true facts about 
himself. It was difficult for 
them to start, but as they pro­
gressed, they began to know 
Uieinseives, possibly lor the 
first time. It soon became ap­
parent to the men that their 
Crimea hadn t jlist happened. 
They realized that their real 
trouble had Staned during their 
teenage years when they were 
forming habits and attitudes, 
choosing goals and ideals, 
whether good or bad. that they 
would carry with them into 
their adult life. It was then 
plain to these men that if such 
a program was to be successful 
and effective in helping young 
people, they must he scrtipu - 
iously honest and sincere snout 
themselves in the presentation.

Fortunately, each f the four 
tnen had different family and 
ethnic backgrounds so that 
their stones would not be rvpi- 
litious: One had been raised 
in an upperclass family and was 
a college graduate; another 
had come from lower class 
surroundings ol a large city; 
one was familiar with torment 
and heartbreak of a broken 
home; the fourth was the son of 
a tenant larmer. Each had a 
different story to te ll, and 
each felt that by sharing hts 
story with teenagers, the young 
people could be made to sec 
the waste, futility, and tra­
gedy that results from a life of 
crime. Inthisway, they hop­
ed to help others from com ­
mitting similar inista kes in the 
stmggle to maturity.
The officials of the Texas 

Department of Corrections 
were quick to see the merit 
and potential value of the pro­
gram when they were approach­
ed by the four inmates. The 
four men began making appear­
ances in February of 1962, and 
to date, have delivered their 
talks to more than 650,000 
youths of Texas. They ate ac­
companied in their travels to 
fill engagements by an employ* 
ecof the education department 
in the prison system.
The impact of the presenta­

tion on anyone who has seen it 
will bear testimony as to the 
effectiveness of the program and 
the beneficial results that have 
been achieved. The reaction, 
response, and support the pro­
ject hat received is indicitive 
of its success. Many cornmen- 
dattonshave been received from 
parents, educator^ clergymen, 
and law enforcement officials, 
but the moat nuinorous and grat­
ifying come from the 
people themselves. Some 
the more frequent comments rre 
ceived from teenagers are: "You 
certainly have made me realize 
the things I have been doing 
wrong," and, "Ymi have male 
me see that men in prison are 
nodifferenl than anyone else." 
Another comment heard very 
often is, “ We see that it can 
happen to us if we aren't care­
ful in choosing friends, habits, 
and ideals by which we liv e ." 
Often, voting people confess 
past mistakes and express grat­
itude lor ha\ mg the opportunity 
of Seeing where they were hea<  ̂
ed.
