Designed to update producers 
on factsharvest-aidchenucals,

Mr. Coppedge explained that 

many other kinds of coopera­
tives across the nation meet 
many other kinds of consumer 
needs.. .credit,housing,health 
care, fo o d ... You name it, 
there's a co-op doing it ,"  he 
said, adding that co-ops. by 
then very nature •• "people 
working together tohelpthem- 
selves -• tend to go far be­
yond their basic respontibili • 
ties.

"We co-op people see our 
purpose as very broad, and 
constantly expanding. We’re 
concerned about community 
betterment, consumer w ell­
being, and improving the en­
vironment. And rural electric 
cooperatives, especially, are 
deeply involved in helping 
find solutions to the energy 
crisis.

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Rehabilitation Technique 
Looks Encouraging

The young man on crutches 
and wearing a short leg brace 
who made his way painfully 
along the coveted walkways of 
the U. S. Public Health Ser­
vice Hospital, CarviUe, 
Louisiana, was not a patient 
with Hausen's disease (leprosy) 
despite his presence at the 
leprosarium. Instead, his disa­
bilities had resulted from an 
accident.

Two years earlier while 
changing a tire an the side of 
a highway he had been struck 
by a passing automobile. 
Following a long period of 
hospitalization, treatment a ad 
therapy he was fitted with a
shoe containing a special in ­
sole. By wearing this shoe with 
its insole he should have been 
able to walk unaided, to the 
opftuon ofhis doctor, but each 
attempt caused extreme pain 
in one foot.
Now, as a last resort, the 

patient had been referred to 
C a rv ille ’s rehabilitation unit 
in the hope that healt'i anther- 
lues there could find a wav to 
help the young mao.
Officials at the Texas State 

Department of Health are en­
couraged that a new rehabil­
itation technique researched 
andrefined at CarviUe w ill be 
abletoaid thousands ot handi­
capped persons. The Texas 
State Department Health, 
which has operated a leprosy 
controlprogramanda crippled 
children's services effort for 
many years, believes the new 
development w ill Uave great 
impact on the proper care re­
ceived by both gtoups f p - 
tients. Now doctors w ill be 
able to determine exactly the 
cause and effect of i  perxon's 
cause and effect of a person's 
handicap, and wit the as.i - 
tance of research scientist), 
w ill be able to develop . e- 
rective shoes and other devtce- 
to help solve those problem^. 

Health officials at CarviUe 
soon found that an area of the 
man's foot had become super- 
sensitive from the ierve in ­
juries he had sustained in the 
accident. Next, they turned 
theit attention to the insole 
within the shoe that the ma 
wore, oieisulrinir with C.rw i lie 
experts who specialize in fit­

ting footgear to the insensi­
tive and deformed feet of 
Hansen's disease patients. 
Shoes must fit these patients 
perfectly with a ll pressure 
equalized ovet the soles of 
their feet or else bruises anq 
blisters w ill occur.
The accident v ictim ’s shoe 

had to fit exactly right to 
equalize pressure and lim it the 
friction on that super-sensitive 
area of his foot. To check on 
stress, a pressure-sensing slip­
per-sock, designed snd manu­
factured it CarviUe, was pro­
duced with the help of the 
Southwest Research Institute in 
San Antonio.
Sim ilar to nylon "footlets" 

qocked by shoe stores through­
out the U . S . , the ” slipper - 
■,vk" is made of an open ce ll 
polyurethane foam which has 
been bonded to a thin cotton 
.lu te ria l. Small yellow micro- 
:apsulesare thin dusted m the 
open cells of the polyurethane.
I ‘ic . tpsules are tiny and fra­

gile and are graded to break 
under the kind of pressure that 
may be harmful to the foot. 
These uucrocapsules contain 
a blue liquid dye which spills 
when the capsules break. The 
dye released from a bed of 
broken capsules stains the 

' sock.
After a slipper-sock has been 

w i*n, three possible color 
i .^figuration may be ob­
served, dem xistrating both 
the location and the nature of 
the pressure on the foot while 
walking: (1 ) a datk blue stain 
indicating extreme pressure 
and or an area of high fric­
tion: (2 ) a light green stain 
denoting a lesser a mixing of 
friction and pressure or (3 ) 
a yellowish area--th.s means 
that only very little  or no 
pressure is being experienced 
on this area of the foot during 
' e activity of walking. 
Now, the health authorities 

could see exactly what hap­
pened each time the accident 
victim  walked naturally, with­
out the aid of crutches. 
Guided by the slipper -sock 
imi>rmts, they made the man 
another molded insole from a 
material called plastizote. 
Jh e  ps ii i i l  c o u ld  rhen  w a lk

across the room completely 
free of pain. The areas of high

stress had been alleviated and 
weight distribution was more 
on the normal parts of the sole.

The CarviUe slipper-sucks 
and their compaiueu objects-- 
dye-unptegiiated gloves for 
hands and stump socks for pa­
tients who have suffered am ­
putations—were designed ori­
ginally as an aid for the pa­
tients of Hansnn's disease. 
Suice these patients have the 
opposite problem from the 
accident v ictim , insensitivity 
to pam, these dye-impreg- 
nated devices should prove of 
great value on saving their 
hands and feet from uuknowing 
destruction. But one of the 
most remarkable aspects of 
these same socks and gloves 
is their potential benefit for 
millions more who suffer from 
a multitude of other diseases 
and disabilities.
Prospects look good for use 

of the socks and gloves with 
people whose problems ate 
based on the nerve damage 
and resultuig insensitivity of 
diabetes, the hypersensitivity

of theuniatosd arthritis, and 
the special problems of para­
plegics and victims of strokes. 
Soon, people who ate being 
fitted with braces of various 
types w ill have them lined 
with capsule-filled material 
to identify the areas of ex­
cessive stress.
Crippled children who have 

bone deformity or cerebral 
palsy comprise another group 
needing specially fitted shoes. 
The device, of course, can be 
used with amputees. There are 
still other human afflictions 
with jaw-bceaking medical 
names whose victims w ill 
benefit horn the CarviUe cap­
sules.

California here have overcome 
a major obstacle in their
search for a pollution-free way 
to control the pink bollworm, 
the most destructive cotton 
pest m Far West states and 
target of the heaviest uses of 
insecticides.
A team of entomologists

headed by Ur. H. FI. Shorey 
has identified the insect's true 
sex pheromone, successfully 
synthesized a chemical dupli­
cate the ca ll 'gotsyplure," 
and is testing it as a behav­
ioral control measure.

The sex pheromone is a 
chemical produced naturally 
in the body of an insect and 
given off to stimulate mating 
behavior In the opposite sex. 
Shorey's tests of gossyplure 
mark the first use of a man­
made duplicate of insect 
pheromones to control a major 
pest as an alternative to poiso­
nous chemicals.
The achievement of theCali-

by western cotton growers.
It also opens up the possi­

bility of effectively containing 
an economically important 
cotton pest that lately has ex­
hibited decided tendencies to- 
watdeastward migration, Mid 
Shorey.
Working with Shorey were 

Urs. H .E . Hummel, Lyle U. 
Gaston and R .S . kaae , all 
of the University ofCalifornta. 
They published then findings 
in the August 31 issue of 
"Sc ien ce ."
Shorey's team has spent the 

last three years developing 
techniques for using a near- 
duplicate of the female phe- 
t omone of the pink boolworm 
called "hexalure.' Experi­
ments withhexalure to confuse 
the male and thwart mating 
have proven successful enough 
for cotton growers to request 
treatments fi* their fields. 

Gotsyplure is proving vastly 
superior to hexalure. Shorey 
said first tests of his new sub- 
nance show it to be from TOO 
to 1,000 un its as effective as 
hexalure.

what Shotey calls a "com anm - 
cationa disruption technique. 
The effect is similar to the 
effect of the odor of onions on 
man. he said.
Shorey's experiments with 

hexalure started in 1971. 
Tettt this year withhexalure 
and gossyplure covered 300 
acres ui theCoachilla Valley 
Califcrm a.

Cotton Incorporated helped 
underwrite Shorey's research, 
along with California growers, 
who assess themselves fur 
additional cotton insect re­
search through the State De­
partment of Agriculture. Alto 
participating were the Rocke­
feller Foundation and the 
University of California De­
partment of Entomology at 
Riverside.

Shorey's next move w ill be 
to attempt gossyplure control 
of the pink bollworm in the 
entire Coachilla Valley of

California next year.

"p ink ie ,''as the pest is known 
fam iltatly lo c u t io n  entomolo­
gists--has inflicted annual 
cotton losses estimated at $S0 
million over the past five yeats.

Research is now underway to

Last month, at 66. he became 
publisher-emeritus.
Reid did more than witness 

the 189 executions. He spent 
long hours with most of the 
men he saw electrocuted. He 
listened to then stories, studied 
their cases, read their last 
w ills and testaments, and stood 
besule them when they died. 
He haunted courtrooms and 
police stations where some of 
the cases hadtheu beginnings. 
He pored over records few 
men areprivilegedtoexatnine.

No law enforcement officer, 
no district attorney, no Su­
preme Court justice, no ptisoo 
official has Reid's fust-hand 
knowledge of capital crimes 
and the people who commit 
them” said Jack Donahue, 
editor of Cordovan Ptess of 
Houston, Reid's publisher. "His 
fund of knowledge is unique. 
In this time of this GreatCapi- 
ta l Punishment Debate his 
conclusions should not be dis­

regarded. "
Reid has seen men tunfets to 

the vilest crimes then die 
serene ly . Other s. c la i mmg 
innocence to the end, fought 
every step of the way from 
Death Row to the chair, spew­
ing hatred at theu captors and 
dying with a curse ixi their Ups. 
One, "Humpy Ross, a twisted 
gnotne with gorilla strength, 
broke loose from his guards 
and tried to sttangle Reid. 
Some condemned men con­
sidered him their "only friend 
a i earth."
Because Reid listened and 

studied, and acted m their be­
ha lf. a half dozen men are 
alive today who otherwise 
would have ridden "Old Sparky^ 
the convicts' name for the 
electric chair. Ch iefly because 
of Reid, Texas has a modern 
parole system. And he helped 
initiate a rehabilitation pro­
gram lot first offenders un­
matched in the U. S.
"Reid wrote this book for 

every American citizen , from 
Chief Justice Warren Ihirger to 
the man on the street," said 
Donahue. “ Burger can profit 
from it no less than the bump­
kin legislator, the cop on the 
beat or the housewife with a 
mind of her own."
"Eyewitness w ill be in book­

stores across the country by 
mid-October.
