increases. Most often these 
aren't serious hut minor mis­
haps c an he avenues for tetanus 
(lockjaw) infec tion if they are 
not treated properly.

Tetanus-producing spores can 
lie d-eniant in the soil almost 
anywhere. These spores can 
enter the body through the 
tiniest wound, a pin scratch a 
bee sting or a small c ut. 

Tetanus spores may remain in 
the body for long periods with­
out producing the dlseatr. Or. 
they may produce poison effects 
in five to fourteen day*, even 
though (he wound has healed.

First signs of tetanus are irri­
tability and restlessness. Mus­
cles rapidly become rigid.
