THAT PRECIPITATED
A BOUNDARY DISPUTE

Layman Culver and the Irish
farmer were merely concerned over
the dead pig found rooting in the
wrong potato patch but the little
incident almost caused a war and
the boundary line between Canada
and the United States was settled
Here's the story

In 1859, an Inshman found a
pig rooting in his potato palch on
the island of San Juan, which
nestles peacefully among the blue
waters of the Pacific, just off the
coast of Washington, near Van-
couver, British Columbia.

I'he Irishman shot the intruder,
whereupon the irate farmer who
owned the pig, Layman Culver, an
American, said he must be paid for
it. The two men decided to let the
court settle the question. “I'll take
it to Britain's highest court,” vowed
the Irishman “To Britain's highest
court, indeed”’ countered the Am-

erican. “The American court will §
San Juan s {

decide the matter
American soil.”

But even the courts of both
countries found it hard to tell
whether the island of San Juan was
a part of British-owned Canada or
of the United States. They learned
that the boundary line between the
two countries had been left en-
tirely toc vague concerning the
small island just north of Puget
Sound

Feeling began to run high be
tween Britain and America, each
claiming San Juan as its own. and
soon all American soldiers avail-
able orf the Pacific coast were
rushed to the island. British uoor
occupied it. 0o, and while the
courts were attempting to seftle the
matter, both British and An erican
soldiers waited in readiness for war

Finally the courts of the two
countries negotiated a peace and
required the Irishman to pay the
American for the pig. But the more
important question — which coun
try really owned the island — still
dangled unanswered

So the governments agreed to
submit the matter to an outside
nation for decision and consented
10 let Kaiser Wilhelm of Germany
arbitrate the dispute. In 1872 the
Kaiser ruled that the island ‘&
longed 1o the United States

Blessings In Disguise

While argument rages
over the environmental
impact of the Concord jet,
researchers at Columbia
University are finding the

plane's trans-Atlantic
comings and goings a
scientific blessing in
disguise,

William L. Donn,

Senior Research Associate,

and his colleagues,
Nambath Balachandran
and David Rind, at

Columbia’s Lamont--
Doherty Geological Ob-
servatory are using the
jet's sonic shock waves to
learn about temperatures
and wind conditions in the

upper atmosphere. The
scientists say that the
research could provide

important information on
the dispersal of at-
mospheric pollutants and
the character of the rarified
atmosphere that satellites
and other spacecraft must
fly through.

The scientists have
been listening to the jot
sounds since last May
when the first regularly
scheduled Concorde left
Europe for Dulles In-
ternational _Airport in
Washington, D.C. Sound
waves from the jets reach
recorders at the Palisades,
N.Y observatory in
groups. They are too low in
pitch to be heard by the
unaided human ear, but
they can be detected by
sensitive microphones
which measure changes in
air pressure. The waves are
recorded on both magnetic
tape and by pens moving
across chart paper.

“The exact strength
and pat of the waves,”" Dr
Donn said, “depend upon
atmospheric temperatures
and wind conditions, so we
can use the specific
characteristics of each
wave to interpret these
atmospheric conditions.
This novel use of sonic
booms is possible because
the elevation and location
of the Concorde is known
very precisely along the
flight path."”

The plane’s flight path
takes it past southern
Newfoundland and
Nantucket Island toward
the New Jersey coast along
a line 35 miles south of
Long Island.

""Because the plane flies
faster than the shock waves
it produces,” he explained,
“the first waves to reach
our microphones are the
last generated, coming
from a point on the flight
path south of eastern Long
Island about 100 miles
away. Succeeding waves
are recorded periodically
for about an hour. Each
group lasts about 60
seconds and comes from a
point progressively farther
east on the flight path. The
last sounds we hear reach
us from 600 miles out at
sea.”’

The first
detected, the Columbia
scientists said, come
directly from the plane or
are reflected from the
stratosphere about 30 miles
above the earth. A second
group reaches Lamont--
Doherty about  seven

Bullock To Seek Reelection

Huge Cavity Found In
Interstellar Space

University of
Wisconsin-Madison
physicists have reported

finding a gigantic cavity in
interstellar space which
they think was created
about a million years ago
by the blast of an exploding
star called a supernova
The cavity, which
resembles a huge bubble in
the galactic gas which
normally occupies most of
the space between the
stars, is about 800 light
years across and appears to
be still increasing in size at
a rate of 90,000 miles every
hour. A light year is the
distance light travels in a

year - about six trillion
miles

Dr. Ronald J. Reynolds,
one of the scientists,

reported the finding to the
National Science Foun-

dation (NSF), which is
funding the studies to learn
about powerful energy

sources in interstellar space

and the effects they have

on the gas between the
stars. This is the region in
which new stars and

galaxies are believed to be

Dr. Reynolds said the
energy of the explosion
needed to hollow out such a
large region of space ,must
have been tremendous,
amounting to 10 times the
total energy that has been
given off by our sun during
the entire five billion years
it has been in existence
The force of the explosion
formed the cavity by
pushing the interstellar gas
outward, away from the
exploding star

“This gas has piled up
around the outside edge of
the cavity and now forms a
nearly spherical, outer shell
of gas which is still growing
and expanding outward a
million years after the
explosion,”” Dr. Reynolds
said The observations
were made at Kitt Peak
National Observatory, near
Tucson, Arizona

According to one theory
such an expanding gas
shell, which is formed by
the explosive destruction of
one star, may trigger the
births of new stars out of
the interstellar gas

Cotton Replanting Serious

This

Texas cotton producers

are able to get by with

replanting cotton in some

years, but this is not the
year to give it a try, em-

phasizes a cotton specialist

with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service.

Dr. Robert B. Metzer

says that the consequences
of replanting cotton this
year are more severe than
in past years due to a
shortage of high quality
seed. This shortage is
being brought about by the
increased cotton acreage
along with the production
of low quality seed in some
areas last year. Texas
cotton acreage is expected
to be up about a million
acres over 1976,

“Seed supplies of many
recently developed

varieties have been
exhausted for several
months,” points out the
cotton specialits. “‘Unless
replanting is kept at a
minimum, u critical

shortage of good planting
seed could develop. Any
significant replanting could
force producers to use lower
quality seed and could limit
their choices to less
profitable varieties.'
