irrigated two weeks 'ater pro-
duced 107, 2 bushels per acre,
an increase of 16, 2 bushe!s per
acre,

The addition of 30 pounds of
sulfur gave Indications of ec-
onomic Increases, Whensulfur
was added a'ong with 180
pounds of nitrogen, the z’leld
was Increased 2.3 bushels per
acre with the early irrigation
and 5,3 bushe's per acre with
the later irrigation, Both areas
also were Irrigated at tassel,

Lasting Marriage

Men with low Incomes are less
ikely than men with higher in-

comes to marry before they
reach age 35, according to find-
ings from a nation-wide survey
conducted by the Bureau of the
Census. Moreover, men with
low incomes are less likely, If
they marry, to be still living
with their wife when they reach
middle age.

At the same time, men with
a college education are more
likely than men with a high
school educationto delay marr-
fage until they are 25 to 34
yearsold. But, for men of each
educational level, those with
low incomes are most likely to
delay marriage until their fate
twenties or early thirties,

Married men who have not at-
tended college are more likely
than married men with college
training to discontinue living
with their wife by the time they
are 45 to 54 years old,
