“Long live
the United Btates!” “"Long live Mex-
lco!™ "Long live Estrada!™ are heard
on every side.

The street demonstration began last
night following denunciatory speeches
In Congress, and the temper of the
people was madly excited by the re
port that a battle had been fought and
won by Vasques, commander of the
Zelaya forces around Rama, and rhat
Varquez had massacred a large num-
ber of revelutionists.

With this report came the rumor
that Vasques had violated the armis
tice, and It was not considered lkely
that he would do so unless under in-
structions from Zelaya. The reports
lost nothing In pasiing from mouth
to mouth. .

As the Mexican Minister was the
guarantor of the armistice, it Is stated
that that official will ask for his pass-
porta unless satlgfactory explanations
are made. ’ .
