“ Communlsum Is a highly organ­
ized society of free, socially con­
scious working people in which 
public self-government will be es 
tAbllshed, In which labor for the 
good of society will become the 
prime vital requirement of every 
one. a necessity recognized by 
one and all. and the ability of each 
person will be employed to the 
greatest benefit of all the people."

Actually, it Is nothing but the same 
old. tired promises of a system 
that has never worked, is not now 
working anywhere It Is being used 
and can never work for the simple 
reason man was created to be 
free To make his way according 
to his ability and ambitions.

We carefree Americans can’t 
really realize the full Impact of 
living under a Communistic Rule 
for we are to busy enjoying Ameri­
can luxuries to see what Is going 
on or give It to much thought

With a second look at the aver­
age American today. » e  are prone 
to feel that only on our knees In 
Prayer to God will we find the 
answers to what Americans need 
most.

The first Thanksgiving Proclamation was made by Governor 

Bradford In 1623. three years after the pilgrims settled at Plymouth 
Students of history will recall that It followed the acceptance of 
"free enterprise" as a way of life

From 1620. to 1623. the pilgrim fathers lived under the Communal 
system The families received their goods from the common store 
house The [>eople gave according to tlielr ability and received a< 
cording to their needs. The goods In 'he storehouse dwindled, anu 
the colon Is ts faced starvation This situation, according to Governor 
Bradford 'Was found to bread much confusion and discontent and 
retard much employment that would have been to their benefit 
and comfort . . The sUuug men of parts.' said Governor Brad 
f o n t , 'h a d  m o re  In d iv is io n  o f  V ictu al*  and  d o *  baa  th a n  h a  I Sac 
was weak and not able to do a quarter the others could, this was 
thought unjust Ice'

For three years the pilgrims watched their settlement wither un
der Communism Wliat lia*l happened In Plymouth Colony also hap 
pened In Jamestown a few years earlier

Thus was Instituted the system of free enterprise', men wire 
trey* to own their own property; "they were given the privilege ot 
planting and harvesting as they pleased " Did It change tilings al 
Plymouth Colony’  The housewife came out of the kitchen, the 
< hildren worked In the field, and within SIX MONTHS THE COL 
ONISTS HAD A SURPLUS OF FOOD This surplus ot food led to 
the first Thanksgiving A Thanksgiving Proclamation was made by 
Governor Bradford It reads as follows 

"To all ye Pilgrims
“ Inasmuch as the great Father has given us this year an abun 

dant harvest of Indian com. wheat, peas, loans, squashes, and gar 
den vegetables, and has made the forests to bound with game and 
the sea with fish and dams, and Inasmuch as he has protected us 
from the ravages of the savages, has spared us from pestilence and 
disease has granted us freedom to worship God according to the dic­
tates of our own conscience, now I. your magistrate, do proclaim 
that all ye Pilgrims, with your wives and ye little ones to gather 
at ye meeting house, on ye hill, between the hours »f 9 and 12 In 
the day time, on Thursday. November ye 29th of the year of our 
Lord one thousand six hundred and twenty three, and the third 
year since ye Pilgrims landed on ye Pilgrim Rock there to listen 
to ye pastor and render thanksgiving to ye Almighty God for all 
his blessings. WILLIAM BRADFORD, Ye Governor of Ye Colony " 

Our system of private enterprise has been the key behind the 
growth of American Industry It ts no ' pleln the-sky" It Is hard 
work, sweat, and tears. Because of our private enterprise system 
we are blessed with an abundance of material and spiritual wealth 
We are privileged to own 300,000 public schools. I.XlKI college* anil 
universities. 250.000 places to worship. 7.000 public hospitals. 12,500 
newspapers and magazines. 64 major museums of art. science and 
Industry, over 9.000 public libraries 50 percent of the world s atu 
dents In school have 50 percent of the world's wealth, drive 75 per 
cent of the world's automobiles, and 50 per cent of the American 
home dwellers own their own homes

I do not apologize for our abundance, but I am thankful for It.
I do not think that we ought to brag about It. but I do think we 
ought to understand Its source

Perhaps It can best he summed up In the phrase Inscribed on 
our coins "In God We Trust". It Is this belief In the power and 
presence of God lhat guided the Pilgrim Fathers, the early Amerl 
can statesmen In their time of crises, suffetlng. and day by day 
responsibilities They looked to God aa the giver of every good and 
perfect gift Should we do less In 1961?
