Bollworm Menace

Is Seen In Wake
Of Heavy Rains

This week's rains may increase
the cotton boll worm menmece, it
was sald Wednesday by oounty
Agent O. P. Griffin, and the in-
sects have already started hatch-
ing on some farms. It s lkely
that practically all farms  in the
county will be infested by Bept. 5,
Griffin sald.

However, Griffin cautioned that
polsoning should not bs undertak-
en until the worma start eating
through the leaves. The young
worms stay on the Inside of the
leaves until they begin esting
through, and they would not reach
the posion until they reach that
stage, as the polson would all fall
on the top of the leaves.

Plenty of polson is expected to
be available to control the worm
menace. There I8 some arsenats
of lead on hand now and another
car of calclum arsenats may ar-
rive soon. Griffin pointed out
that lead arsenate might be the
better for polsoning the leaf
worms as winds do not blow it
off easlly. Most farmers bought
enough poison early In the season
to guﬂr thelr cropa thres or
four 8.

In case a shortage of polson
does develop, Griffin advised that
ons third of a pound of paris
green oan ba mixed with a pound
of either lead or calolum arsenate
to & barrel of water, However, he
cautioned that paris green should
not be used alons, as its heavy
use might endanger cotton pick-
ore,
