Some corn in Lamb County s <till in the milk stage
Farmers will have to wait as long as four weeks on some
of this later corn. The results of the harvest, when it is
wompletely finished, will be spotty, good in some areas
and below average in others

In July, 1977, the SPS board of directors uuu'tom.ed
the construction of a 543,000 kw unit in Lamb ( ounty
about nine miles from Plant X to be named Tolk Station
in honor of chairman of the board and chief executive
officer Roy Talk. Scheduled completion date for this unit
is 1982 with a second unit scheduled for 1985.

Each Tolk unit will burn approximately 296 tons of
coal per hour; 7,104 tons per day: 2.592.969 tons per
vear. This coal, like coal for Harrington Station, will be
low sulphur coal from Wyoming and will glw _be
delivered in 110 car trains directly from the mine site.
The first unit will require three trains and the two
combined units will require five trains.

Baghouse filters, resembling huge vacuum cleaners,
will be installed to meet environmental requirements for
clean air

The first unit of Tolk Station will cost in excess of
$200-million and will require approximately 600 sknllgd
craftsmen to construct. About 150 permanent jobs will
be created

The main steam will travel through the pipe fast
enough to finish the Boston Marathon in about twelve
minutes. The turbine rotor will be whirling at such great
speed that, if placed on the highway. it would travel from

Amarillo to Lubbock in about six minutes. If the con
