A CONSOLIDATION OP THE
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Indian Researchers Study 
Area Far mine Method s

Farmers and researchers of 
Lamb County and the Texas 
South Plains were honored last 
week when four agronomists 
from the Republic of India vis­
ited area farms to study agri­
cultural methods. Escorting 
the visitors were Bob McQueen 
and B. T. Klsner of the Lamb 
County Soil Conservation Ser­
vice.

Dt. A, V. Cbarl of Hydera­
bad is a professor at the And­
hra Pradesh Agtlcultural Uni­
versity in India. Dr. S. B. 
Hukkerl of Belgaum, Mysore, 
is employed at an India fed­
eral government research sta­
tion at Jtiansl In Uttar, Prad­
esh alongwtth Dr. R. K, Ratj- 
put of Glvalior. The fourth 
member of the group, G. B. 
Mrinna ofCalcutta, West Ben­
gal, is an employee of the 
India federal government re­
search station located at Cut­
tack, Orissa.

The group arrived In the U- 
nlted states on May 21 and In 
Lamb County on Monday, July 
20, to visit the Lamb County 
Soil Conservation Service. 
They will be stationed at Tex­
as Tech University in Lubbock 
until December. The purpose 
ofthelrvislt lsto make a study 
of the methods used in i l l  
phases of soil and water con­
servation in Texas, Arizona 
and California. The Informs- 
tlon collected and complied 
on U. S. conservation will be 
used to aid Indian farmers in 
their strife for the betterment 
of native farming practices.

l>t. Rajput, who served as 
spokesman for tlie group, sta­
ted, "In India we have large 
areas of wheat, rice and cot­
ton crops. Rice Is our basic 
food crop with a very high 
quality grain sorghum second. 
Tlie grain sorghum it very dif­
ferent from American grain. 
We grind our grain to make 
flour the same way flour Is 
made from irtlier American 
crops. " He stated that tlie far­
mers of India also raise wheat 
for food and potatoes ate the 
country's largest vegetable 
crops.

When asked their opinion of 
area farmingthe group replied, 
"All U. S. farming Is highly 
mechanized and India is be­
ginning mechanization on a 
much smaller scale. The nice 
crops of tlie area have result­
ed from 'he good techniques 
used in handling large scale 
farming. Your farmers are up- 
to-date on research station 
techniques and very lnfremed 
on research happenings. When 
farmers try new ideas, they 
believe them to be good and 
the results of testing and ex ­
perimentation In agriculture 
are obvious."

mint Is paying farmers not to 
farm Ratjput commented.

Amongthe many facts learn­
ed about India during tlie in­
terview was that tiie country 
has a population fifteen times 
as great as the United States 
in a land area totaling only 
1/6 of the U. S. land area 
Duetothls greater population, 
India's farmers are solving to 
achieve maximum yields from 
acresthrougli Intensified fann­
ing while tlie U. S. govern- 

i paying r 
Ratjput

"India cannot afford Idle land 
(lay-out land). We mist feed 
our people and all of our land 
Is needed. " To aid in harves­
ting maximum yields, India 
has done extensive research in 
waterconrervatlon and irriga­
tion. Only 23% of India's farms 
are irrigated through the use 
of canals, welts and tanks and 
much improvement is needed 
to increase dryland yields.

In regard to the comparison 
of farming techniques, Ratj­
put said, "Everywhere your 
tanners are mote scientific In 
their farming practices. They 
know their job well. As a 
team , we four are comparing 
our methods to Improve our 
ideas on farming and learn to

deal with agricultural prob­
lems India, through tremen­
dous progress, expects to be­
come self-sufficient in 2 to 5 
years, but we have much to 
learn. "

Although the research team 
is learning much on their first 
American tour, they are still 
"intlie dark* on a few Impor­
tant points. "We have some­
times confused ourselves. In 
India tiie girl wears long hair 
and tlie boy wears short hair. 
Here---who knows? We may 
not be able to tell the differ­
ence, but we do know one of 
tic  best things about American 
people istliey are very ftlend- 
lyand Informal We fiave felt 
welcome in all tlie places we 
have visited. *

Due to the fact tliat three of 
tiie gentlemen are vegetarians.
they have had tome difficulty 
In finding food "The Ameri­
can food Is very different and 
good. But, we find It much 
easier to prepare our meals In 
the apartment we have rent­
ed than to eat out. We like 
out food very spicy and fiy 
everything In butter, so it U 
hard to order exactly what we 
enioy. ”

Tiere 
Is one In Cameron which 
slaughters tlie tow for sausage 
insteaJ of saving her foe fur­
ther production of pigs.

Dr. Gleason, veterinarian 
from Muleshoe will perform 
tlie caesarean sections on the 
sows.

T ie  Bureau of Vital Statistics 
Is the one place fot strin g  the 
vast numbers of records of T ex­
as births, deaths, marriages, 
divorce!, adoptions, and other 
matters.
In earlier times the fact that 

you were alive and breathing 
was enough to satisfy any in­
quiry about yout birth. But 
now most schools require s 
birth certlflcat' for children 
entering the Hrst grade. A 
birth certificate Is the best 
proof of citizenship for your 
passport. You may later need 
it to satisfy military require­
ments, to satisfy the Internal 
Revenue as to your dependents, 
tosatlsfy Veteran Administra­
tion, or other claims against 
the government, or to apply 
for social security. But one of 
tlie biggest deminJs each year 
Is from parents wishing certi­
fied copies o f their children's 
birth certificates to meet 
school enrollment require­
ments.

With over 250,000 children 
entering the first grade each 
year, the demand for certifi­
cation Is great. Many times 
these records can he obtained 
In the counties or cities of 
birth, or they may be obtain­
ed from the Austin office of 
tlie State Health Department 
fora $1. 50 fee. Searching for 
records, on request, can he a 
time consuming process. The

quantity alone makes the task 
a tremendous one. T ie  
“searching" branch of the Vi­
tal Statistics division last year 
conducted 307. 000 searches of 
the flies upon request. A total 
of 200. 000 certifications and 
verifications were made. Par­
ents are urged to obtain cop­
ies of birth certificates now 
before the volume of requests 
causes delay.

Every certificate must be 
checked fot omissions or er­
rors to make certain they 
meet statutory requirements. 
Mistakes could result in a lot 
of problems later on. Last 
year more than half a million
