Attacking Gpemia were Lan-
ecastars, Hallfaxes and Stirlings
which flew at least 1350 miles
on the round trip.

WASHINGTON, April 19 (#P—
Naval axports sald today that Ger-
man submarines might resort to
axtansive use of mines in Amarl-
ean coastal waters this apring or
summer as part of their offensive
aguinst United Nations shipping.

|keep cotton prices from advancing

to excessive levels by offering the
trade wsupplles from government-
owned stocks. The CCC has au-
thority to sell up to 300,000 boles
of cotton per month, but not more
than 1,500,000 bales in any calendar
year, at not less than parity pricea.
The government ' owns large
stoeks of cotton, but much of it is
of low guality,

Cellings on cotton have been
proposed by the Office of Price
Administration as & means of
protecting manufacturers from
being “squeezed™ by oellings on
thelr cottom products. Agricul-
tare department asuthorities
clatm that Increased labor chsis
rather than the price of cotton
Is the cause of such squeenes.

" Celling prices on eotton would be
eaxcesdingly difficult to enforce,
these authorities say, because of
the many classes, grades and
staple lengths of cotton.

Taylor's statement ,when he paid
to Vietor J. Nelson $837 and 5177
