Crucial Fight
In Prospect
In Russia

Outcome Of War May
Hinge On Campaign,
Moscow Says

MOSCOW, April 80 UPi—Baviet
Russia's offlcia]l government news-
paper Izvestin sald today that the
coming month will see the begin-
ning of an intensive summer land
campalgn which may well decide
the outcome of the war,

“Not many days separate us
from big evenis,” the newspaper
asserted editorlally. *“This May
we are at the threshold of a de-
vislve stage of our sacred war
of lberation.”

The pronouncement came as a
violent air war mounted all along
the front
Izvestia's editorial Tecalled that
the Russian winter campalgn had
restored 480,000 square kilometera
(185,328 square miles) to Russian
control.

(The German high command
reported that the Russians at-
tacked strongly again yesterday
on the eastern lina of the
Germans’ Kuban defenses In the
Cauncasus, but were repulsed
despite stroig tank and artillery
support. German pllotsa were
oredited with 67 Soviet planes,
(Transocean reported from Ber-
in that the Russians opened the
Kuban offensive Wedneaday with
ten Infantry divisions of 150,000
troops, strongly supported by tanks
and planes, and that the Boviets
had numerical superiority. At no
point did the Russians gain, this
propaganda agency added. Ger-
man positions weres declared favor-
able for defense and the Russianas
weres saild to have relatively good
road communications. The report
added that because of high losses
of men and 20 tanks, “1t seems un-
Hkely that the Russians will con-
tinue offensive operations. ™

Fot up about nine ¢'clock and went
across C Btreet to the new House
Office bullding eafeteria for break-
fast. As my custom Is, belng a
night worker, I ate lelsurely and
spent an hour visiting with mem-
bars of Congress and trying to
plek up a few {temas for the public
printa. While we were sitting there
the cashier eams running over to
our table saying that the George
Washington Inn was on fire,

I have lived at that place for
thirtean yeara. It is home to me.
My home was on fire. This Inn Is
located on the corner of New Jer-
sy Avenus and C wstrest, South-
sast, only one block from the Capl-
tol grounda. Tt is the only hotsl
laft om Capitol Hill, and the new
and old Houss office bulldings,
whare the members of Congress
bave their offices, are the eonly
other bulldings betwhen it and the
Capltol. George Washington Inn
has an interesting history.

When Washington City was in
ita Infancy, 150 years ago before
the government moved here from
Philadelphia, George Washington,
who also dabbled In real estate, de-
cided to bulld a couple of housss
In the eity. It was fust one of
George's real estate ventures, a
chance of making a little monaey.
The houses were built on East
Capitol Street some distancs up
from the Capitol. George, like ev-
erybody else at the time, Lthought
the city would grow In that diree-
tion, becauss the real face of the
Capitol Is toward the east. But the
property ownera and apeculators
pegged their prices so high in that
part of the city that the growth
took place in the northwest sec-
tion,

As the years passed the twe
