Upon hearing this Attorney Me 
Cnrini'*k withdrew his application 
and announced that he would pre­
sent it to Judge Me Reynolds or 
m m  other Justice, without delay, 
lie announced also that he would 
iustituc contempt preceding* 
against any Sheriff or State** offi­
cer who attempted to rloac the 
pool halls while the appeal to the 
higher court is pending.

"This is only a matter of just 
ice.' he said. "The ease is not 
settled and will not be until a 
decision is had from the highest 
tribunal in the land that Uuited 
States Supreme Court."
