It was W ilkie Collins who showed 
how easy it was to "railroad" a man 
to Jail on a trumped-up charge ami 
keep him there while other* dlssl 
lulled hi* property. It was Thom as 
Mott Osborne who demonstrated to us 
that turn w ho get Into the penlten 
tlary an* not neoessiarily human d e ­
bris. but have the Instinct* o f  g«**l 
lu tlu-m that re*|*md to  proper tn-at- 
ment. All these have taught us many 
useful fact* that w e wen* in the habit 
o f  overhs>klng and all have been lit 
Ktrutiienal In bringing about certain 
measures o f  reform. But then* an- 
pnibleiiiM we have to face that are 
nean-r home than any o f  these, ami 
w hose solutions have never even been 
suggested The new public defender 
o f  Pittsburg was moved to ask. after 
hi* first day'* work in tbat o ffice : 
"W hat I* the use o f  sending to Jail a 
man w ho ought to lx- with his futiilly? 
W hat's the use o f  giving a man a bail 
name when a gissl word will set him 
righ t?"

So far as we know, uolKsly lias m l 
unteen-d a logical answer to these 
questions. We an* all ready to  c o n ­
cede that then* Is something wn-ng 
a I* -lit our present system o f dealing 
with the petty offendes and the In­
cipient criminal, but no one hn* ev i­
denced the wisdom to  formulate a 
plan that la free from these objections 
We know that It In not right that a 
man's w ife and children should la- 
subjected to destitution and disgrace 
hecause the husband and father has 
tranugn-Ksed the law lu some minor 
{•articular. W e all know that a work 
tiiguian ought not to be routined In 
jail while hts dependents an- hHikliig 
to  him for their supivort. W e all 
know that a man ought not lie classi­
fied as a criminal and a suspicious 
character because for one time he lias 
trausgn-Nsed the law. We all believe 
that man a man w ho ha* made a start 
on the w nm g road cau lie recalled to 
paths o f  sobriety aud honesty If sub 
Jected to the right Influences, but that 
punishment and disgrace are ore apt 
to drive him to other unlawful deed*. 
We all know that many a man who 
might otherwise have had a bright 
future before him has lost am bition 
and setfrespeet through being rou ­
tined for a time with degraded and 
hanlcned law bn-akrr*. But what are 
we going to do aliout it?

I Nib lie welfare must la- guarded 
and respect for the law euforced 
This law makes no illstlnctlon be­
tween grades o f  depravity, nor does 
tt take Into consideration the circum ­
stance* o f  the individual who Incur* 
Its penalty. If the law Is broken, the 
breaker must pay the price, unless a 
kind-hearted anil discreet Judge takes 
It upon him self to deal out mercy and 
g<ssl advice In the place o f  a flue or 
Jail sentence. The law must Ik* re- 
s|iected. That Is what we have |k> 
lleeipen and Judges for. The welfare 
o f  the publte must Ik- protected, ami 
he who Imperil* that welfare mu*t lie 
apprehended and laitihdied Then- 
are i - Ulcers and there are Judges, w ho 
have a human sympathy that liii|*-ls 
them under certain conditions to deal 
with men on a higher plane than the 
duty o f their office demand*. This la 
tsklng big chance*, however, and Ihe 
officer mart lie a g€**1 Judge «»f hu­
manity a* well a* |MM«e«*ed o f  a kind 
heart. There are not many o f  these 
W e caning expect It. The Hr*! In 
allnct o f  a pitllcenian la suspicion 
HD business make* him *o. And there 
I* no way provided for  dealing with 
l**ity offender* except the Jail and the 
line Borne day. perhaps, we will get 
away from the Idea that Jail* were 
designed for punishment, and learn 
that their proper use I* for  the con- 
tliiemetit o f  IIumc freedom would 
he a menace to society Rut In the 
meantime, the INttsburgtier's ques­
tions remain unanswered What are 
ws going to do about It?

Four per cent o f  the Inhabitant* 
f  certain sections o f  the south have 

malaria. This estimate, based on the 
n'lsirtlng o f  2U4.NH1 cases during 
014, bus led the United StHtes Pub­
ic Health Service to give Increased 

attention to the malaria problem, ac- 
•nllng to the annual re|M>rt o f  the 

Burgeon General, o f  13,528 blood 
R|s>clmens examined by Government 

Ulcer* during the year. 1.707 showed 
malurtal Infection. Tlie infection 
rate among white |*-rsons was above 
Iglit |s-r cent, and among colored 

|H-r*oii* twenty |**r cent. lu two 
i mil ties In the Yazoo Valley. 40 out o f 

every 100 Inhabitants presented evl 
leurc o f  the disease

Striking as the above tlguri-s are 
they are no more remarkable than 
those relating to the reduction in the 
incidence o f  the disease follow ing 
surveys o f  the Public Health Service 
at 34 p la cc f in nearly every state o f  
the south, lu some Instances from 
an Incidence o f  fifteen per cent. In 
1014. a reduction has been aeeom- 
pjlsbed to less than four or live |s-r 
cut. In 1015.

One o f  the lni|sirtaut sclentItie d is­
coveries made during the year was In 
regard to the continuance o f  the d i­
sease from season to season. Over 
2.000 Anopbellue mosquitoes in m a­
larious district* were dissected, dur­
ing the early spring mouths, without 
finding a single infected bisect, and 
not until Muy 15. 1013. was the first 
parasite lu the body o f  a mosquito 
discovered. The Public Health Ser­
vice, therefore, concludes thHt m os­

quitoes lu the latitude o f the southern 
suites ord inarily  do not carry the in­
fection through the whiter. Tills dis­
covery Indicate* that protection from 
malaria may be secured by treating 
human carrier* with quinine iievlou* 
to the middle o f  May, thus prevent­
ing any in fection  from  chronic su f­
ferers reaching mo*i|UitiM-s and being 
transm itted by them to other ihthoiis.

Although quinine remain* the beat 
means o f treating malaria and I* also 
o f  mnrked lienefit in preventing in­
fection. tin- eradication o f  the disease 
as a whole rests upon the destruction 
o f tlie breedtug places o f  AnopbeUne 
mosquitoes. The Public llca lh  Mer- 
vice, therefore, I* urging a definite 
campaign o f  draining standing water, 
the filling o f  low places, and the re­
grading and training o f  streums where 
malarial mosquitoes breed. The ollbig 
o f  breeding places, and the stocking 
o f  streams w ith top fissling uiMhiow*, 
an- further recommended. The ser­
vice also gives advice regarding 
screening, and other preventive meas­
ure* a* a part o f  the educational cam ­
paign* conducted hi Hectiolis o f  ln- 
fectisl territory.

This study Is typical o f  the aclen- 
titie Investigation* which are being 
carried out by the Publte Health Ser­
vice. all o f  w hich have a direct bear­
ing ou eradicating the disease. The 
mularia work now Include* the co l­
lection o f  uiortddity data, malaria 
surveys, demonstration work, scleti- 
tJtlic field and laboratory studies, 
educational camiiatgn*. at--' sqectu! 
studies o f  ini|>outided water and 
drainage projeet*.

Ten |x*r cent o f  Hie deaths In the 

Ptilted Stales result from pneumonia, 
it Is estimated that during the past 
thirty days this rate has been doubled 
in some sections. Tuberculosis and 
heart disease, each causing one-ninth 
o f  nil fatalities, are the only disease* 
which outrank pneumonia am ong the 
legion o f  the men o f  death, but in 
certain cities pneumonia is steadily 
Increasing ami even has surpassed the 
mortality from tuberculosis. Seventy 
ix*r cent o f  all eases occur between
I Ms-ember and May. It 1* distinctly a 
cold weather Infection, seemingly 
brought by wintry blasts, but cap**-Kil­
ly prevalent during the winter season 
only because Its victims are render­
ed more susceptible at that time hy 
e.x|M*sure. deliberating Influence* ami 
the presence o f  pr*sll*|x>slng Infection*

Pneumonia priiiolimll.v affects those 
at the extremes o f  life, hilt no age l* 
exempt. It is Invariably a germ d i­
sease. The predls|*ostng ami excit­
ing organism* are so numerous that
II would be futile In attempt tlielr 
enumeration. Many o f  them art* con ­
stantly present In the mouths and 
throats o f  healthy person* and It Is 
only through the aid which we un­
wittingly extend to  them that they 
an* transformed from harmless organ­
ism* to one o f  man's most powerful 
enemies.

The presence o f  other diseases is 
the groat predisposing cause o f pneu­
monia. They propane the soil for In­
vasion. Holding lirst rank In this 
category Is influenza, the Increaaed 
Inoldnce o f  pneumonia at this time 
Ixdng largely due to the present epi­
dem ic o f  la grlp|x*. Individual* su f­
fering from this Infection are peculiar­
ly susceptible to respiratory com pli­
cations and should pnqierly observe 
every hygpnte rule. Inflammation o f 
the up|x-r air passages, pharyngitis, 
bronchitis, and tonsillitis, often pre­
dispose to the development o f  the 
disease, particularly ifuiong the aged 
and luflrtu. Tin* acute contagious d i­
seases o f  ehlldlKxsl, more es|xs-lally 
measles and w hixiplng cough, frequent 
ly prepare the way for pneumonia. 
Anyone w ho through neglect <*r can* 
lessne** |K-rmlt* the spread o f  these 
infection# i s , therefore o|x*n to the 
severest condem nation. Kxhao*tlug 
diseases o f  whatever nature. Is often 
sufficient to so reduce our resistance 
that we arc unable to  cope with or­
ganisms which should lx* easily over­
com e. and hence prodlspoue* to the In - 
fection .

D ebility, either temporary or 
chronic, developing from  any cause. 
Increases susceptibility. Because o f 
this the disease most often attacks 
those at the extremes o f  life Among 
dflllx-rntlng Influence# must lx* men- 
toned cold. ez|MMuro to  |x>netratlng 
winds, and the chilling o f Ixxly sur­
face* as a result o f  wetting.

The com bination o f  lack o f  fissi 
aud fatigue proves prath-ularly d is­
astrous during the winter season and 
Is a condition to be avoided whenever 
possible. Had housing, mental or 
physical Harassment, and overwork 
are alike the advance agents o f  the 
iNfectlon. O vercrowding. In street 
cars, theatres, aud other public place*. 
Is unquestionably In |>art responsible 
for  the spread o f  pneumonia In cities, 
a* far greater opportunity ia thu* o f ­
fered for the dissemination o f  the pro 
disposing diseases through Indiscrimi­
nate coughing and other meun* o f 
droplet Infection, aa well a* the dl- 
rqytly injurious effect* which Inevit­
ably result from exproure to such en ­
vironment. The overheating o f  rxmtns 
1* also seem ingly harmful Promts- 
rturns expectoration may be. and prob 
ably la. a factor in Infection and con-

A petiisl o f  warm weather 
that put* the owls In a growing state 
follow ed by a sudden freexe. will 
mnet likely prove dlatrnettvr. even 
though the mercury may not fall but 
a few degree* below the frvealng 
point. Itndden changes are the 
weather condition* to be dreaded In 
w inter oat grow ing In the aouth 
Many farm er, will observe dor 
tag the freextng o f the present winter ; 
that the oat* on a northern exposure 
remain unharmed, or hut alightly 
damaged, while those on an opposite 
southern exposure are either hilled 
outright. or seriously Injured A dlf 
fsrence o f  one or tw o day* In seeding, 
a difference In the preparation o f the

«HI, the different kind* o f crop* on the 
land the proceeding summer, fre­
quently make a great difference In 
their resistant power*.

The oat crop la too lm|M>rtant to be

Mr. Davis' advice to the fanner* 

I* to d iversify , replant the grain cro|w 
and cut the cotton acreage SO per i-ent 
In addition to  laat year's rut. The 
Com missioner today tanned the follow ­
ing warning to the farmers o f  Texas: 

" I f  w e are to avert the calamity 
that threatened us at the bcgtunlug o f 
laat year, and which we were enabled 
to do by the ro  operative diversifies 
lion o f  the permit the acreage threat 
enrol to  revert to a restoration and 
Increase o f  cotton, but must resow the 
destroyed grain aa Boon a* they can 
get to  the ground. It la not too late 
to replant hy prompt action, and to 
get as good, and as against this mis 
fortune, a better priced crop than we 
have Inal— at least per bushel Oats 
can be sown aa late aa March 10. and 
mature a good crop That has been

demonstrated more than once and can 
lie again.

"It  Is absolutely certain that a 
crop o f  cotton  at all Increased over 
Iasi year's would be a* disastrous as a 
full yield o f  Inst year's acreage would 
have been and It I* equally certain 
that a failure to restore the grain crop 
would result In loss that could, in 
every jMMalblllty, be recouped by 
promptly resowing. I f  we made a 
smaller yield w e would get a better 
price, for w hatever lie the course o f  
the European war the millions o f  
the belligerent countries will have to 
be fed for a year, even lu the event 
o f  |tence. before they can gather from 
the Helds, and they can not. under 
present condition*, obtain cotton If 
they may want it.

“ The most probable outcom e o f  de­
voting the abandoned grain land to an 
Increased cotton acreage 1* too ap|»ar- 
ent, even i f  It should grow but the 
acre yield o f  last year. W ith the in - 
creased acreage we would have a sur­
plus, and the yield Of last year was 
not small enough to yield us the price 
o f  the sm aller crop o f  lit lu. W e are 
more lu danger o f  a surplus than we 
have ever been aud It Is useless to 
talk or think o f anything like a valu­
able price with a crop larger than last 
year's. Failure, as a matter o f  fact, 
to diversify  lu all lines as we did last 
year. Hint restore the grain, will de­
stroy absolutely the source o f  pros­
perity o f  w hich we Ixinsted six weeks 
ago, and not only leave us destitute 
o f  what we raised for home consum p­
tion. but require us to |my for our sup 
plies wllh cheap cotton m oney."
