This was the last meeting at 
which Mrs. Seago served as sec­
retary o f the district, and she 
was given a life time Member­
ship in the Woman’s Mssionary 
society at the conference.

Miss Ruby Mashburn, head of 
this district’s home demonstration 
agents by extension from College 
Station, was in Memphis yester­
day and met with County Judge 
Jim Vallance and Judge A. C. 
Hoffman, county relief adminis­
trator, for the purpose o f discuss­
ing the installing o f a canning 
kitchen in Hall county.

The canning kitchen if  installed 
would be run in connection with 
the local relief administration, 
since Hall county does not have a 
county home demonstrator.

The canning kitchen phase o f 
relief work is a project sponsored 
by the Texas Relief commission.

Installed O ver S tate 
Canning kitchens are being in­

stalled all over the state, and are 
installed on the plan that the state 
pays part o f the expense and the 
county pays part.

“ Should a canning kitchen be 
installed in Memphis,”  Miss Mash- 
burn said, “ the state would pay 
between $200 and $300 toward 
the installation, which would leave 
some $150 to be provided by the 
county.

Citizens Back W ork
Miss Mashburn stated that in 

some of the counties in which 
canning kitchens were being put 
n the commissioners’ courts were 

paying the counties' parts, while 
in others a number of merchants 
and public spirited citizens bark 
the work.

The kitchens are installed for 
the purpose o f giving those on the 
relief rolls something to work on 
in order to receive relief, and at 
the same time give those who havr- 
vegetables, fruit or meat to can 
a comparatively cheap means of 
getting the fsnH canned.

Part in Food, M oney 
Under this plan, the relief work­

er is paid in food and in money. 
The person having the food can­
ned pays fo r its canning with 
part o f the food. The state fu r­
nishes the cans and pays the cash 
part o f the labor.

The counties furnish buildings 
in which to install the plants, 
lights, water, etc.

Court T o  Decide 
It is undecided as yet as to 

whether or not Memphis will get 
a canning kitchen. It will be taken 
up at the next meeting o f the 
county commissioners’ court.

Kitchens were recently installed 
by Miss Mashburn in Wilbarger, 
Ford, and Cottle counties.

RELIEF OFFICER 
GIVEN CHECK 

FOR $2,000
Sum Must Run Relief 

Work In County 
Until June 1

A check for $2,000 was receiv­
ed yesterday by Judge A. 0. H o ff­
man, county relie f administrator, 
to be used for direct relief in Hall 
county.

According to Judge Hoffman,
the money must run the county 
until June 1.

Four hundred and forty fami­
lies are on the relie f rolls here a t  
this time, which represents some
2,000 persons.

A fter deducting the expenses o f 
the relief office, $1,685.84 will be 
given to relief.

This means that each person de­
pendent upon relief will get 82 
cents in groceries to last him fo r 
the next two weeks.

No more funds will be received 
by the local administrator until 
June 1, and there is no assurance 
that funds will be received then, 
it was said.

The money is received from the 
Texas Relief commission in Aus­
