One Hundred Million Pounds of Cop-
per Used in 35,000,000 Shells Or.
dered by Allies in United States.

—

Up to date the warring allies of Ku-
rope have pluced orders for 35,000,000
shells fn the United States. This means
a lot of valuable metal golog to waste,
for these orders require u total of 101,
000,000 pounds of copper, 46,750,000
pounds of spelter and 173,250 pounds
of lead,

A British 18pounder, or 3.5inch
shrapnel, requires 5 pounds 9§ ounces
of brass, containing 66 to 70 per cent
of copper, or nearly 3% pounds, A
stall copper band around the shell
adds 43 ounces, making the total cop
per 404 pounds.  Spelter consumption
per shell of this slze Is anbout 187
pounds, Lead bhullets welghing 7.92
pounds constitute the metal load of the
projectile

One pound of copper Is used in mak
Ing 24 Lebel rifle eanridges, Every
125 of these cartridges consume |
pound of spelter and a small amount
of nickel, Steel consumption per shell
varies more widely with the different
types. A flnished 8.3-inch shell contains

be discontinued. Although hogs fortu-
aately are not susceptible to the many
Mseases that kill other classes of do-
mestic anlmals, yet feeding to swine
the carcasses of animals dead from In-
[fections and contagious diseases does
not rewove the danger to other ani-
mals. In many cases such a practice
I8 only & means of spreading disease,

The'ment of an animal whose death
was due to disease Is not fit food for
iny other animsl, Such meat |5 full of
the polsonous material produced and
lIherated by the action of disease
germs,  Undoubtedly in many
hogs suffer from digestive troubles
from this very cause. This condition
may be only temporary and pass une
noticed by the average hog owner,

Burning is the only sure method of
destroying a careass, Burying does not
destroy, It only removes, Feeding to
hogs does neither,

per Used in 35,000,000 Shells Or.

Up to date the warring allies of Ku-
rope have placed orders for 35000000
shelis In the United States, This means
a lot of valuable metal golng to waste,
for these orders require a total of 101,
000,000 pounds of copper, 46,750,000

Common Practice of Feeding Carcasses
Should Be Stopped.

By DI J. T. DINWOODIE, South Da-
kota Btate College.)
The common practice of feeding ear-

rasses to hogs is dangerous and should
be discontinued. Although hogs fortu-
antely are not susceptible to the many
Mseases that kill other classes of do-
mestic anlmals, yet feeding to swine
the carcasses of aplmals dead from In-
fectious and contagious diseases does
not rewove the danger to other ani-
mals. In many cases such a practice
s only a means of spreading disease,

Theiment of an animal whose death
was due to disease is not fit food for
iny other animsd, Such meat Is full of
the polsonous material produced and
(iberated by the action of
germs.  Undoubtedly in many
hogs suffer from digestive troubles
from this very cause. This condition
may be only temporary and pass un-
noticed by the average hog owner,

Burning is the only sure method of
destroying a carcass. Burying does not
lestroy, It only removes., Feeding to
hogs does neither.
