WH EN Gov. Marriner S. Eccles o f the Federal Re­
serve Boi^rd told the House Banking Committee 

that a redistribution o f income is in order in the Unit­
ed States, he helped to clarify a situation which has 
grown pretty confused.

Governor Eccles was careful to point out that it is 
income, and not capital, which needs re-dealing.

It is a point which ought to be kept in mind by 
all people who are casting wistful glances at any o f 
the current share-the-wealth movements.

A t the height o f the post-war boom, Governor Ec­
cles says, one-tenth o f one j>er cent o f the families at 
the top o f the income bst got as much as 42 per cent 
o f the families at the bottom.

They couldn’t possibly spend all their money. Most 
o f  it had to be invested.

But investing it simply meant that the money was 
used to stimulated production. The country’s capaci­
ty to produce was pushed ahead o f its capacity to buy.

Eventually we found ourselves floundering about in 
a  depression featured by that astounding contradic­
tion. want in the midst o f plenty.

Governor Eccles sees the remedy as a more equit­
able distribution o f incomes. This, he says, can be 
accomplished most effectively through income taxes. muT , '" '*  w»uh « »
