HE BUREAU of Agricultural Economics has an-
nounced that about 8 per cent of the domestic cot-
ton supply is consumed in the manufacture of auto-
mobile tires. Last vear 52589 bales of American

e Cowtui were used for tires

Cotton fabric in tires is a comparatively new use
for this Southern crop. It is a gradually increasing
use, as tires are much larger than a few years ago |
and more bus and truck tires are being manufactured.
Seientists have created a score of new uses, in the
last deeade, and the South is encouraging further ex-

perimentations as an effort to develop a wider con-|

sumption of this staple crop

However, along with this drive to widen consump-
tion through increased industrial uses must come a
successful drive to increase the stanle of the South’s
erop. Today 5 per cent of all the cotton used in the
manufanturc of tires is foreign grown because of the
need for long staple.

Passenger car tires fabric is made from cotton

gseven-eighths to one and one thirty-second inches

ong and even longer staple is used in making bus and
truck tires. If the South wishes to see more Ameri-
ean grown cotton used in tire manufacturing, and
other industrial uses, a concentrated effort must be
made to improve the staple of the crop.

Hall County producers have been advised of the
seriousness of the situation by agricultural and ex-
perimental authorities.
