It calls for a vast number of experi-
ments, so that science may know exactly what the
new serum will and will not do to persons into whose
bodies it is injected.

For such experiments, volunteers are needed. And
submitting one's self to tests of that kind isn’t exactly
the softest assignment in the world. For one never
knows, in advance, just what's going to happen.

Taking untried new serum into your veins is
like leaping off into the dark without knowing wheth-
er there is solid footing or a bottomless bog below.

Anyhow, the point of all this is that as soon as it
became known that Dy. Kolmer was working on this
serum. people began offering themselves as volun
teers for these experiments. Literally hundreds of
people called or wrote, asking that the experiments
be made on them.

Now it happens that the Philadelphia doctor isn’t
ready to accept any of these offers. First he wants
to submit a paper describing his serum to the Ame-
rican Medical Association. No actual inoculations will
be made untii after this body has had a chance to dis-

«cuss the entire project and pass on its merits.

But the mere fact that human beings by the hund-
reds were eager to come forward and let him try this
serum on their bodies is an extraordinary thing.
