Says Marvin Jones

Seed Is Used for Both Food 
And Feed ; Source o f Essen­
tial Cottonseed and Meal

Work on the farm-to-market 
highway that was started in Jan­
uary, 1939, is expected to be com­
pleted by Saturday, announced 
R. C. Shipley, superintendent for 
the Ernest Llovd Construction 
Company, contractor* on the job.

This completes a strip of paving 
that extends acrosa the country 
from the eastern part o f the 
United States. It is u direct route 
from Buffalo, N. Y. to Mulberry 
Creek 22 miles west o f Mem­
phis. It is hoped that after the 
war, the strip o f unpaved road 
from Mulberry to Silverton may 
be paved and that will make a 
connected paved loute from Buf­
falo to California.

In January, 1939, wa* started 
the grading and drainage work «■ 
twelve mile* o f right-of-way in 
Childress County. The work wa» 
continued into Hall County and 
the entire twenty-two mile* was 
graded and the concrete work 
was done.

In February o f thi* year, work 
wa* started on paving this »trip 
o f road. Cotutrui tion wa* asphalt 
topping on a caliche baae, making 
an all-weather highway. Caliche 
was obtained from two pita, one 
about four miles east o f town and 
the other about halfway between 
Memphis and the eastern end o f 
the road About thirty-five dump 
»rucks were used in hauling tha 
materials. •

Restrictions on cotton produc- , 
tion for 1944 have been removed. 
War Food Administrator Marvin 
Jones this week advised Represen­
tative Batman o f Texas because 
o f wartime demand* for cotton­
seed products and more o f the 
better grades and longer staple 
fibre.

Replying to a query from a 
constituent of Batman’s, Jones 
said in a letter that there were 
adequate supplies o f lower grade 
and short staple cotton fibre hut 
that supplies o f middling and bet­
ter grades and 16/I6ths and long­
er staple are becoming short be­
cause of wartime demands.

Jones added that "many people 
do not understand that two-third* 
o f the cotton by weight it seed, 
and only one-third is lint. The 
seed i* used for both food and 
feed. It i* a source o f cottonseed 
oil, which is so essential at this 
time, and also supplies cottonseed 
meal, which is an important source : 
o f  high protein feed and is used j 
as a concentrate in mixed feed 

"It is feed to livestock gener- j 
ally and thus help* solve our pre­
sent problem. Nothing 1* wasted. | 

“ Even the hulls are used for 
feed, and now most o f them go | 
into the manufacture o f synthetic 
rubber. The linters from the seed 
are used for war explosives.”

Jones said that for the past sev­
eral years farmer* have planted 
less cotton than the national al­
lotment. The 143 allotment called 
for 3,000,000 acres more than 
last year, he added, but actually 
about 1 1-2 million acre* le*s was 
planted. This was the smallest 
acreage in 48 years, he said.

Restriction* on both the 1943 
and 1944 crop were lifted early in 
July.
