GOOD ROADS BOOSTERS HERE.

Several Cara Loaded W Mb New Mexico

Arrived Monday Night

Many Houses are Blown Down and Crops Over W ide Area are 

Destroyed, Loss will Reach Several Hundred Thousand
Dollars in This Vicinity

The territfic rain and hail storm, or storms, which covered this section last Sunday nijrht, took a 

heavy toll. Etheridge Lewellen, a young man of 25, was killed at the Browder ranch and little 
Lloyd Smith, son of Mr. and Mi's. Dan Smith, at the old Pot-Hooks headquaters, two miles from 
the Browder place, had his skull crushed and broken, perhaps fatal injuries. The houses on both 
places were completely wrecked and blown to pi eces. The home of J. A. Scott, in the western part 
of Memphis, was blown down; both Mr. and Mrs. Scott being in the building at the time. Mr. Scott 
received a severe but not serious injury to his left eye and Mrs. Scott was hurt but little. That 
these two people, who are quite aged, escaped without serious injury seems remarkable. Num­
erous buildings in Memphis, including one brick business house were seriously damaged and num­
erous houses, barns and out buildings oyer a territory thirty miles wide were blown away or 
wrecked. Aside from these damages the loss of crops from the hail will reach hundreds of thou­
sands in this immediate vicinity. A considerable part of this latter loss was wholly or partially cov 
ered by insurance; claims for over $150,000 in crop losses have been filled here. A larger per cent 
of farmers are said to have crop insurance this year than ever before. F. S. Conn, who lived six 
Uiiles west of Wellington, was killed by the storm Sunday night and his wife and son are reported 
to be badly, perhaps fatally injured. A ll telephone and telegraph connection to the east, west 
and north was severed by the storm. In point of damage and area covered this was. undoubtly, 
the worst storm in the history of this section.

Regular Breeders With Large Litter* 
and Who Take Good Care of Pigs 

Are Proper Ones to Keep.

Sow* that are regular .breeder* j 
farrow large Utters and take good 
rare of the little pig*, should be I 
kept until they fall to be good pro- | 
diners The prlnrtpal test of whetb j 
er a sow is a good milker or not la 
the thrift of her pig*, and her con | 
dttlon while tuckllng them. If they ' 
thrive, and she eat* liberally and 
keeps in good health and digestion, 
and at the same time become* a lit j 
tic tbln while auralng her pig*. It 
is pretty good evidence that *he la 
a good mother and should be kept < 
a* leva a* her usefulness lasts

A tegular breeder and a good 
mo'her I* worth fully $50, and is a vol­
uble erlmal
The young brood sow usually 1m j 

proves as she matures, so that betteT j 
results may be expected the second 
vear.

Why not lake the little fellows tn 
hand when they are small, easily 
handled and quick to learn’  Blip the 
halter on the colt occasionally and by 
slow degree* get It accustomed to 
leading up. when the lead strap Is 
tightened and you move.

HOUSEFLY NESTS IN 
FILTH- KELP TO 

K IU  HIM
The housefly is s foul and dangerous 

little pest The female lays her eggs 
In manure. In human excrement or In 
the flesh o f dead and rotting animals, 
never anywhere else. The eggs hatch 
Into maggots and the maggots feed on 
the filth until they sprout wings and 
become flies The flies swarm Into 
our homes, bringing with them the 
germs of many diseases—especially 
typhoid, consumption and dysentery 
—which they deposit on our food

Many o f our homes were saddened 
last year by death resulting from dis­
eases spread by files. Therefore the 
U> usefly is our deadly enemy and we 
ought to kill him off as far as possible 
before warm weather cornea. To do 
thta effectually will require the co-op 
aratton of the whole community. 
Cleanliness, generally speaking. Is the 
fly's greatest enemy, but If one man 
cleans up bis place—removing all 
barnyard filth, keeping garbage cans 
covered, ate.—and bis neighbors on 
slther side do not follow suit, the one 
man will not be protected from flies 
and disease

This war on flies is a Job for the 
whole town, and It is a big one It la 
•uggeeted that our local authorities or 
some of our active citizens call s meet­
ing and make plans at once to start 
the campaign for fly extermination. 
Let ua enlist the aid of the health of- 
fleers, the physicians, the merchants, 
the lawyers, the mechanics, the wotn- 
*t> and the boys and girls

It will be necessary to have a num­
ber of committees to look after th* 
many angles of the work and see that 
proper preventive measures are taken 
to remove the opportunities for flies 
lo lav eggs and hatch them Swatting 
the fly is Ineffective- -you only kill 
»oe fly at a awst Hut If you begin 
earlier by spraying manure piles and 
the contents of outhouse vaults with 
kerosene or with chloride of lime, so 
that fly egg* wilt not hatch in these 
maaaes you prevent the birth of mil­
lions of flies

The state board of health will be 
(lad to send us all kinds of Informa­
tion helpful in carrying on a fly war. 
if our local doctors have none on hand. 1 
After the campaign organisation Is 
formed, about the first thing to do Is 
to get reliable Information and put It 
in the bands of our people

SUM M ER CROP  

IRISH PO T A T O E S

Easy lo Grow Second Crop o f Irish 
Potatoes. I hrough Preparation 

Necessary to Success.

By U. H. Oarrvii. Agronomist Kx- 
11'avion Service Agricultural and Mec- 
hanical College o f Texas.

It is a growing practice through - 
out the Southeru States to grow a 
aacnn t or fall crop o f Irish potatoes. 
The increasing popularity o f the Irish 
potato as a staple article o f diet and 
the ease with which this aecoud crop 
should commend to the Texas fa r­
mers the growing of a fall crop o f 
Irish potatoes

The second crop is usually planted 
on the same laud where the first crop 
grew or where cucumbers or some 
other early crop grew Many use 
seed from the tlrst crop, hut seed from 
other sources cau be used. Use an 
early variety Irish Cobbler Is one 
o f the popular early v ariettas. It w ill 
require front !•« to 139 daya U> mature 
a crop, much depending U|K*n the 
amount o f rainfall during the grow ­
ing period Plant lo take advantage 
o f the rainfall o f  the season Some 
growers In Texas recommend June 
planting Such early plauttng. It Is 
claimed, tend-* to overcome the sea­
sonal dlsadvautagiw

The greatest disadvantage to over 
come Is the lack o f moisture The 
planting and the cultivation o f the 
fall crop w ill differ from the planting 
Then. I f  obtaiuable. cover the whole 
field with a mulch about three luebes 
deep o f  straw or other coarse Utter 
Then all future cultivation w ill cou- 
sist in band pulling what few  weed* 

1st. Sprouting the seed before 
planting until the itotatocs come up 
sad the cultivation o f the first crop 
he materially aided by

2nd. Plant and cultivate mi the 
level. Level cultivation the better 
enables the grower to matutain a 
mulch to conserve his moisture Plant 
about six Inches deep on deeply prv 
pared land and roll the soil In cover 
iag. If possible I f  covered with a 
hoe walking behind the hoe w ill serve 
the purpose o f rolling the soli.

3rd. A t all coats, maintain a good 
mulch.
