AMARILLO, Nov. 30 On the 
rolling plains o f Texas, farmers I 
are spreading water over fields | 
with a terrace system that op er-; 
ules like an old-fashioned syrup 
pan, the Soil Conservation Service! 
reports. Essentially the “ syrup 
pan”  is a modification o f the 
ordinary terrace system for water 
conservation on comparatively 
level areas.

Instead o f  a series o f  channels 
leading across a slope to a pro­
tected outlet, the “ syrup pan”  
system is in effect a system o f  
terrace-like structures that gather 
lu n off water from adjacent rough 
range lands and conduct it over 
more level cultivated fields. In 
this way, it spreads water much 
as cane juice is spread over th‘- 
bottom o f a syrup vat.

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THIS WEEK the Memphis Chamber of Commerce, 
* through the cooperation of Memphis retail firms, 
attempted to launch an intense trade-at-home patro­
nage drive. Such a drive is not entirely new in the 
realms of smaller cities, whose merchants often suf­
fer the loss of their own patrons to near-by cities. 
Since the beginning of better highway construction 
such a trend in trading away from home has been 
active.

Even though such conditions have been existing 
for many years, and even though merchants, news­
papers and civic leaders have preached "Trade at 
Home," in their most forceful efforts, the practice 
has never been completely halted . . . and |>erhaps 
never will be.

Many times they are 
entirely innocent of the local merchant’s stock be­
cause he has failed to advise them that he has the 
exact article in his store at perhaps even less money.

In part, some merchants have permitted this trade- 
away-from-home trend to exist, through their failure 
to encourage local patronage both in advertising and 
rendering prompt service once the customer has 
called at the store. To make a drive the success it 
should be, both the customer and the merchant must 
w’ork together more than ever before.

Memphis shoppers have l>een invited to trade in 
other cities through advertising and have been greet­
ed warmly and encouraged to return again and again. 
Once the trend has started it will Ik* hard to stop . . . 
all the editorials in the world will do no good, unless 
backed up by invitations of merchants.

UNEMPLOYED ESTIMATED AT 264.000

P1 h a s  BEEN PREDICTED that Texas’ unem­
ployed total will be approximately 264.000. when 

the final figures of the Federal census is announced. 
This estimate will give Texas a ranking of eleventh 
in the United States. The estimate, computed on a 
state population of 6,150,000, ^ives Texas an equiva­
lent of 4.3 of its total population on the unemployed 
list. Considering the size of Texas as compared with 
Ohio, Indiana, Michigan and other states with larger 
unemployed rolls, the estimate places this state ex­
ceedingly high in economic revival.

The normally unemployed in Texas is about 18,450.

W ASHINGTON. Nov —The

the cost of the new farm legis­
lation. there will be much differ­
ence of opinion over whether It 
should be paid for by processing 
taxes or by a general sales tax.

Chairman Marvin Jones of the 
House Agriculture Committee ts 
in favor of a processing tax. 
while Chairman Ellison D Smith 
o f the Senate Agriculture Com­
mittee ts opposed to this method 
It is fairly representative of eon-

(SECRETARY of Agriculture 
Henry Wallace and agricul­

ture officials believe a processing 
tax is the way out With the as­
surance that there will be $500,- 
000.000 to spend on the farm pro­
gram and the fore-knowledge 
that it will cost trom $250,000 000 
to $500,000,000 more to complete 
the program, they reason that a 
processing tax would raise the 
necessary fund* by building up 
the consumer-price of commodi­
ties for which the market price 
is low.

To objections that this ts un­
fair to the consumer their an­
swer Is that any price increase 
is a tax on the consumer but 
that It ts better for the consumer 
In the end to be required to pav 
Vfc cent more for a loaf of bread 
because a processing tax on 
wheat had been Imposed, than to 
pay a sales tax of 1 cent mote 
for every loaf of bread This 
widespread tax on sales they in­
sist boosts the price of farm prod­
ucts and manufactured articles 
alike, and in many cases in­
creases prices which are already 
unreasonably high.

There Is provision in the Sen­
ate bill for payments to farmers 
who cooperate tn soil conserva­
tion programs, and its authors 
claim for the law that It will 
provide an adequate and bal­
anced flow of cotton, wheat, corn, 
tobacco and rice in interstate and 
foreign commerce The methods 
suggested fot achieving that end 
so closely resemble those em­
ployed In the outlawed Agricul­
tural Adjustment Act that the 
question of Its constitutionshtv 
Is certain to be brought up fre­
quently in the ftght ahead
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UPON tlis fellowship of Christ

With bet­
ter opportunities they might have 
been heroes.”

Where are many o f  our Mem­
phis young men after they get to ! 
be lit? Not in Memphis. The 
bigger town, that’s where! Couldn’ t j 
Memphis have them a few years 
longer if our citizens would think; 
of them as"business and social as-j 
sets, and give more time and 
thought to the natural desires of  ̂
youth for a greater social life f ° r ( 
them ?

Boys like pleasures They want 
to be in some social life, whether 
it be good or bad. If not directed 
very carefully, it is likely to be 
bad.

We like to hang around to­
gether, the same as the men do. 
Il does us good as youths, also as 
a man, to be alone at certain 
times, and on certain occasions, 
but we know also that when we 
are together, that we create an 
atmosphere which bring.: us closer 
together, in unity and in fellow­
ship, and it helps us to become 
better acquainted and learn to like 
each other more.

Thus men o f Memphis have such 
organizations that tend to do these 
things. For instance, they have the 
Rotary Club. Country Club, Cham­
ber o f Commerce, American Le­
gion, and Masonic Lodge.
