COMMUNITY, COUNTY WILDLIFE 
ASSOCIATIONS ARE ORGANIZED

About 2,000,000 acres of Tex­
as farm and ranch lands have been 
included in community and coun- 
tv-wide game management asso­
ciation* within the last year, K. 
F. Callender, wild life extension 
specialist at Texas A. A M. college, 
today reported to the Texas Game 
Fish and Oyster commission.

Farmers joining the associa­
tions agree to make efforts to pro­
vide adequate food and cover for 
game specie* iAi their land, and to 
protect the supply so that seed 
stock may be left after a shooting 
season. In areas where there is 
no game or fish, landowners will 
In supplied seed stock by the game 
commission if proper habitats can 
l>e afforded and to the extent 
that seed stock is available.

The landowner may be compen­
sated by charging sportsmen for 
hunting or fishing privileges.

Callender said the program, 
started a little over a year ago. 
already is proving o f  great econ­
omic benefit to many farmer*, 
end is being welcomed by sports­
men. The lattel, he said, liaV'C not

objected to paying for hunting 
and fishing right*, realizing that 
if  landowners do not produce crops 
o f game and fish there will be vir­
tually no hunting and fishing in 
some parts o f the state.

"W e  regard the owner o f the 
land as the key man in wildlife 
conservation,”  Callender said, lie 
produces the game and he must 
lie paid for it. We were brought 
up to think it right and proper 
to hunt and fish on the other fe l­
low's land for nothing, but that 
attitude is being changed. With 

' free hunting, the supply o f  game 
and fish dwindled enormously. 
When we get the farmers to tend 
to their game crops like they tend 
to their other crops, the wildlife 
supply will increase and the farmer 
will be better o f f  financially.*’ 

The associations are being or­
ganized locally by county agents.

C E V E R A L  Y E A R S  AGO an advertising man was 
— employed by The Democrat to help in selling adver­
tisements for a special edition that The Democrat was 
preparing to publish.

Since the 
advertising man was new here, we asked him what 
about the city impressed him most. Without glanc- 
■lg down this column, what do you think he said?

He stated that the thing which impressed him most 
was the hospital facilities offered by a town the size 
of Memphis. W e had never thought much about this 
before, but we could readily see his point, and we 
wrote a story about the modern hospital facilities 
which the town boasted.

The thing which reminded us of this incident was 
a brief editorial in the Floyd County Hesperian last 
week: “Just a sort of rough estimate on the amount 
of money that leaves Floyd County monthly for hos­
pital hills, gives figures that are almost astounding 
and a partial answer to tl^e question of where does 
all the money go fpr a big wheat or cotton crop. 
Floyd County people are sending their broken bones 
to he mended, their hojielessly ill to die, their oj>era- 
tions to be performed by the thousands of dollars 
worth every month, to Plainview, Lubbock, Ama­
rillo, Dallas, and Fort W orth."

W hile there are some persons who take their ills to 
out-of-town specialists, the large majority of persons 
in this vicinity look to local physicians in time of 
sickness.

ATTACH  D O N LEY \NI> COLLING SW OR TH ?

[\ A V ID  M W A R R E N , Editor and F’ublisher of the 
U  Panhandle Herald, came out recently with a hold 
editorial showing how a large amount of taxes could 
be saved through county consolidation. While Mem­
phis ami Hall County would probably favor a con­
solidation such as Editor Warren suggests, there 
would be other counties who would actively fight such 
consolidation. And the sole reason that Hall County 
would probably favor the combining of county gov­
ernments is that this county would be benefited—

Here is the editorial:
County consolidation is a subject that will be 

brought up more and more in future years, but it is 
going to take a long time to get anywhere with the 
movement.

People are proud of their small uniLs of county 
government. Consolidation may enable some sav­
ings, but it is evident now that the people would 
rather pay more taxes and have counties about the 
present size. However, there should be more con­
solidation of tax units w ithin the counties.

Some of the im|x>rtant cities are it the edge of the 
counties, and consolidations could be effected, but the 
counties with smaller population probably would not 
like to be dominated by the ones with more people.

For instance, Amarillo is at the edge of Potter 
County and spreads into Randall, but the latter 
county would not like to be run by Amarillo.

That practically holds true for Dallam and Hart­
ley counties, as Dalhart is on the line.

Borger is in the south part of Hutchinson County, 
but Carson would not like to be attached to that 
county. Neither would Carson like to be a part of 
Gray County with Pampa as the county seat.

Memphis is in a corner and possibly could serve 
Hall. Donley, and Collingsworth counties. But Mem­
phis would never do it with the consent of Deskins 
Wells of the Wellington leader and Sam Braswell of 
the Clarendon News or J. C. Estlack of the Donley 
County Leader.

Deaf Smith is a big county and Hereford is at the 
edge, and could possible serve Parmer and Castro 
counties. Or possibly Friona could be made into a 
county seat to serve both Deaf Smith and Parmer 
counties. And there is Vega in the southern part of 
Oldam County that could he made a county seat for 
Oldom and Deaf Smith counties.

Wheeler and Collingsworth counties could be joined 
with a court house at Shamrock.

Consolidation will never take place with local votes.

It will take legislative enactment to make this kind
of consolidation and tax economy. This paper is not
favorable to county consolidation now because it 
would cause too much ill will among people who should
be friends.
