The present Hall County Fair 
association is the successor to a 
similar institution formed in 1916, 
which died from inaction foroed 
hv conditions during the war |per­
iod.

The original organisation was 
the result of the indefatigable e f­
forts o f A. \V. Head, who was then 
serving as secretary of the Mem­
phis Com mere hi I Club. Having 
made a thorough study o f the mat­
ter during his long service as a 
comnservial secretary Mr. .Head 
had become convinced that the 
county fair was the one beat in­
stitution for bringing about the 
friendly eo-operation o f the people 
of the whole county necessary for 
the up-building of the country; 
and his enthusiasm and energy in 
the work was unbounded. In fact 
the break-down in his health, re. 
suiting in his death, was probab­
ly directly due to hts unremitting 
toil for the success o f this institu­
tion.
