Laws On L'snry.

All of which Introduce* the sub­
je c t Everyone—even those who
possess the most rudim entary con­
ception* of the laws of business, 
know that the legal rate of interest 
Is 6 per cent. Anyone who attempts 
to extort more than this amount Is 
punished according to the laws of 
the state In which he resides. In

Pennsylvania a usurer only loses cb •
amount of hi* In ter»« . but In New 
York and Delaware he stand* ready
to lose both principal and Interest 
Elsewhere th* punishm ent la fines
and Imprisonment The legal rate of 
Interest tn Pennsylvania 1» 6 per
cent, although some state« allow 
more. In Alabama. Alaaka and 
Florida It Is t  per cent, and In New 
Mexico It la 10. Paw nbrokers are 
the only people who a re  legally per­
mitted to charge a la r .e r  rate.

New Mexico. Texas and Delaware 
permit your uncle to take  10 per cent 
a month.

Today the ancient prejudice 
against Interest no longer ha* root 
In th* moral consciousness of the 
people, except tn the case of loan 
•barks and those who would oppress 
tbe poor.

Today the law against a 6 per cent 

Interest Is broken a thousand times 
* day and no one complains. Bank* 
business houses, people of standi ru- 
do not hold fast to  ft* rules. Would 
you feel any compunction were you 
able to get 10 per cent on your mon­
ey* Indeed the conception has grown 
up that money Is a  commodity to be 
secured at whatever ra te  Is possible 
In ordinary Instances when the usual 
collateral U offered. 6 per cent 
should suffice, but there are  other 
times when a much larger tntereat 
may Justifiably be asked.

Take the case of a business man 
Because of hi* position he see» a 
possibility of making a large sum of 
money If he can In some way secure 
the necessary capital. All his avail­
able fund* are tied up tn stock and It 
looks as though he will have to pas* 
up this opportunity. He cannot go to 
a bank for a loan because while he 
can offer splendid possibilities he has 
no collateral.

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WHEN IS A  MAN INTOXICATED?

THE 11« of those who have sac­
rifices for science Is a long 
and glorious on*, but bav* 

you heard about tbe six college stu­
dents who helped to  settle the ques­
tion: "When Is a man Intoxicated V

It might seem that a piece of re­
search of thia particular sort would 
bo * carnival affair, and that tbe sub­
ject* of the test* would be selected 
from * long list of eager volunteers, 
asking no pay for their services 
The fact is. the experiment was s 
grilling experience, and the men who 
took port In it fully earned the sal­
aries they drew for two weeks of 
scientific drinking 

Dt H L  Hollingworth. of Colum­
bia University, who made a new re­
port on this experiment at the re 
coot meeting of the American Psy­
chological Association, has for some 
rears been Interested In the effect 
of drugs and Intoxicants on individ­
uals. He noted that In police and 
rtminai courts wMneeeee are  usual 

•y depended upon to  determine the 
point of whether or not a prisoner 
was Intoxicated at the time of his 
alleged misconduct He wondered 
Just how accurate such testimony 
was. Would the opinion of tbs pris­
oner accused of drinking assuming 
be told the tru th  be more correct 
than the opinions of those who ob­
served his behavior * Would scientific 
tests be more sensitive in detecting 
drunkenness than the opinions of 
either? And a r e a l  there degree* and 
shades of Intoxication anyway? Even 
medical experts sometimes disagree 
when they tastlfy as to whether *n 
Individual had been under the Influ­
ence of alcohol. *

their intelligence, speed, motor ooc- 
trol, pulse rate, accuracy. Judgment 
and power of concentration These 
tests furnished records of their abili­
ties in normal circumstances.

When noon came luncheon was set 
before them. Some days they had 
only w ater or lemonade to  drink. On 
other days they were given from one 
to nine bottles of 2.75 per cent beer 
On still other days they drank con­
tro l beer, that Is. beer which con­
tained everything except the 2.75 per 
cent alcohol. When large quantities 
of liquid were served th* doses were 
scattered through one or two hours. 
Crackers and other solid food and 
coffee sometimes accompanied the 
test luncheon.

Drank for Two Weeks.
The men were never told what the 

glasses contained. They simply 
drank and went back to tbe tests— 
unless the drinking program  of tbe 
day was too much for them. When 
th* dose# ran up to nine pint bottles 
several of tbe subjects became nau­
seated and were too 111 to bunt for 
keyholes or to engage In memory 
games with tbe experim enter

These largest doses of beer were 
considerably more than any Individ­
ual. however th irsty , wood be like­
ly to imbibe tn an afternoon for 
pleasure. But for the purpose of the 
experiment they were necesary. The 
2 75 per cent beer was so much 
weaker than the old-fashioned 9 per­
cent beverage that many people 
doubted its ability to Intoxicate. In 
order to be fairly sure of th* pos­
sibility of getting his subjects under 
the Influence of alcohol, the profes­
sor thought It best to have several 
long distance drinking bouts.

Each of the six subjects agreed not 
only to drink whatever was set be­
fore him. but also to keep a diary 
during tbe two weeks At th* end 
of a day, he recorded w hether or not 
he thought he had had any alcofiol 
that day. and what his physical con­
dition had been, and bow be had felt 
while taking th* testa.

While thee* men were experienc­
ing and reporting on their own Intox­
ication. three assistant* were kept 
busy observing the behavior of tbe 
drinkers. And all day long ths tests 

by tbe subjects  were pfltng up

When the two weeks were over a 
group of Judges was selected to com­
pare the accuracy of tke three meth­
ods of diagnosing drunkenness. They 
were not told on which days tbe men 
had been given alcohol, but they 
were requested to decide on tbe basis 
of the reports of the witnesses and 
the drinkers, whether or not the men 
bad alcohol on each given day.

Opinion of Witness I ureliable.
The verdict was that the opinion 

of witnesses Is the least reliable of 
tbe three methods. Wltneasees were 
not able to detect tbe effect of me­
dium-sized doses of alcohol—three 
or four bottle* of the weak beer. They 
were sure of Intoxication only In 
cases where a t least five or six bot­
tles had been taken. The subjects 
themselves did better. They felt and 
described th* effects of three and 
four bottles, which led Dt. Holling­
worth to conclude that "alcohol af­
fects the feelings before It affects 
the grossly observable conduct." 
Only tbe technical tests registered 
the effect of the sm allest doses. A 
man who had drunk even one or two 
bottles of weak beer made a poorer 
record tn tests requiring mental con­
centration or muscular control. 
Dr. Hollingworth’* way of putting It 
Is that "there Is impairment to a 
measurable degree In ratio with th* 
amount of the dose."

Difference* Between Individuals.
By this statem ent he doee not mean 

that a given amount of alcohol would 
affect every one to the same m eas­
urable extent. He made some in ter­
esting observations on the differences 
between Individuals, and In general 
the following conditions were found:

The more intelligent the person 
the lees he is affected by alcohol.

Tbe person J r  ho takgs regular ex­
ercise is less affected by Intoxicant* 
than the one who Is physically unfit

The larger sized Individual Is less 
affected than the smaller.

To explain the last statem ent first, 
th# person haring greater bodily 
weight has more tissue to absorb the 
Intoxicant and consequently the In­
tensity of the effect Is lower than I* 
* small person.

It was to he expected that physical 
fitness would he an aid la throwing 
off the effect* ef alcohol. But that 
Intelligence should also real«  tntox
