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Pasture May 
,ocal Farmers

With the prevailing short feed 
crop and present feed reserves ex­
hausted or almost so it will be 
necessary' that almost every farm 
have some 'vinter pasture if  there 
is any fall moisture at all.

The most common winter oas- 
ture crops in this area ure winter 
wheat and winter barley. Either of 
these crops may be planted in Sep­
tember and ahould afford pasture | 
for livestock from the latter part 
o f October until May. A t the pric­
es that will undoubtedly bo charg 
ed for feed this year pasture of 
this kind will mean a tremendous 
saving for the farmer. These pas­
ture crops may be planted on land 
designated as rented acres under 
the cotton reduction contract.

The loans that may be made to 
farmers for the purchase of seed 
wheat will be limited in Hall 
county dure to the fact that this 
county has had a very small wheat 
acreage and the cotton contract 
limits acreage o f crops planted 
for sale (which are designated in 
the act as basic commodities) to 
the acreage which has been plant­
ed on the farm in previous years.

Farmers may obtain loans to 
plant winter barley and may sell 
what ever barley that might be 
produced on the land after the 
stock has been taken otf.

HAIL ELIGIBLE 
TO RECEIVE 
CROP LOAN

Farmers May Get Aid 
fo r  Fallowing Or 

Winter Seed
Counties on secondary drouth 

lists are eligible to receive emer­
gency crop loans for general pur­
poses and for summer fallowing 
and purchase seed for winter 
wheat, rye or barley. An an- 
nounceni. nt just received bby the 
county ugent indicates that Hall 
county will be eligible for such 
loans under the present classifica­
tion of the county as a secondary 
drouth area. These loans also in­
clude loans for feed for livestock.

T hose loans are not to exceed 
$250 to any one individual ex­
cept for the purpose o f summer 
fallow. Loans will be made only 
to applicants who do not have 
other afailable sources o f credit, 
and any farmer applying for a 
loan in excess of $150 must sub­
mit written evidence frm a pro­
duction credit association that his 
application for a loan of approxi­
mately the same amount has been 
rejected. The crop loans will be 
secured by liens on the crop f i ­
nanced and loans for feed or for 
livestock will be secured by mort­
gages on the livestock.

Terrace In Time 
Saves Farm Land
Farmers who wouldn't think of 

losing money by wearing trousers 
with holes in the pockets are los­
ing money and are being robbed 
when rains carry fertile topsoil 
off their cultivated fields and wash 
gullies in tillable lands, says A. 
T. Holman, o f the United States 
Bureau of Agricultural Engineer­
ing.

Soil losses measured for 1933 at 
the Federal Erosion Farm at Beth­
any, Mo., on terraced and unter­
raced corn fields, show & soil loss 
more than seven times as great on 
the unterraced areas— 27.1 tons 
an acre from unterraced com 
fields, 3.X tons from terraced corn 
fields.

Holman, who made the measure­
ments, calculates that erosion at 
this rate will strip 7 inches o f pro­
ductive topsoil from the unterrac­
ed fields in about 35 years. I f  the 
land is terraced, the losses will be 
reduced by 86 percent, and it 
would take about 260 years to 
strip the land if it were kept con­
tinuously in corn.

Terraces may be constructed 
with simple equipment during 
slack times when men and teams 
would be idle. They cost little cash 

, if the farmer has his own equip- 
■ ment and power. Good fertile 
lands may be terraced quickly 
and easily, but steep rough gullied 
area require relatively large ex­
penditures o f time and consider­
ably more money.

Fill cucumbers with mix­
ture and cover with buttered 
crumbs. Put into a battered bak­
ing dish, add a few tablespoons wa­
ter and bake in a moderate oven 
for forty-five minutes, until cu­
cumbers are tender. Serve with to­
mato sauce.

You can stuff and bake carrots, 
too. Bake them covered until 
tender, then remove the cover and 
brown the tops o f the stuffings.

There are two method? of at­
tacking chlorosis. (1 the actual 
mechanical application o f iron in­
to or on the plant and (2 soil 
treatment to render the iron al­
ready in the soil available to the 
plant.

Under Texas conditions most 
chlorotic plants will respond to 
treatment o f the soil with iron 
sulphate (coperas). The best ap­
plication is one part copperas to 
from one to five parts super-phos­
phate or manure applied in holes 
a foot deep and one inch in di­
ameter, filling each bole. These 
holes are scattered around the 
plant from a few inches in the 
case o f small plants to three to six 
feet in the case o f trees, the num­
ber o f holes varying with the size 
o f the plant. Usually about one 
pound iiT^rnpprras fo r each mrb n* 
diameter o f the tree trunk is suf­
ficient. In the case o f roses or oth­
er shrubs four holes a foot away 
from the plant should be sufficient.

Sulphur and manure supple­
mented by iron sulphate may also 
be effective in correcting the soil 
conditions that cause iron starva­
tion. Pulverize sulphur with ma­
nure should be worked into the top 
•oil about the plant end allowed to 
undergo oxidation for several 
months after which the iron sul­
phate super-phosphate mixture is 
aoplied Such a treatment will or­
dinarily remove the nood for spray, 
ing.

Treatment o f the plants with 
iron is quite successful. A gener­
ous spraying o f the leaves, leav­
ing no spots unsprsyed, with s 
solution o f on» pound of copperas 
to three or four gallons of water 
will furnish the leaves with iron 
and cause them to take on a green 
Color. When the foliage is tender 
this may be too strong.

HUM ANITY TAKES UR JUVENILE JUSTICE

behind THE SCENES IN

HEALTH WHOiwwFIRSTp
IN AMERICA /

T H E R E  is a certain large American city which |>oss-
esser an enlightened and active juvenile court. Not 

long ago one of the city's newspapers set out to com­
pare the way youthful offenders are handled by this 
court with the way similar offenders were handled 
before the court, was established.

What was learned worth repeating here as an 
object lesson.

Consider the casp of Jimmie, for instance; Jimmie, 
the 11-year-old who kept running away from home 
and who said he, was going to go on doing it.

The juvenile court authorities had a talk with Jim­
mie. They found out that he ran away from home, 
very simply, because he was unhappy there. He felt j 
that he wasn’t getting the breaks; his older brothers j 
lay abed late and had nothing to do after they did 
get up, but Jimmie was routed out at 6 every, morn­
ing and kept at a routine o f household drudgery all 
day long. He had ho time to play and he got precious! 
little love or attention.

So the court’s first step was to give Jimmie a room 1 
in the juvenile detention home— a clean, up-to-date 
building surrounded by playgrounds and equipped 
with books, toys, and so on. not in the least like a jail.

While Jimmie stayed there, enjoying life for a 
change, court officers went to his home and began 
'the job of straightening out things with his parents 
so that, when he came hack, he could have something 
like a normal boyhood and something like a fair breax 
in the division of family duties.

The reporter who learned all of this, having seen 
how a lad like Jimmie fares when an enlightened and 
conscientious juvenile court looks after him, then 
tried to find out what used to happen to such boys 
a decade or more ago, before the court was function- <
in g - '

The contrast is enlightening.
Ten years ago the cop who picked Jimmie up would 

have lugged him o f f  to jail, forthwith. The only ques­
tioning he got would have been from policemen; he; 
would have spent some time in an unclean cell, in 
close proximity to dwinks, aged vagabonds, pick­
pockets and all the other hits of human driftwood that 
land in the police lockup.

Eventually he would have gone back home— carry­
ing a stigma. His parent« would have paddled him, 
the neighborhood children would have teased him, 
nothing would have been done to alleviate his un­
pleasant home conditions—and, in all probability, by 
this time he would have developed into a full-fledged 
«>utlaw, an enemy of meiety made bitter by society’s 
injustice. , , ,

if  any member o f your family has 
had it. In other words, you in­
herit some defect o f structure, 
perhaps related to the pancreas 
or some other glands.

I f  your family, therefore, ha? j 
had a history o f diabetes, you 
should be particularly on your 
guard agaipst various constitu­
tional factors related to this dis­
ease. You should have regular | 
examinations o f the excretions of 
the bladder at least once every 
six months, to detect the presence ( 
o f sugar at the earliest possible 
moment, and to provide for suit­
able diet, and other medical con­
trol when sugar is found.

The occurance o f diabetes in > 
twins has been observed frequent­
ly by physicians. In practically 
all o f these cases, the twins Nvere 
what is called similar, instead of 
dissimilar, twins.

In a Boston clinic, 26 o f the pa­

tients with diabetes were found 
to have twins— 13 similar and 13 
dissimilar. Among nine o f the 13 ! 
sets o f similar twins, both were j 
diabetic, whereas only two o f the j 
13 sets o f dissimilar twins were I

both diabetic.
This is, o f course, about what 

could have been expected, since 
it is known that similar twins 
tend to develop physical distur­
bances o f the same type.

As evidence o f the extent to 
which diabetes is inherited, the 
condition has been found to oc­
cur ten times more often in the 
brothers and sisters o f diabetic 
patients than in people generally. 
Moreover, it is found that many 
o f the blood relatives o f patients 
with diabetes develop the pres­
ence of sugar in the excretions 
without actually having diabetes 
itself.

Investigators are convinced that 

there exists a potentiality or like­
lihood for developing diabetes 
which is transmitted in human 
beings according to the laws of 
heredity. There are often physical 
factor* involved as well as the
factor o f likelihood.

The presence o f overweight,
the eating o f vast amounts o f car­
bohydrate food, which throws 
special stress on the organs in­
volved in digestion and in the
handling o f sugar by the body, 
the existence o f nerve strain and 
stress may throw pressure on 
weakened organs and tissues which 
will produce the disease much

Yellowing Or Loss O f Color In Leaves East Texas Oil 
May Be From Nutrition-Al Disturbance Field Is Largest

COLLEGE STATION, July 28. 
The yellowing or loss o f color in 
Im vcs o f some plants in gardens 
or tome ornamentals or orchard 
trees or even on spots o f field 
crops is likely a condition called 
chlorosis, resulting from a nutri­
tional disturbance. Chlorosis is d if­
ferent from the common plant di­
seases that are caused by fungi or 
bacteria and can not bo success­
fully treated by the methods used 
fo r  those diseases. It does not 
•pread from plant to plant and 
while the yellowing plants are o f­
ten found in groups, that is be­
cause tho soil area either contains 
too much or too little o f any of 
■overal mineral substances. Re­
search workers at the Texas ex­
periment station state that the 
most common cause o f chlorosis is 
an excell o f lime in certain soils 
which prevents the iron in the soil 
from being available to the plant. 
Other causes include the deficien­
cy o f potash or nitrogen, excess of 
alkali, or defective condition of 
the roots or o f the whole tree.

Chlorosis becomes apparent 
when the production o f green 
chlorophyll or coloring matter in 
the leaves has been distuibed. 
These chlorophyll bodies when ac­
ted upon by sunlight manufacture 
the feed fo r the nourishment of 
the plant and the production of 
these chlorophyll bodies depends 
upon the availablility o f nitrogen, 
magnesium and iron.

There are two methods o f at­
tacking chlorosis, (1 the actual 
mechanical application of iron in­
to or on the plant and (2 soil 
treatment to render the iron al 
ready in the soil available to the 
plant.

Under Texas conditions most 
chlorotic plants will respond to 
treatment o f the soil with iron 
sulphate (coperas). The best ap­
plication is one part copperas to 
from one to five parts super-phos­
phate or manure applied in holes 
*  foot deep and one inch in di­
ameter, filling each hole. These 
holes are scattered around the 
plant from a few inches in the 
case o f small plants to three to six 
feet in the case o f trees, the num­
ber o f holes varying with the size 
o f the plant. Usually about one 
pound o f copperas for each inch in 
diameter o f the tree trunk is suf­
ficient. In the case o f roses or oth- 
tT  shrub* frrrrr Hotr* a foot awav 
from the plant should be sufficient.

Sulphur and manure supple­
mented by iron sulphate may also 
be effective in correcting the soil 
conditions that cause iron starva­
tion. Pulverize sulphur with ma­
nure should be worked into the top 
•oil about the plant and allowed to 
undergo oxidation for several 
months after which the iron sul­
phate super-phosphate mixture is 
anplied. Such a treatment will or 
dinarily remove the no ad for spray, 
ing.

Treatment of the plants with 
iron is quite successful. A gener­
ous spraying of the leaves, leav­
ing no spots unsprayed, with a 
•olution o f one pound of copperas 
to three or four gallons of water 
will furnish the leave* with iron j 
and cause them to take on a green j 
color. When the foliage is tender ■ 
this may be too strong.

Farmers who wouldn’t think of 
losing money by wearing trousers
with holes in the pockets are los­
ing money and are being robbed 
when rains carry fertile topsoil 
off their cultivated fields and wash 
gullies in tillable lands, says A- 
T. Holman, o f the United State* 
Bureau o f Agricultural Engineer­
ing.

Soil losses measured for 1933 at 
the Federal Erosion Farm at Beth­
any, Mo., on terraced and unter­
raced corn fields, show a soil loss 
more than seven times as great on 
the unterraced areaa— 27.1 tons 
an acre from unterraced com 
fields, 3.8 tons from terraced corn 
fields.

Holman, who made the measure­
ments, calculates that erosion at 
this rate will strip 7 inches o f pro­
ductive topsoil from the unterrac­
ed fields in about 35 years. I f  the 
land is terraced, the losses will be 
reduced by 86 percent, and it 
would take about 260 years to 
strip the land if it were kept con 
tinuously in com.

Terraces may be constructed 
with simple equipment during 
slack times when men and teams 
would be idle.
